Bookmark not defined. 
which is witnessed 1794 I believe by Albert Gallatin, Thomas Clare & others in which a signature 
of Gallatin's could be seen. 
 
Also in Will Book 1 Page 101 is the will of Jacob JenningsError! Bookmark not defined., early 
pastor at Dunlaps Creek & who earlier in life had served as a doctor in the Rev War from NJ.  He 
wills: 
To my beloved wife Hannah (she is as his 2d wife, widow of Dr Adam S. SimonsonError! 
Bookmark not defined. of Uniontown Pa buried in old Pres g.y. & sister of Uncle Col John 
CarnahanError! Bookmark not defined. & James Carnahan) in lieu of dower, full one third part 
of all my personal property, after payt of debts, thereout, also the mansion house & all the farm 
whereon I now live, during widowhood.  He then gives: 
To my grandson Samuel Kennedy Simonson (might be her grandson) $120 if he gives evidence 
to Nathaniel Breading, one of my Exrs of reformation & states he is now at sea. 
Then gives bals of estate to his children ie: 
To Samuel Kennedy Jennings 
To Obediah Jennings 
To Jonathan Jennings 
To Anne, Mitchell, wife of David J. Mitchell 
To David Jennings & to my grandchildren, viz:

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children of my deceased son Ebenezer Jennings 1/6 of the estate, they to receive their father's 
full equal share.

Witnesses: James Cunningham, Andrew Porter. 
     Probated Feby 19, 1813 
Seventy years after this will was written viz in 1882, my dear Mary & I entertained at a meeting 
of Synod Rev Dr Samuel Carnahan Jennings mentioned above at the "Holler" & he gave his 
blessings & prayers for Andrew, then a babe. 
 
Will Book 1 Page 102 is will of Esther Bishop of German Tp dated May 9, 1807 in which she 
states her land adjoins Jacob Bennett.  Jacob Easter, & Jacob Thompson.  Esther Bishop (seal) 
Witnessed by Daniel JohnsonError! Bookmark not defined., George Easter, Jacob Thompson, 
Susanna Thompson. Their [last two witnesses] signatures are here available. 
     On Apr 20, 1813 came Daniel Johnson Esquire & proved the will, no other witness appearing.  
Jacob Thompson & Susanna had no doubt moved to Guernsey Co, O in the interim.

     I went out to see my second cousin in Mrs Elizabeth Steele Miller & her daughter Sarah, wife 
of J. Harry Gorley at No 145 E. Fayette St, arriving at 1 PM & at 2:45 Pm, Sarah drove me over in 
her car to the old R.H. Lindsey-Fuller Hogsett residence on N. Gallatin Ave now the Legion 
Home, where the D.A.R. have their Library on 2d floor front over room to right of entrance & of 
which Sarah is Librarian.  Sarah had written off their family record, but I left it for her to add the 
birth & parentage of those who had married in the family.  She had written on the back page of 
their big bible the record of her Revolutionary War ancestor, Col Robert Moore, which she had 



gotten from Lida Hibbs, wife of Wm Hibbs at Merritstown Pa son of Robt F. Hibbs & she, 
daughter of Lizzie Moore Van Kirk, wife of Johnson D. Van Kirk copy of which she is also going to 
send me.  They said Mrs Annie S. Irons was there recently to see them & Mrs Miller, her sister 
when I asked her, said she thought Mrs Irons had gotten $250,000 from the Pgh Steel Co for the 
old home farm of their father Johnston E. Steele & reserved the right to occupy the buildings & 
a few acres around them as long as she lived.  Sarah has many records she has gathered up & 
wanted to know about 
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the CrawfordError! Bookmark not defined.s & I told her I would loan her my Crawford books to 
read. Arriving at the D.A.R. Library rooms, I met Mrs W.E. Crow, who said she would give me 
their record & Mrs Dr Brownfield, daughter of Hugh A. Burchinal.  I got the reference to Wm 
McFarland, that I wanted to see in Penna Archives 5th Series, 6th Vol Page 23.  They have a fine 
collection of old reference books among them the Sharpless genealogy with several Finley, Jack, 
& Thompson references.  History of Schuylkill Co Pa etc. They have also all the Books of the 
Uniontown Historical & genealogical Society which Sarah said James HaddenError! Bookmark 
not defined. told her about & they went after them & got them as a present.  She said they had 
been locked up in an old book case in the cellar or basement at the Court House for 17 yrs & 
she had a very dusty lot of books to clean up.  Leaving them there at 3:30 PM, I walked over to 
see Sam & Lee Stern, who were both out, then went to my office, signed up my letters, had a 
conference with Andrew & calling up Josiah B. Crow 36 Ben Lomond St, his daughter Mrs 
Elizabeth Hubbard answered & I arranged to call there at 10 Am tomorrow to get their record & 
will start a genealogical table on the next page to record it in that form.

     I went this morning at 10 o'c, according to appointment, to 36 Ben Lomond St, the residence 
of Josiah B. Crow & his daughter, Mrs Elizabeth Hubbard admitted me & I was busy going over 
family records with her until 11:30 AM.  She will get some further records of her immediate 
family & send them to me.  Her mother 1841-1912 had written down the dates of birth of her 
brothers & sisters & the deaths of some & I have embodied same as well as the births of her 
children which Mrs Hubbard had copied from their big bible in the genealogical table on page 
324 & I have left the three succeeding pages for extensions of their lines as I gather the 
information.  she gave me clippings of several deaths her mother had saved which I will now 
read over & make proper notation as I am to return the clippings. 
8:30 PM I have finished reading the slips & made the notations but few, necessary. 
     I went at abt 2 o'c to see Sam Stern about getting an option on their property corner Fayette 
St & Beeson Ave 103 ft front & 180 ft deep. He sd he wd talk to his associate owners, Joe, Lee & 
Will McShane & give me a price.  Then went to J. Espy Sherrard's office & signed lease on B.B.  
Zediker.  Then called on Jno H. WalkerError! Bookmark not defined. who told me that he had 
gotten a nurse Monday, a widow, to massage & bathe him & I told him I thought it would be 
more appropriate 
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& much better if he would get a wife & suggested one who was an excellent nurse.  Asking 
them where their father, Dr Robert M. Walker came from, Mame said from near Chambersburg 
Pa or South Mountain not far from Rocky Spring Church.  Said he walked from there to 
Allegheny Co Pa when 18 yrs old, carring on his shoulder, a small trunk which they still have in 
the attic.  John sd he taught school 2 yrs at Perryopolis Pa where Mame sd he married Julia 
Baker who died 4 mos later from tuberculosis.  He was a widower ten yrs reading medicine with 
a relative, Dr McCasky, an uncle, I believe & with old Dr Hasson at West Newton Pa & then 
married Mary Jane Walker whose father was a brother of his father.  He died Aug 28? 1889 at 
the old home, cor Main & Gallatin & their present home 77 E Main St was then building & they 
moved in it 1890.  they bought 50 ft front fr Geo B. Kaine, Exr, Danl Kaine being with Miss Mary 
E. Hadden 22 1/2 ft front, recently sold to Geo Patterson, Atty, the old McClean (Alexr, I believe) 
lot.  They sold 1 1/2 ft to the county & have 43 1/2 ft front.  I then went over to the court house 
& worked in the recorders office until it struck five & among other things, see fit to note the 
following: 



 
1. Deed Book 1 Pages 358 & 359 is bond dated Sept 30, 1791 to Alexander James Dallas Secy of 
Com by Alexr McClean who was  
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appointed Sept 28, 1791 as Deputy Surveyor of all of Fayette Co, Rostraver Tp in Westnd Co & 
Allegheny, Milford Brothers Valley Turkey Foot & part of Quemahoning Tps in Bedford Co Pa 
with Albert Gallatin & John Smilie, sureties & witnessed by James Finley & Wm Riddle & on Oct 
123, 1791, Gallatin, Smilie & McClean appeared before James Finley one of the Associate 
Judges of the court of common pleas of said Co & ackd same. 
 
2. Deed Book 1 P 376 is deed for 200 A. in Bullskin Tp dated Apr 5, 1791 to Cornelius 
WoodruffError! Bookmark not defined. from Anthony _____ which is Ackd June 14, 1792 
(&recorded June 18, 1792) before William Boyd J.P. 
 
3. Deed Book 1 Page 400 is deed from John Pierce Duvall & Martha, his wife of Mason Co Ky 
dated Mch 18, 1793 to Zachariah WheatError! Bookmark not defined. of Georges Tp, Fay Co Pa 
wherein for £140, 112 3/4 is conveyed to Wheat being located in Georges Tp. 
 
Deed Book B Page 360.  Jesse Hollingsworth, merchant of Balto Md by his son & Atty in fact 
John Hollingsworth on Feby 6, 1797 conveys for £450 to Ephraim Douglass & Zadoc Walker of 
Uniontown a tract of land called "Purchase" ctg 315 1/2 A on the waters of Dunlaps Creek adjg 
Edward AskinsError! Bookmark not defined., Nathan Heald & John Moyers.   
 
In deed Book D Page 68 by deed 
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dated Apr 28, 1798, the above mentioned Ephraim Douglass & Zadoc Walker, with his wife 
Elizabeth convey the identical 315 1/2 A to John Dunlap of Franklin Tp, Fay Co Pa for £1000 
stating it was land granted on Mch 30, 1773 to Jesse Hollingsworth. 
     On the same day, John Dunlap gives a purchase money mtge to secure various deferred 
payts which mtge was signed by John Dunlap & witnessed by Samuel Dunlap & John 
McWilliams.  There were no credits on this mtge & by order of Court, it was satisfied June 17, 
1899 by F.H. Rosboro, Recorder. 
     John Dunlap took sick & on July 30, 1798 as shown in Will book 1 page 43, he made his will in 
which he refers to the bonds due Douglas & Walker & after providing a home for his widow, 
Rachel divides this land between his two sons Samuel & Andrew in which it appear Samuel is 
not yet 21 yrs of age.  He signs the will.   John Dunlap Witnesses: Samuel Dunlap, William Scott, 
Samuel Reed.  He appointed Rachel Dunlap, widow John Lecky & Daniel YoungError! Bookmark 
not defined. Jr Exrs. 
Two of these witnesses were relatives Samuel Dunlap marrying Hannah Lecky & Samuel Reed 
marrying Elizabeth Lecky, daughters of John Lecky & his wife Mary Wilson. 
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5. Deed Book C Pages 1131-1133 (Vol 3 new) is dedication of Plan of lots for New Geneva Pa 
platted on page 1132 in which it states that George Wilson had laid it out & called it Wilson's 
Port & sold same to Albert Gallatin who changed the name to New Geneva Pa.

Cousin Will L. Wood, ex-county Treas, who I met at the elevators & walked up street with said 
he wanted to sell some of his Greene Co Coal, he was endorser on a lot of cousin Wm E. Crow's 
paper, being on one note for $45,000. 
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Residence of Miss Elizabeth FritchmanError! Bookmark not defined. & Almira Hodgson NO 221 
Second St North Feby 1, 1924 10:30 PM. 
     I arrived here about 6 PM & have been going over the old papers they have, which are 
largely old Fritchman papers.  They do not have any old Markle papers, nor no old Jack papers 
as I expected.  They have, however, a small bible of their grandfather, Gasper Markle of John & 
Elizabeth which was printed at NY in 1850 by the American Bible Society. 
Gasper Markle married Elizabeth Orr.  He died at West end of bridge in West Newton Pa & is 
buried in West Newton Cem & has marker & his widow, Elizabeth, his daughter, Elizabeth, 
unmarried & his daughter Alvira, first wife of John F. Budd are all buried on the same lot.  His 
widow, Elizabeth died at Dixmont on Thursday Dec 15, 1887 at 1:30 o'c AM in 71st yr & was 
buried from her daughter Mrs John Carothers'. The dates of birth of their children all taken 
from the above bible except Micajah & David are as follows:

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Their grandfather, David Fritchman, son of Adam Fritchman & his wife Catharine, married 
Roseana Weaver & they are both buried in West Newton Cem.  They have copy of his will dated 
May 1, 1869 in which he names his children as follows: "I give devise & bequeath to my seven 
children, Wm Page, Marion, Oliver, Christopher, Elmira, Isabella & Lucetta etc & to his grandson 



Anson Fritchman (son of Irvin W. Fritchman who died in Andersonville Prison Aug 24, 1864 who 
married Hettie Marchand) $2500. 
This will was witnessed by Coper (Cooper) Simeral & John Cowan. Probated June 1, 1869. 
 
They have a receipt from John Fritchman which is witnessed & acknowledged by Uncle "Squire" 
Andw Finley which they are allowing me to take with me to take a photostatic copy & return. 
 
They have their father's discharge dated at Camp near Petersburg VA Sept 3, 1864 & signed by 
J.C. Conser, Capt which shows that he was a Private in Capt C.C. Markle's Co E 105 Reg Pa Inf 
who was enrolled Aug 25, 1861 & served 3 yrs & states that he was 23 yrs of age 5 ft 11 in high, 
dark complexion, gray eyes & light hair & occupation, farmer. 
Irvin & Marion were also in Civil War. 
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In the Pres, S.S. paper "Forward" Vol 42 No 50 Phila Pa Dec 15, 1923 is an article "The Leader 
Rule" by Howard Markle Hoke.  Write & get his address. 
They called over Mrs Anna HamiltonError! Bookmark not defined., widow of Michael Hamilton, 
an Englishman, who lives across the street in first house south of the Catholic Church property, 
who is the daughter of George Rohland who was a son of Philip & who arranged to give me her 
record in the morning.  She mentioned Mrs John Andy, living near Millard F. SchollError! 
Bookmark not defined.'s & Mrs Collins living on 6th St both daughters of Philip Rohland, a 
brother of George & they, or particularly, Mrs Andy, can give the record of their father's family.  
Mrs Hamilton had & has her father's family bible but her youngest sister, Kate McClintock, wife 
of Charles McClintock, but without issue & living at Connellsville Pa where he is a barber, tore 
the family record from the Bible & is sd to have it in her safe deposit box at bank.

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512 found on the door "City Trusts" & "Girard Estate, Minor City Trusts". He was not in, so I sat 
down a half hour until 3:05 PM when he came in, a well built perfectly built medium height 
man.  We had a delightful talk, until 3:55 PM. He is a fine type of business man & said he was 59 
yrs old & had been with these Girard Estate Trusts for 15 or 20 yrs & had some 10 to 15 yrs ago 
bought the Uniontown Borough issue of bonds.  Telling him of my conference about 8 yrs ago 
with Ex Gov Edwin S. Stuart, who sd the estate then had an income of $700,000 per year, he 
said its income now was over $300,000 per month.  He said he was going to a banquet with Gov 
Stuart tonight at the Scotch Irish Society, notwithstanding he was not Scotch Irish.  I told him to 
Col Saml Evans seeing Dolly Madison throw her arms around Daniel Webster's neck & kissing 
him when he concluded his unsucessful argument vs Horace Binney to break Stephen 



GirardError! Bookmark not defined.'s will abt 90 yrs ago.  He told me much about the early 
data about his father's family & sd his father, John Mirkil, grandfather of my informant, son of 
another John Mirkil, whose father he thought was John.  He said they had been located in & 
about Phila Pa for over a hundred yrs & one of these early Johns spelled 
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his name Mirkil to which his descendants adhered.  He thought they came from Poland.  One of 
these Johns was a seafaring man & owned ships.  He spoke of a Perry Mirkil who lived to be 94 
& also of several others.  I expressed a desire to see his father & he said to go down tomorrow 
afternoon on Sunday after 11 AM & they would give me what information they could & he said 
they had an old bible.  He sd he wd write & phone his sister Mrs Cochran who was the oldest of 
their family & with whom his father lived, that I was coming.  He said there was a Jack in 
Chester Pa older than he himself was & that his sister would give me the address. He said he 
would help me all he could if I ever had occasion to call on him & he asked me to come back.  
Leaving at 3:55 PM 
I walked over to Market St & took a St car to Broad street Sta & going back to Room 363 at 4:22 
PM I met Eugene W. Caruthers son of Thomas Fillmore Caruthers, who was a brother of William 
Franklin Caruthers of Irwin Pa connected with the Westmoreland Coal Co who I interviewed 
about 40 yrs ago. Eugene W. is a brother of Frank who I saw in Scranton Pa 
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Sept 21, 1923 & their Aunt's address, sister of their father is: Mrs A.P. WitmerError! Bookmark 
not defined. Christiana Pa. RFD living 2 1/2 miles west of Christiana, Lancaster Co Pa.  She lives 
at the old home of her father Jason D. Caruthers & probably has his bible record & can give the 
family record. I must go to see her.  I then came back to the hotel & telegraphed Betty W. 
Sonnakolb [best guess] to have dinner with me on my 70th birthday anniversary which she did & 
I took her to the Lyric Theatre & saw the Gingham Girl & have taken her home to 2028 Green 
St.  When I told Mr I.H. Mirkil that I was 70 today, he sd I didn't look it.  I find there are 
Carothers, Carruthers, Carrothers, Caruthers, Markles, Merkels, Mirkils etc in the directory here 
& I must look them & our other names over.  It is 12:20 AM 16th & I will go to bed as I was not in 
bed at all last night.

In a "Record of Rev Soldiers buried in Lake Co Ohio & some in Geango [best guess] Co", 
published at Painesville O is a sketch on page 36 of Peter Markell 1765-1837 probably father 
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of above as it says he was born Mch 24, 1765 & enlisted from Palatine Montgomery Co NY in 
Apr 1781 aged 16 & was discharged in Nov 1782.  He was in the battle of Johnstown NY, under 
Capt Cook & Col Clock.  He died May 25, 1837 & was buried at Kirtland, Lake Co O Dec 9, 1792.  
He married Elizabeth Koch & had children, John, Benjamin, James, Margarette, Betsey (Mrs 
Banter) Peter, Nicholas, Mary, Fanny & Nancy who married Ezra Morgan of Geneva O where 
their descendants still reside.  The children are all dead.  The last one, James Markell of Mentor 
O living until Apr 1900. There are in Kirtland O two children who are the great great great 
grandchildren of this Revolutionary soldier.

Vol 1 Pages 270 et seq an article of two pages on Rev Dr James Carnahan in which it says that 
his father Major Carnahan died May 31, 1788.  It further says that the Major's grandparents on 
both sides came from the North of Ireland & settled in Cumberland Co Pa about 1720.

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rank of Major in the Penna militia & owned a good farm in the County. He, because dissatisfied 
with his men resigned his office & early in 1780 removed his family to Sewickly settlement, 
Westmoreland Co Pa abt 20 miles from Pittsburgh.  Here, he purchased a farm on which he 
lived until his death which occurred in an attempt to cross the Allegheny River, a few miles 
above Pittsburgh.  He married & had four children. (His name was James JVT) viz; James, 
referred to below, Hannah, Archibald & John (John married grandmother Caruthers sister & 
Major's brother Col John Carnahan, married great grandfather Caruthers sister Rebecca 
Caruthers) 
James, the son of Major Carnahan was born in Cumb Co Pa Nov 15, 1775 & died in Newark NJ 
Mch 3, 1859 & in 1793 went to Canonsburg Pa & studied under Rev Dr John McMillan & joined 
his church in 1795 & through the help of Dr S.S. Smith, then Pres of Princeton College, he 
entered in 1798 & graduated with highest honors in Sept 1800.  He was elected President of the 
College May 12, 1823 inaugurated Aug 6, 1823, held the office 31 yrs with great success & 
resigned in 1854.

Patrick Jack, son of James & Jean Jack was born in the North of Ireland 
in 1730, coming to America with his parents at the age of eight years. He was brought up on the 
parental farm and amidst the active surroundings of pioneer life.  During the French & Indian 
Wars, he was an active participant.  He was commissioned a Lieut July 21, 1763 & was with 
Bouquet on his celebrated 
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campaign against the Ohio Indians.  When the war for Independence came on, we find him 
assisting in the organization of the Associated Battalions and serving as a Captain in 1776, as 
well as in 1777.  He lived a long & useful life, was much respected for his personal worth, as 
honored for his heroic deeds in the forefront of battle.  He was a member of Falling Springs 
Church & his remains rest beneath the shadows of that historic building, dying the 25th of 
January 1821, aged 91 yrs.  See next page line 23.

Mrs Watts telephoned to the C.B&O Sta before we left & they said the 4 PM train would not be 
in until 5:30 & we stopped there as we came back from Mrs Rockey's & the agent sd it would 
not be in until 6:30. We met in the Sta, Mrs Amy Heinzman nee Byram widow of Samuel 
Heinzman, brother of Wm who married Tabitha Wray page 400, who lived yrs ago just across 
the street fr Fremont Iowa from Samuel Finley 1785-1877 page 400 & said he & Mrs Hannah 
Wray his daughter came here from Fairland Indiana where his first wife died & is buried. Mrs 
Watts said her great Uncle died up in Minnesota & is buried there. He came to Mrs Watts 
parents on his wedding trip with his last wife Salina who married him for his money & she was 
blind of one eye. She & he moved to Minnesota & as soon as she got his money, she 



commenced proceedings to get a divorce alleging that he struck her & put out her eye (all of 
which was a lie) & her lawyer came here to see J.Q. White asking about his means. Went to 
supper & left at 7:11 PM 
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At Fremont Hotel, Fremont, Iowa G.F. Joestling Prop Apr 9, 1924 8 PM 
The train did not come to Hedrick until 7:30 PM & just before it came, Mrs Watts came over to 
the station & said she had gotten Fremont on the phone & learned that her sister, Mary Jane 
Phillippe was not at home tonight, but would be there early in the morning, so I came here to 
the Hotel for the night & Mrs Amy Heinzman, who came up on the train with me, walking up 
this far with me & I recall that I was here in Oct 1922 & sent over to Kirkville to see Aunt Harriet 
Cordelia Redburn. Mrs Heintzman [sic] said Samuel Finley was an old man when she knew him 
& was tall & slender, not fleshy. He was then living with his last wife, Salina, who was a young 
woman & a widow when he married her. She said many people considered him a mean man &

 Aside fr data already recorded says in the early days of Methodism, their home was in 
Highland Co, O from whence in 1821 they moved to Shelby Co, Ind where her husband 
Joseph Hough died in 1844 & in the fall of 1849 she came to Mahaska Co, Iowa making 
the whole journey on horseback. 
 Joseph Hough who died Nov 21, 1844 obituary written by James B. Finley says he is the 
last one of four of us that joined the Methodist Epis Ch in Highland Co O in 1808. In 
1803, he married my only sister with whom he has lived 41 yrs. They have had 13 
children & 45 grandchildren. Speaks of his having gone to rest with his (the writer's) 
brothers John & William Finley, who all set out with me for heaven & I yet linger.

 Dr. William McKendree Findley 
 Died at Bloomfield, Iowa, Wednesday Aug 17, 1880 in his 55th year. 
 Says he was a pioneer doctor of Iowa & gives his biography below as found in the U.S. 
Biog Dict. Wm McKendree Findley was born in Dayton O July 30, 1816. His father was 
Rev John P. Findley (Finley?) was for 4 yrs Prest of Augusta College Ky & his grandfather 
Robert W. Finley was a Methodist (he was Pres) minister for 60 yrs dying at Eaton O in 
his 96th yr, 
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The Finleys are of Scotch Irish descent, pioneers of North Carolina & many were ministers. The 
mother of William was Sarah Strain & his grandfathers on both sides fought in the 
Revolutionary War, his mother's father being with Genl Washington at the memorable crossing 
of the Delaware. 
John P. Finley (his father) removed when Wm Mck was quite young to Piqua, Miami Co O & 
died in 1825. He read medicine with Dr. Sabin of Troy O & graduated at Penna Univ Phila in 
1837. Practiced one yr in Shelbyville Ind & then at New London, Henry Co Iowa until 1843 & 
then settled permanently at Bloomfield, Davis Co Iowa. In 1863, he became a surgeon in 4th 
Iowa Cavalry & was in the Vicksburg campaign & with Sherman as far as Atlanta on his way to 
the sea & with Thompson when he whipped Hood at Nashville & served in the Surgeons Dept at 
Chattanooga until close of war. He married Miss Mary Bangs, daughter of Capt John Bangs of 



Cape Cod, Mass, in New London, Iowa, Oct 2, 1839. They had seven children of whom only 
three survived him.

Without reading it all over, I do not see that I got any record of where Rev Robert Wilkes Finley 
was buried which I saw somewhere today at holstein where it stated that he was buried at 
Dayton O as was also his wife Rebeckah Bradley Finley. Upon asking Thos McC Watts about it, 
he said he thought it was out a short distance from the city, I believe they both died there. I 
think he had obituary notices of the death of both which I must have missed getting. They may 
have been pasted in the old Jas B. Finley autobiography. These are the most important of all & I 
must write about them. 
I did not get to bed at all last night & as I am to be called at 3:30 In the morning to get the 4:18 
AM Chicago Great Western train for Harlan, Iowa, I will go to bed as it is now 11 PM. JVT 
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At residence of Geo E. Jack No 1106 Baldwin St Harlan Iowa Apr 12, 1924 8:40 AM 
Mrs Davis who has charge of the home during the winter says Geo E. Jack is in California & his 
brother John Philip Jack is in Los Angeles Calif. Their sister, Mrs Herman (Grace) Hall is at NO 
180 Canon Ave, Sierra Madre Calif. Their father was Col John T. Jack from Penna a Civil War 
veteran. He & his wife both died in Long Beach Calif, he in 1912 inthe fall & she in the fall of 
1913 & both are buried here. Mrs Jack was Harriet Lamb from abt Marshalltown, Iowa. A large 
picture of Col Jack's father with gray hair, hangs in the house & bears a striking resemblance to 
the Jacks. Mrs Davis says that Dr. Cobb a Civil War veteran living here can tell where Col Jack 
came from in Penna. I will go to see him & Mrs Davis says to write to Mrs Col hall for the history 
of the family. 
Leaving 8:50 AM 
Mrs Davis showed me cabinet size photos of Col Jack & his wife, both fine & distinguished 
looking. She was a teacher in the Episcopal S. S. & a leader in the town. 
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At residence of Dr. E.A. Cobb on 8th St Harlan Iowa Apr 12, 1924 9:10 AM 
Mr John Kent, Auto livery drove me from the Jack home, a fine one to the C. M. Finley home cor 
9th St & Willow St NO 1601 which was closed & a neighbor said they had gone to Carroll or Des 
Moines & would be back possibly today, but as they did not come at 10:20 AM, Mr Kent says 
they can't get here before my 2:10 PM train goes to Omaha. He says Mr Finley is a RR engineer 
& will be retired on age pension next year. Write to him. Mr Kent says he has a son Meredith 
who is a Civil engineer. 



Dr. Cobb's daughter admitted me & as he was not up, she took me to his bed on first floor. Mr 
Kent said he lost a leg in the Civil War. He is a large fleshy man aged 81 he says, a native of 
Wayne Co Pa & was in the battle of Gettysburg Pa. He says Col John T. Jack came from Centre  
Pa. He referred me to his son-in-law, Ed S. White attorney who had written a history of this 
Shelby Co, but when I went there, his son sd he was in the country, but he remembers when a 
boy in school taking the carbon copy of Col Jack's war record, which was a good one to the 
house & gave it to one of the boys. Dr. Cobb said Col Jack grew wealthy loaning money on 
chattel & other mtges & was worth probably six to eight hundred thousand dollars. 
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At office of O. F. Graves just across the street north fr Davis Hotel, Harlan Iowa Apr 12, 1924 
9:25 AM 
Mrs Dr. E.A. Cobb told me to see Mr Graves who was an old friend of Col Jack. He is a well 
preserved man, says he was 13 yrs old when the war broke out & is now 76. He says the Col's 
name was John Thompson JackJack; John Thompson & that he came originally from Bellefonte 
Pa. 
Said he was a merchant in Mechanicsville Iowa & went from there to Tipton Iowa in the same 
Cedar Co & came here from Tipton on Mch 16, 1880 on a Thursday. Mr Graves preceding him 3 
days coming on Monday. He says Col Jack enlisted in the Civil War from Penna & he thinks in 
the 110th Regiment but is not sure. He recalls seeing his father here on a visit, but says he died 
back in Penna at Bellefonte Pa & is buried there. It was in the late 80s or early 90s that he 
visited here & he was then over 80 yrs old Mr Graves thought. Says he knows Col Jack had one 
brother, who he met & one sister perhaps more. He grew wealthy here, worth probably 
$300,000, not so much as Dr. Cobb thought, but he said it depended on the valuations of his 
farms as he owns 25 farms which the family still own. 
He said the Harlan cemetery was 3 blocks west one north & 1 west fr here. Leaving 9:35 AM 
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Harlan Cemetery, Harlan, Shelby Co Iowa, Apr 12, 1924 10 AM 
I walked out here & to the left of the entrance drive gate saw monument of Overholt with 
inscription West edge of town

 Equal sized plate, alongside not marked & just to right of entrance 
 2. J.W. Latta died Apr 14, 1886 aged 38 yrs 4 mos 19 days

Mrs W. says there is a Charles Jack living at Nebraska City Neb who is a nephew of Col Jno T. 
Jack late of Harlan Iowa & he has a sister, Mrs Armstrong living in Omaha here. 
There is a man living here named Joseph Codington living at the Hamilton Hotel who has been 
urgent for Mrs Winkelman to give him her record.

Leaving 6:20 PM 
Instead of copying the paper her father wrote, she sketched the following from it: 
James Jack lived in Westmoreland Co Pa 1836-1838, married Jane Barnes of Brush Creek in 
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1839, Removed to Canonsburg Pa 1840 where his son David Jack was born Feby 13, 1840. 
Emigrated in 1840 with the Barnes family to Lee Co Iowa about West Point where in 1843 



David's mother died. There was another son John Alexander Barnes Jack born about 1843 & 
these two boys were adopted by their Uncle. Uncle John Barnes who didn't like their father or 
by their Grandfather Barnes where David lived until he was sixteen. His father went after 
David's mother died to the lead mines of Wisconsin where he remarried & went to Texas in

I walked over here & a handsome slender young girl who proved to be Mrs Jack came to the 
door & said I could not see her husband to night, but he could see me tomorrow.

She says Robert Carithers an old bachelor & rich in lands died about a yr ago over 80 & 
his sister who is living is very old, lives with her nephew Dwight Carothers right in the little town 
of Table Grove 6 miles north of here on the RR. She says the Zolls are fine people & she has 
brought out a bible which has the record of Carithers Zoll, son of Josiah & father of Josiah L.

She gave me 
the dates for their record entered therein on page 531 in different colored ink. 
Her daughter-in-law came in for a moment & her son is now a Jacksonville Ills building a 
mausoleum.

I got up at 6 AM, got my breakfast at the "Modern" Cafe, went to the Telephone office & called 
up J.L. Zoll's at Vermont, Ills & Mrs Kost said he sd be there between 12 & 1 o'c. I am being 
driven back there to take the 2 o'c train for Canton Ills. I got up yesterday morning at Lorenzo 
Dow Crable's by the Sta (his people were from Brownsville Pa) where I had a good clean bed & 
got my breakfast in the lunch room attached & a very good one from Mrs 
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Annie Thompson, a large handsome clean woman, widow of George E. Thompson, a contractor, 
over miles of whose well laid & made concrete pavements in the town I walked. I walked up the 
RR to the 3d left hand steps & went to the west side of town & saw William Brown, but he was 
not of the family sought, then walked back to the square & saw Ed Brown, then to the north 
end of town & saw Frank Brown out in the field building a fence, but neither of them were of 
the family sought. Frank sent me to Mrs Hannan a half mile beyond, an aged 80 yr old woman & 
she thought she had seen the grave of a John Brown in the S. E. corner of the town cemetery, 
so walking across a wheat field, I came to the cemetery, just back of the big school house where 
I found the marker of Carithers Zoll & in the lot adjoining that of his father & mother Josiah & 
Ruth Zoll & his grandmother Mary Carithers, widow of Robert Carithers 98 yrs old & made note 
of several markers & some Browns I found later farther over in the old part of the cemetery 
which I will record below. I then walked back to Taylor Brown's & his wife said he had gone to 
Rushville, but from what she told me I concluded he was not of our family. I then hunted up 
Andrew Jackson Brown who I found 
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at the elevator office, the fifth Brown & still not of the family sought, but none of them related 
to each other. I then went to Josiah L. Zoll's & as expected, I got there by the aid of his 
housekeeper, Mrs Kost, the old Robert Carithers bible as his aged widow being buried in Josiah 
Zoll's lot, I thought the old bible would be there. I have made record on page 571 to 522 incl of 
what I found there. Mr Zoll who had been out on his farm at work came in at noon for dinner & 
I ate with him & find him a most able companionable man, a strong Republican & fine man. He, 
when about 20, left home & run on the RR for 20 yrs working for $35 a month & lost a couple of 
his smaller fingers on his right hand & part of a foot in that service. He referred me to Mrs 
Hipsley for so much of the information desired that I had high hopes, but find she is not so 
conversant with the earlier generations as he was, & am going back to further question him. I 
then went to Jesse B. Carithers store, near the square. He is a large strong able bodied man abt 
6 ft high & runs a grocery store & meat shop opposite the P.O. He sent me to his home & from 
his wife, son & daughter, I got from his own & his father's bibles & from them the record on 
pages 523 to 525.

At store of Jesse B. Carithers, Main St Opp P.O. Vermont Ill Apr 15, 1924 12:05 PM 
Mr Carithers says that J.H. Carithers, Jeweler at Canton Ill is he thinks a son of Samuel Carithers 
who was a brother of Mrs Hipsley (She did not give me this last night & I recall that J.L. Zoll said 
yesterday that he brought action vs the Hipsleys anent Robert Carithers will & they claimed he 
was son of a first wife of Samuel whose marriage they didn't recognize). 



J.B. says his grandfather, Noble Carithers died here at his daughter, Mrs Edwin Parker's abt 
1881 aged he thinks near 90 yrs old. (it was 1880 & he was aged 78, see pages 519-20). About

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At residence of Josiah L. Zoll again Vermont Ills Apr 15, 1924 12:50 PM 
Mr Zoll says that Jesse Wileman 55 to 60 yrs old living at Ipava Ills is son of his Aunt Mary 
Wileman (& her husband Henry) who was Mary Zoll, the oldest child of Josiah & Ruth Zoll & he 
might be able to tell more about the early history of the Zolls & possibly give name of Josiah's 
father, who Mr Z. says died when Josiah was abt 6 yrs old & he, Josiah was taken by an Uncle (a 
Zoll Uncle he says) & raised by him.

After writing up pages 535 to 538 this morning, we started at 10 AM & stopped to say goodbye 
to Mrs Hipsley who came to the door. Asking her for the maiden name of her grandmother, 
Mary Carithers who married Robert Carithers, she said she didn't know, but said her 
grandmother had told her that her parents objected to the marriage, but she said she proposed 



marrying the man she wanted to, so she packed up her belongings took them with her & swam 
the river & went & married him. 
Coming in from Table Grove, I asked taxi man Geo Lawyer about the Hipsley store building 
across from the Hotel which has the name "Carithers" in mosaics as you enter on the steps or 
floor & he said it was built by Wm Carithers who went to Calif & died there & his brother John 
Carithers, brothers of Mrs Hipsley, who had the store & which was later run by John's son 
Dwight B. Carithers, who sold it to Wm L. Hipsley, his first cousin. 
Arriving at Vermont, I went to Lorenzo Dow Crable's & left my over 
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coat & satchel & drove over to the Robt Dilworth home back of Crable's & on same east side of 
RR. It is a fine big high brick house, with big pine trees in the yard & forest trees back, the 
immediate area about the house being about 5 acres.

I then had him drop me at the cem & my activities of the day there are noted fr page 540. On 
getting in here, I went to see Wm H. Brown 83 yrs old to whom I was referred by the wife of his 
son 
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Wm H. Brown Jr in the country to whom & John Brown (brother of Charlie) also in the country I 
had phoned. The intelligent information from W. H. Brown Sr sent me to the cemetery here & 
got me on the right track & I have recorded what I learned. Getting in from Woodcock's at 6:44 
PM, I got my supper at the Royal Cafeteria, went & got shaved & to the Eagles Club hunting 
Floyd K. Ricks, but he wasn't there. Then came here & phoned J. H. Carithers, but got no 
answer, also Dick Carruthers, & his wife, answered that he was out of town at Fairview & we 
finally got Samuel Carruthers & made arrangements for me to go see him at 7 o'c in the 
morning. Mr. W. H. Brown said the other family & one named William Brown went out to 
Spook? River, where he once lived & married a rich widow's daughter there & I must go see him 
in the morning for more specific information. I believe this is Samuel's son & the ones I have 
found are John & his family who I was hunting for yesterday at Vermont. 
If I had come here first, I may have cut out Vermont & thus missed getting the Carithers & Zoll 
information gathered so I guess we were providentially guided as I originally thought of coming 
here first.

I left Canton Ills at 10:15 Am with Nick Irwin in his new Ford sedan & got here at 11:15 & 
coming up to second floor found Dr. Zoll in his big unkempt office. He is a big man about 6 ft 
weighing say 200 lbs & has a fine head & looks much like the Markles being of swarthy 
complexion. He says his name is Edward Cogswell Zoll (the Cogswellcoming from his mother's 
family) born Mch 11, 1862 at Ipava, Ills son of John Roland Zoll who was born in Ohio near 
Steubenville & died in Lewistown, Ills Sept 28, 19197 being the 4th of the ten children of Jacob 
Zoll & Lucinda Roland his wife & he was born near Mt Pleasant Ohio May 18, 1828. In 1858, his 
father Jacob Zoll removed to Ills going down the Ohio & up the Illinois river. 
Dr. says his grandfather, Jacob Zoll died in or near Ipava Ills abt 1867 when he, my informant, 
was 5 yrs old & is buried in the old cemetery there. Thinks he was abt 77 yrs old (This wd make 
his birth 1790 which is a right date to be son of Jacob Zoll who married Peter Markle's 
daughter). This Jacob had a bro Henry who raised his nephew Josiah Zoll (the grandfather of 
Josiah L. Zoll) 
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whose father had died when he, Josiah was but 6 yrs old. 
Henry lived 5 miles N. W. of Ipava Ills & died there & he thinks is buried at a little country g.y. 
between Ipava & Table Grove Ills Doctor just remembers him.

on lower end of the street without finding her. Going to upper end of street, I found her & 
three or four other women sitting outside the counter. She is a very pleasant faced slender 
woman & don't at all look her 62 yrs & when I told her I was from Fayette Co Pa, she was much 
pleased. She sd her great Uncle Samuel Brown died at Lewistown Ills & she was there at the 
funeral when a little girl & she says his son William who she thought was 81 or 82 is janitor at 
the Labor Temple on Jefferson St corner of Jackson & he & his wife live in the basement. it is 
near Lewis Cigar factory. She said he had the old Brown bible. She says his sister, Elizabeth 
Brown died 5 or 6 yrs ago at Cuba, Ills where she was keeping house for someone.

Supplementing my talk with J.T. Neilson today noted on page 572 he told me that the Keystone 
Steel & Wire Co of Peoria Ills in which he is interested & a director were in debt two million 
dollars & needed another million & they went to New York & the money sharks robbed them, 
but they had to have the money, so they paid a half million dollars bonus to get the three 
million dollars on a loan for twenty years at 8% interest to be paid of $75,000 every six months. 
He says they have reduced it now to $2,625,000 & he showed me a statement of earnings for 
near a year showing $50,000 to $80,000 a month & for 
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Feby last, their earning were $159,000. He gave me a pamphlet "Catalog No 33" of the firm 
showing a picture of Peter Sommer, the pioneer who started it in 1889 & his barn where the 
first fence was made. Peter Sommer born 1843, died 1920 & his son Peter Sommer, head of the 
firm died recently & his brother was made director in his stead. J.T. told of their Isaac Walker 
firm selling them 500 tons of wire or material for making the wire which he negotiated at a 
good profit when they were first getting started.

Cousin Kate said she attended the funeral of Nancy Brown aged 1 yr oldest child of Josephine 
Hough Brown & the younger child, Annie was taken to her Aunt Rose Ann Pollock's but "Steve" 
Pollock, a tough grouchy fellow said he would throw it out but her father, Dr. J. Logan Brown 
came the next day & got her & his sister took her & raised her. See Page 131 book 10. Cousin 
Kate said tonight when I spoke of deed on our records to Frederick Stoever Book 10 P 94, that 
Uncle Joe Markle speaking of his Aunt Stoever did not call it Stover, but Staver. 
Quitting at Midnight. 
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Oak Hill Apr 26, 1924 8:54 PM 
Cousin Kate did not know whether Joseph Hough was buried at Barren Run, but says her 
mother told her there was a German Church & g.y. at Barren Run which she thought was near 
to Smithton Pa. 
Reading to Cousin Kate from Book 10 Page 130, genealogical table, she says Frank Baughman 
who married Nancy Cornelia Chain had consumption & went to Arizona for his health & died 
soon after. His widow did not return & remarried there. 
Cousin Kate says that Andrew Bell born Dec 27, 1820 who is reported as having gone to Iowa 
"was chased off". Upon asking her why, she said he got a Robertson girl in trouble & she had a 
baby. She was a daughter of one of John Finley's daughters who married a brother, she 
thought, of old John Robertson, who married Joanna Jack. This was the John Finley whobuilt the 
big brick house bought by her grandfather, Peter Rothermel & in which John Finley, his wife & a 
son died within 11 mos & she thinks they are buried at Sewickly Ch g.y. but are probably 
without markers. Their deaths occurred 2 yrs or so before Peter R. bought. This John Finley had 
a son called "little Jim" who went west & he raised 
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a nephew called "Devil Jim". A daughter of this John Finley was married in the house after her 
parents died & before Peter R. moved in to a party they called "Carr" but whose real name was 
Kerr. Cousin Kate recalls going with her Aunt Kate out the Pike to a German family viz a Mrs 
Wenzler's who was James P. Crothers had asked her to go to West Newton Pa to hear a cousin 
of his preach & Mrs Wenzler did go with him in the afternoon to Sewickly to hear him. He was a 
son of the Finley girl above referred to. Cousin Kate says there were several of the Finley girls 
well grown. Asking her if John Finley above referred to was not a son of Clemons Finley who 
died in 1775, she said he was & that she had once found an old parchment patent in an old rag 
bag in the house which was a patent for the land which she gave to her Uncle Ben Rothermel. 
She said that Polly Finley nee Stokeley, wife & widow of the other John Finley, son of Squire 
Andrew, always spoke of the father of the John whose farm they bought as "Uncle Clemons". 
Ask Will L. Scholl Senr about the Andrew Bell & Robertson girl episode. 
Cousin Kate says that Nancy Bell in the table page 130 Book 10 born Sept 4 
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1824, married David Hough who was a son of Joseph Hough who married Nancy's mother. She 
says that Joseph Hough died when his daughter, Josephine by Nancy Bell was a week old. She 
says Benton Hough, born Sept 5, 1843 died unmarried in West Newton when near 30 yrs old & 
she & her mother went to the funeral. He had been sick a good while & wasn't altogether 
smart. Reading on, Cousin Kate says it wasn't Benton Hough's funeral she & her mother went 
to, but it was to the funeral of Benton's Uncle Wm Todd Niccolls Bell & it was he who wasn't 
smart. It is now 10:44 PM & I have Mrs Pallini to assist Cousin Kate to bed & I will quit & to at 
other things. JVT 

 
W.C. McKean said today when at his office 2 to 2; 55 Pm that his daughter, Martha, now aged 
23, had graduated at Goucher College, Balto Md, last June & was now teaching in a private 
school east, receiving $150 per month. He said Betty was 18 & in the Birmingham Pa Schools. 
Miss Marie Hoover, a pretty modest little girl short in stature & his good stenographer came in 
& he sd she was the natural daughter of Geo P. Hoover & that her mother, whose name he did 
not recall, had afterwards married Elias Franks since dead, & she has a small home in town. 
W.C. wanted me to try to sell the remaining 38% of his 473 shares of Green Co coal Co stock to 
Piedmont coal Co & sd he wd take $15,000 abt $250 per acre. 
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 Oak Hill Apr 27, 1924 12:50 PM 
Cousin Kate has just asked how old Susannah Scholl was & I see in Book 1 Pages 19 & 24 that 
her son, Christian Scholl on Sept 4,1897 named her as second child of great grandfather Markle 
by his second wife, born then no doubt in 1778 or 779 & Cousin Kate thought she was six to 
eight years old when Barrett carried off Nellie & Margaret Jack or say near1783 the year 
Rebecca (Fulton) the youngest of the Jack children was born as she says Mrs Scholl knew all 
about it as if from being conversant with the actual occurrence rather than from hearsay as in 
1813, the year the Rothermel's came to Westnd Co, Mrs Scholl at the Rothermel home (the old 
John Finley place) told to Cousin Kate's grandmother, Peter Rothermel's wife, with Kate's 
mother Julianna born in 1804, then nine yrs old sitting on the floor before the fire all about the 
incident & Julianna told it to her daughter Kate, who says the Jack girls were young girls & she 
thought in their teens. She told at the same time of Barrett trying to carry off one of the Markle 
girls at the same time as heretofore recorded & of great grandfather shooting at Barrett. She 
says now that Mrs Scholl told the name of this half sister of hers that he tried to get & said she 
named her & her mother told her the name, but she 
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don't recall it, but says now it was the youngest of great grandfather's girls by his first wife, that 
was at home unmarried & was then probably Esther or Elizabeth, see book 0 P 18. Referring to 
Book 1 P 18, Cousin Kate says that Daniel Markle listed as a child of the first wife was by the 
second wife as my great grandmother, Mary Markle spoke of him as "her little Daniel" & says 
that great grandmother herself told Cousin Kate's Aunt Polly, that the snow was very very deep 
the day he was buried & they could hardly get through it up to the g.y. She also told her Aunt 



Polly that she was so sorry that she could not follow the custom in vogue in Berks Co Pa of 
having wine & cakes at the funeral, but instead they served coffee & sandwiches of which 
everyone present partook. She says when they were digging Aunt Hannah Markle's grave, they 
struck one corner of little Daniel's coffin & chipped it off & it was of Walnut, that Christian 
Scholl was digging the grave or at least was present & witness to this. This accounts for great 
grandmother Markle's eleven children, but I only have eight of the eleven by the first wife. 
Cousin Kate said the same custom of having wine & cakes at funerals obtained in Franklin Co Pa 
where her mother's sister Sallie died aged between 9 & 10 when Kate's mother was 4 yrs old 
(born say 1799 & died 1808) Sallie was next  younger than Aunt Katy & after Sallie came Ben & 
then Julianna. She had been bitten when 4 yrs old by some 
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venomous snake that came down from the mountain, a very large one, that ran under the 
house & they killed it the next morning. The doctor said if she ever got any fever, the venom 
would assert itself & carry her off which it did 5 yrs later. 
In Book 10 Page 58, I note that Walter Bell's oldest son is Andrew & On page 1380 that 
William's oldest son is Andrew also from which I conclude that their father's name was likely 
Andrew Bell. 
 Book 10 P 133. Cousin Kate says in reference to the marriage of Josephine Hough, the birth of 
her oldest child, Nannie in less than three months later that Josephine had been going with a 
railroad man named Winslow & she came to one of Kate's friends & got a sack or Jacket to put 
on & went to the RR sta to see Winslow who was the father of her child & they quarreled & she 
then went off with "Loge" Brown & they were married, but gave out that they had been 
married several months before. 
Page 134. Cousin Kate says that John Bell Greer born Dec 8, 1841 died at their house in West 
Newton unmarried, he having rented a room from them & afterwards, boarded with them & 
that he brought his mother's bibles which he claimed, with him & from which I copied the 
record on pages 134 & 135. 
Cousin Kate saying that after his death, they gave the bible to his half sister Eva Bell Pollock 
Markle who at the time of his death had 3 or 4 children say probably 
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1885 or 1886 & was buried in "Steve" Pollock's lot in West Newton Pa cem but probably does 
not have a marker. She says that his sister, Lydia Bell Pillow was buried in the West Newton Pa 
cem in lot of her brother Sam Smith, whose first wife was her half sister, Mary Elizabeth (called 
Lizzie) Pollock who was born July 1, 1850 & who was married Kate says at the Pollock home in 
West Newton Pa by the U. P. preacher, an old man, the Pres. preacher being away to her 
brother Sam Smith eleven months before their son Harry Andrew was born (see page 135 line 
9) which would make it early in April 1868. Kate says Mrs Pillow did not have any children & 
further that her brother William Bell Greer was unmarried & died just before she went to Pgh. 
He, however, took care of & raised the children of his brother Geo H. who was on the police 
force in East St Louis Ill & got shot or hurt in some police affair & died from his wounds two or 



three days later. Kate says that Josephine Pollock 1856-1886 died unmarried & wasn't very 
bright. She said John Bell Greer would go on sprees & had been on one & couldn't sleep & 
wanted to go to sleep & sent for young Doctor Sutton who injected something in his arm & he 
never awoke. She termed "Steve" Pollock an old grouch. Page 138 Kate says Pollock was very 
cross & told Rosanna Greer that he wouldn't have her with all those children so her mother, 
Nancy Hough took the three older ones Wm B., John B & Lydia B. 
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& raised them, leaving only Geo H. with his mother. She says Sam's son, Harry A. was two yrs 
old when his Aunt Lydia B. Greer married Matthew H. Pillow which then would be in 1871. 
Page 137. She, Kate, says her nephew Harry A. Smith is living on Mt Washington Pa Pgh S. S. but 
never comes to see her. He works for the RR. He married 1st "a nobody, low down trash" in 
West Newton Pa who made him marry her & they had a son who died & they had a second son 
called Harry she thought & his wife went off with a bad man in West Newton leaving her son 
with her mother. She got a divorce from Harry & married the man she went off with & came 
back & got the boy & she thinks they went away off west & are all living. He would take her to 
the hospital for confinement. 
She says David Markle, son of big Gasper born June 30, 1853 died when she was down once to 
her niece Sallie Brown's but not the last time she went & that he is buried in the West Newton 
Pa cemetery, having she thought, bought a lot but she doesn't know whether there is a marker. 
Reading to Cousin Kate from Page 138 & referring to Pages 130 & 131, she says that when Mrs 
Everett died Mch 7, 1889, her oldest child, Jennie B. then twelve yrs old was taken by Surveyor 
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Van Kirk in West Newton Pa & raised & the other four were taken by the Milligans "Lottie" & 
her brothers, Samuel & Andrew. Edward Smith who married Jennie [unreadable initial] was or 
is son of John Smith & he beat his wife & she brought suit against his mother who had to pay 
her $300. They separated & she went to live in the McKee house where Chas McCune came to 
see her, he however, being divorced from his first wife & they were married, although she had 
no divorce & Kate says she had a baby about every year. She says James Everett was a good boy 
& she thinks is a Surveyor, but the youngest Israel was a bad one & a drinker & once when his 
Aunt Lottie was in the country he carried out blankets & other things & sold them & he was 
sent to jail for it. He married Phoebe Pendleton of a poor & trashing family in the lower end of 
town & having no place else to go, took her to the Milligan home & she left him, taking the 
child with her. It is now 5:11 PM & I am going into dinner. JVT 
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Oak Hill Apr 30, 1924 12 o'clock noon 
Reading to Cousin Kate from Book 10 Pages 334 & 335, items 35 & 36 about the settlement at 
Sunbury Pa of the estates of the two Gideon Markles, she said her mother told her that the two 



brothers of Gideon Markle, the counterfeiter, who were fine men, used to come every week to 
see her, Kate's, great grandfather, Conrad Stenger & that her grandfather Peter Rothermel's 
Uncle Paul, the emigrant had two sons, Paul & Leonard & that one of these Rothermel boys 
married a daughter of one of the two Markle men above named she being a niece of the 
aforesaid Gideon. These two men would then be Christian & Bernhard Markle, the only 
brothers of Gideon, as shown in Book 1 page 125, Peter Markle's will wherein the legacy given 
to Gideon is shown to be a œ100 bond vs Conrad Stenger. One of the sisters of Paul & Leonard 
above & daughter of Paul Rothermel married Wiant or Weyand, the hard cored drinking man 
who moved with her out to Madison Westnd Co Pa & two of their daughters she said married 
Rothermels & a daughter, Betsey married a Lough? & there was a son who was crippled from a 
blow by his father. Look up the records of their church east for marriages. 
Going in town 1:30 PM 
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Oak Hill Apr 30, 1924 7:50 PM & 9 PM 
Reading to Cousin Kate from Book 10 page 379 abt Statement of Miss Mowris that her 
grandfather, Henry Markle came from New England, but was originally from Penna & the 
probability of his being a son of Gideon of Peter who may have gone to N. E. because of their 
disgrace. She said Gideon had two sons & two big daughters all grown or almost so & that they 
& their father all dressed very well, but were not known to work. 
Kate said that the two good Markles, brothers of Gideon, had been to see her great 
grandfather, Capt Conrad Stenger one evening (& they came every week) & talked to him about 
their brother Gideon & asked how he lived, saying he & his family were always well dressed, 
whereupon Capt Stenger said that he had money at interest & the brothers said "No, he hasn't, 
you do not have any money at interest & neither do we & we work hard & it is all we can do to 
keep our families off of our farms" The next day, Capt Stenger went to town & met Gideon on 
the street & he paid him some money he owed him & going in a store to buy something, 
tendered this money & the store keeper said "Oh, you got 
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caught too", whereupon, Capt Stenger said he did not know what they meant, & the merchant 
said it was counterfeit money & that some had been passed on them. They tried to pump him, 
but he was non communicative, but just then the Shff laid his hand on the Capt's shoulder & 
told him to come with him. Finding the Shff was going to the mountain to raid the 
counterfeiters, he sd he must go home & take off his good clothes & put on some old clothes to 
go to that rough place, whereupon the Shff accompanied the Capt home & the posse was 
joined by the two good Markle brothers in their old clothes & each with a rifle. Capt Stenger 
tried to dissuade them from going, but they would go & arriving at the den in the mountain & 
surrounded the house & shut off the back exit & consequently captured Gideon Markle & the 
other counterfeiters. Someone speaking apologetically to his brothers, said he knew it was 
wrong & would have to abide by the consequences. He was sent to the penitentiary & put to 



work, working on the roads with a wheelbarrow & not being accustomed to manual labor, he 
couldn't stand it & taking sick, died while in the penitentiary. Cousin Kate said her grandmother 
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said he, Gideon, had a good farm & it was forfeited & taken from him. 
Look this up & examine the records & see when he bought the farm & when it was sold to fix 
the date & whether the children were under age & had a guardian & also see courts criminal 
records & the penitentiary records. 
One of the other counterfeiters was named Kline or Cline & they offered Gideon Markle his 
freedom if he would turn state's evidence & he replied: "he would die for his men before he 
would do that". Kate says her mother, Julia said that her mother had told her that she was 7 yrs 
old when the Rev War broke out. She married Peter Rothermel who was 10 yrs older than her, 
when she was 18. Kate says Leah Robb said that her grandmother Mary Rothermel was 
between 22 & 23 yrs old when she ran off with great grandfather Casper Markle & got married 
her father John Rothermel being in western Penna at the time & returning through Greensburg 
Pa with her husband she met her father as the streets & he tried to persuade her to return with 
him saying the Indians were so bad out here on the frontier, but she wouldn't. I just 
commenced to write the above at 7:50 PM when Mrs Anna Mary Sauter called & remained until 
9 PM when 
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I then commenced writing at 593. Mentioning to her that I was getting some 150 yr old 
information from Cousin Kate about the Markles, she said her grandmother's mother was a 
Markle. She said she herself was 29 on Mch 11, last born Mch 11, 1859 & her mother whose 
maiden name was Klinger was 62 born say 1862 &her mother who had before marriage been 
Martha Pennington? was the daughter of a Markle. She thought that the Markles made a lot of 
money in oil at Oil City Pa & missed the chance of making a lot more. She spoke of an Isaac 
Markle who lived to be 89 yrs old who she thought was the brother of her great grandmother. 
She said two old maid daughters of Isaac lived in Oil City Pa she thought when I showed her the 
table on page 46 of this book of Jacob Markle's descendants, she said there was a Jacob in their 
family, a brother she thought of Isaac. 
She said she would see her mother, get the data & write it down. When I spoke of Chas T. 
Markle book 10 Page 238 at Kingston & of his grandfather Isaac & of their living near Wilkes-
Barre she sd' that's the place, Wilkes-Barre & Plymouth Luzerne Co Pa is where our Markles 
came from." It is 10:30 PM & I have rung for Mrs Pallini to take Cousin Kate to bed.

Talking yesterday morning to Cousin Kate from the last Rothermel volume 
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of Anjou's pages 118-120 etc. giving the names & dates of birth of the children of John 
Rothermel & his wife Sybilla Zimmerman. She said that her mother had told her that her father 
Peter Rothermel had told her, that it was one of the six brothers that died at sea coming over & 
not the father of the father of the six brothers also that my great grandmother Mary Markle 
nee Rothermel had told her family the same thing. Inasmuch as we have no record of the 3d 
child & 2d son of Johannes Abraham, no doubt known as Abraham in this country, it seems to 
confirm the above statement that is that Johannes Abraham died at sea & as she said that the 
above people viz her mother & my great grandmother Mary Markle said the father did not die 
at sea, although the family generally had that impression. Cousin Kate reiterated the above this 



forenoon in a lucid moment, after being out of her head with hallucinations since yesterday 
afternoon.

Last night about 7:30 PM, I was showing Cousin Kate with Mrs Pallini present, the painting of 
Genl Geo Washington by her relative Peter F. Rothermel which she admired & also the 
paintings showing Genl Washington's first interview with his wife & his last interview with his 
mother. Pointing to him in the last mentioned picture, she said "my mother's grandfather

This morning cousin Kate had her mind all right & I talked to her as above & about taking her to 
Pgh for treatment. She insisted she wd not have any treatment & would not go notwithstanding 
that most of the time since 10 Pm 9th she has insisted that I was not JVT, nor was Pallini & wife 
themselves, but they & I were chained up somewhere. I had DR P.F. Smith out yesterday 
morning 9:30 to 10 Am to see her & he advised taking her to St Francis Hospital for treatment 
for softening of the brain as did Dr. A. E. Crow to whom I explained her condition on Saturday 
10th. Accordingly, I picked her up with her screaming murder & praying & carried her 
downstairs & put her in the auto & we started at 8; 33 Am & detoured via New Salem, Republic, 
Merritstown, Hopewell Church by W.J. Stewart's, Bridgeport, West Brownville, Washington, 
Canonburg & Bridgeville to Dormont Pa arriving at 1432 Kelton Ave at 11:45 Am. She prayed to 
"Father, Son & Holy ghost take me back to Mr Thompson's, turn this machine around, break it 
to pieces, cover it with brimstone & burn it up. Give me power to get back to Mr J.V. 
Thompson's" reiterated over hun- 
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dreds of times. Part of the time she was quiet & slept a little. Her faith in Christ was wonderful 
& abiding as was her spunk to fight & contend. When we got to her destination, she thought 
she had arrived at my home & Mignon & I assisted her to walk to the house, when half way to 
the steps, she looked about & said "this isn't Mr Thompson's & I won't go a step further. Oh this 
isn't Mr Thompson's house". continuing this contention, & several boys & neighbors gathering, I 
picked her up, 97 pounds, & carried her in & with the help of a neighbor man & young woman, 
carried her up stairs to her room at her niece Sallie Brown's. She insisted Sallie was not Sallie & 
threatened to strike her with her cane & continue raving for over an hour we were there. It was 
very pathetic & trying & I am so sorry her mind has gone bad. I gave Sallie $200 to help care for 
her & told her to get Dr. Zohrhurst, their Doctor, Dr. Wright of St. Francis & have them advise 
the treatment that would be best for her. Sallie did not want to take her to the hospital, telling 
how she fought about their taking her from her old home in West Newton PA 7 yrs ago when 
on June 2, 1917, they brought her down, she appealing to her friend's to keep them from taking 
her, that she wanted  to die in her old home where all the others of her family died. When she 
learned she was going to Sallie's & not the hospital, she was reconciled. 
We then drove across the Smith Field St bridge & went to Wm Penn Cafeteria, arriving 2:45 Pgh 
time, had lunch. I went to W.H. Clingerman's & gave him the map of Perry & Wayne Tp Coal, 
then Wm Gates' & & got $2000 of the Varner Coms & took it to Cousin Harry H. Eber at Mellon 
NBK & had it called to Gustave Anjou at Dublin, Ireland who is there working on our Thompson, 
Caruthers, Jack, Finley lines. We left 4:40 P.M. our time, detoured Via Allison & reached home 
8:11 P.M., covering 74 miles going & 67 miles returning. It is now 9:22 P.M.

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Oak Hill May 18, 1924 8:44 PM 
Mrs Nellie T. Burns & her son, Robert, came Friday the 16th, a little before noon accompanied 
by their relative Mrs Bert M. Laird of Claysville Pa. & they left at 7 PM, this evening for Claysville 
Pa, expecting to go on home to Senecaville Oh. in the morning. Mrs Burns tells me that my 
good friend, Robert S. Thompson & Mr Gregg, the husband of Cynthia both died about two 
weeks ago & also that Milton Finley had died last year. I think I visited all of these people when 
in Guernsey Co in July 1922. 
We were out at Cousin Thomas W. Finley's for dinner yesterday, a very sumptuous & good one, 
from 1 to 3 PM. We had gone first to the home of Miss Jane Huston Moore born 1843 & her 
sister Mrs Margery Core born 1841 & both of them said it was the old James Thompson home & 
the old house had stood just beyond the garden & an old decaying pear tree standing just 
beyond the garden fence was growing or standing in the old foundation. The present frame 
house was built in 1844 by their father, John A. Moore. We walked up in the field where 
Elizabeth Brown, sister (& her husband, James Brown) & Ann Downard Thompson, mother of 
James Thompson are buried & I told Mrs Core I would help  
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pay for building a fence around it, the burial plot. We then went around by Saml H. Moore & 
"Jinny" Moore's to Thos W. Finley's where we met their minister, Rev Bamford, an Irishman 
from New Salem & also Tom's daughters Ruth, wife of Charles Gray, bookkeeper at the Nat Bk 
of Fay Co & son of Lewis W. Gray & Margaret whose husband Rev Moser is pastor of the Pres. 
Ch. at Pine Plains NY & who is son of J. Franks Moser. Also met Margaret's two year old son 
Finley Moser a sturdy boy. We then drove to Dunlap's Creek g.y where Mrs Burn's says [are] the 
graves of her great grandfather, Ebenezer Finley & his four wives. We then drove to New Salem 
& turning to the left, north drove to Mrs Elizabeth Jane Beal born Sept 28, 1838, which is on the 
right hand side beyond an alley & next house beyond the one opposite a church there. She is 
widow of Benj. F. Beal & daughter of Jane (Finley) Hibbs & John Hibbs. She said her father was 
brother of Samuel C. Hibbs & Davis Hibbs (father of Jeff W.) She said her brother, Lacy Hibbs got 
her parents bible & his daughter Violet, wife of Wm T. McClellen living in Uniontown Pa. got it 
& I could get the record from her. Her half sister, Olive lives with Mrs McC. Mrs Beal said she 
had her own bible record, which she would let me get whenever I called.  
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Talking at the dinner table yesterday at Tom's, Mrs Burns showed a wonderful familiarity with 
the scripture & I told her about the "Thoughts on Daniel" which upon looking it over briefly this 



evening, she dubbed to be a Russellite publication by Cyrus. She said that was in accordance 
with God's prophecies 200 yrs before & referred me to Isaiah, last verse in 44th chapter & 1st 
verse in 45th chapter & to 11th chapter of Daniel. 
Tom W. Finley had visited Mrs Burns, then Nellie Thompson 53 yrs ago when he spent a 
vacation there while attending Wooster College in 1871 & had not seen her since. We had a 
very delightful visit & she was much gratified at getting the Finley information I gave her & 
visiting as well the graves of three of her ancestors. We drove over to Addison Pa. yesterday 
evening & had dinner at Jim W. Rush's at the Rush Hotel JVT 
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Oak Hill May 22, 1924 10:15 PM 
Last Friday night, when cousin Winnie C. Baird was here for dinner with Cousins Nellie Burns & 
her son Robert Burns of Senecaville O who were visiting me, she gave me the address of her 
sister Margaret who is now in Ohio, viz: Mrs Dr. Wm McClure No 30 E. Lorain St, Oberlin O. 
She also brought out a 6 inch by almost four, closely & finely printed two leaf four page leaflet 
or tract bearing on the front page the photograph of Martha Finley, author of the "Elsie" books 
& signed at the end by her, the writing of her signature being practically identical with that of 
her mother Cousin Margery (Finley) Baird, so Winnie said. When looking again, I see the leaflet 
is paged 35, 36, 37 & 38 & the photo is on 2d or 36th page & only it & the two following pages 
relate to her & I copy below. Winnie said Cousin Ruth E. Van Kirk gave her this, probably 30 yrs 
ago before she, Ruth was married & while Winnie was still living on the farm. The photo is that 
of a very handsome well groomed middle aged woman wearing glasses, distinguishable on 
close inspection with even features & a beautiful countenance. I should have it to insert in my 
Finley History. I copy:  
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Vignette 
"Martha Finley The Author of the "Elsie Books" on her life & life's work. 
When Martha Finley, whose life of pure unselfish devotion is a standard worthy the 
following of all womankind, was asked to name her ideal woman, she answered with 
sweet simplicity: "I really have no ideal woman; at least I can think of none, just now". 
Her replay brings her characters in fiction very plainly before us, for Miss Finley has 
made a great name for herself, and won a place in our hearts, not from her conception 
& portrayal of the ideal, but in her sweet sympathy, her gracious patience, and unfailing 
encouragement for the death faulty, well-loved girls & women whom we all know & 
love, and meet & speak with everyday of our lives. Of herself, her history & work, Miss 
Finley writes: 
"I come of Scotch-Irish stock - almost entirely - though mymaternal grandmother, 
Eleanor Butler was of Anglo-Irish descent. Four or five of her brothers were prominent 
in the battles of the Revolution; two of them serving on Washington's staff, two 
prominent among Morgan's men at the battle of Saratoga etc. My Finley ancestors were 
in America years before the Revolution, my great great grandparents coming over with a 



large family, some of whom were grown up. One of the sons was Dr. Samuel Finley, an 
early President of Princeton College; another, Rev James Finley, the first Presbyterian 
Minister of this place, (she probably means Elkton Md.). He afterwards removed to 
West Pennsylvania. Still another was my great grandfather John Finley. He had a large 
family of whom my paternal grandfather, Samuel, named for & educated by his Uncle, 
the President of Princeton College, 
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was the youngest. (My record makes him next to the youngest) He was twenty three 
when the Revolutionary War began & at once volunteered his services to the country, as 
did his brother John, two years his senior (This is the one I thought younger, but she is 
no doubt right). Grandpa was soon promoted to a Captaincy, but was taken prisoner at 
the Surrender of Fort Washington on the Hudson; had three years of dreadful captivity, 
was then exchanged, went South & took part in other engagements; was with Morgan 
in the battle of the Cowpens, having charge of the artillery, only one cannon, if my 
memory serves me right. Appointed by President Washington, collector of Public 
Monies for the Northwestern Territory, Grandpa Finley became one of the first settlers 
at Chillicothe, Oh. Both he, though by that time sixty years old, and his eldest son, my 
father, then only eighteen, volunteered their services in the War of 1812, and were at 
Detroit under General Hull when he made his inglorious, disgraceful surrender to the 
British. Years afterward, my father, Dr. James B. Finley, married his cousin, Maria 
Theresa Brown, daughter of James Brown & Eleanor Butler. I was their sixth child; was 
eight years old when they removed to South Bend, Ind. Two years later, we children 
were left motherless. In a little less than two years, the last one of which his daughters 
had spent in Philadelphia with an Aunt, my father married again and took most of us 
back to our Western home. I was twenty three when my father died. An earnest, 
Christian, always far more concerned 
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about the things of the next world than those of this, he had little property to leave his 
children, & though in very poor health, I had to exert myself for a support. I did so by 
teaching and writing, beginning the latter with Sunday School books & short articles for 
the religious papers. That work was very poorly paid (a royalty was absolutely refused & 
I had always to sell out at a low figure) so that though I could readily dispose of what I 
wrote, I wielded the pen for sixteen years before I could gain a full support from it. I 
asked help of God to write something that would yield me an income & in answer to my 
prayer, the Story of Elsie Dinsmore was suggested, written & offered to private 
publishers with the stipulation that I should receive a royalty upon it. The publisher 
replied with an amused laugh, that a book generally died in about eighteen months, but 
accepted my terms and published the first half, afterwards the latter part as its sequel. 
Elsie Dinsmore has now been out twenty-eight years and still has large sales; for which I 
am truly thankful to the Giver of All Good. There are now twenty one volumes in the

series & the twenty second is urgently called for. sickness has prevented me thus far 
from getting to work upon it, but I hope to do so very soon. The Mildred Series & my 
novels, Wanted, A Pedigree; Signing the Contract; Cassella; Thorn in the Nest; etc have 
now been out a good many years some of them more than twenty, and still sell."

(meaning, I think Mrs Welsh) & says "my parents died, the family separated - my grandparents 
died before I was born" & then gives record on a separate sheet as follows:

Merkle of the same place, his son for 196 A part of 350 A tract (1745 Recorded in patent Book A 
Vol 12 page 217 etc) This deed recorded Dec 8, 1758 at Reading, Berks Co Pa. in Book A Vol 1 
Pages 301-303. I am writing her that I will want to get it & make a photostatic copy.  
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Oak Hill, June 9, 1924 7:30 PM 
I have just returned from a 70 mile drive in our auto with Pallini driving. We left town at 9:20 
AM & detoured by New Salem, Republic, & Allison to Brownsville, arriving at Natl Dep Bank, 
now first in the U. S. on the roll of Honor with Seven million deposits & met Saml E. Taylor, the 
Prest who recently returned from Europe where he waited a week to get an audience with the 
Pope, talked with Mussolini, Premier, who is ruling Italy wisely & has it under absolute control. 
Says France is bitter at us, growing out of Prest Wilson going over & getting the armistice signed 
up, whereas if they had gone on, they would have carried the war into Germany give them 
some of their own medicine & been done with them instead of having now to impoverish 
themselves maintaining a standing army of one million men. England too is bitter at us because 
they must deny themselves living as they used to, in order to raise money to pay America on 
their four billion dollar debt. E.G. Smith of Clarksburg WVA & at 11 AM, Allen D. Williams & 
Andrew came in & I gave evidence in the suit of Nelson Rogers vs Jas R. Barnes in their effort to 
recover back the $10,000 & int paid out of 
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I.W. Semans collateral on the J. R. Barnes note of Oct 27, 1914 given to lift the A.J. Cochran 
note. A. D. Williams appeared ostensibly as Atty for Barnes, but told me that he actually 
represented his brother-in-law, Harry Whyel & John Husband, to whom J. R. Barnes conveyed 
all his WVA coal subject to the liens against it. I then got shaved & at 12:05 PM met W. V. 
Winans opposite the bank & talked 10 minutes & told him of his descent from the Indiana Co 
Pa. Thompsons. Pallini & I then started for West Newton Pa. detouring at Fayette City & arriving 
at West Newton at 1:30, got our lunch at Angelo's Rest. just across the bridge & across the 
street from Cousin John C. Carothers of John's old Hotel site & at 2 PM went to the Chapel in 



West Newton Cem & met Geo W. Brown & wife & Alva Rothermel who had just arrived in an 
auto, also Sallie Brown, her son & two grandsons & Emily B. Brown her daughter. Mrs A. B. 
Rothermel of No 326 27th St 11th Ward, McKeesport Pa. & her son & daughter Mrs Clark, 
whose husband is a photographer at McKeesport. I told Mrs Rothermel I was expecting to call 
to see her next month. Also met Tom Frease, Millard F. & Allieann Scholl, Hannah E. Lawther & 
her Evalyn, Luther Keck & wife & her sister & mother & many others. By reason of  
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the lack of initiative or dumbness of the sexton, the grave was not dug, so they had services & 
left the body in the chapel & Tom Frease, her old neighbor, promised to see to the burial 
tomorrow. The trouble was that they commenced digging the grave immediately above the 
monument & came on a rough box & stopped. It developed that two of Cousin Kate's sisters 
were buried just above the monument & her father Andrew Smith 1793-1875 immediately 
below & her mother Julianna Smith 1804-1875 just below him & another sister just below the 
mother, so the only place left to bury Cousin Kate was at the extreme upper edge of the lot & 
the men were digging at it when we left at 3:30 PM to bury Miss Catharine Smith born in West 
Newton Pa. Jany 3, 1832 & died in Dormont Pa. June 6, 1924.  
Asking Emily if Cousin Kate had ever taken her letter from the Pres. Ch. West Newton, she said 
she had not & that she was the oldest member of the church. I spoke to Hannah E. Lawther & 
she said she wd have the church records looked up & let me know the date she joined. They 
both spoke of her lovely disposition & her usefulness & faithfulness as a nurse, or to help the 
sick or dying in their distress. Hannah sd that her mother's mother died when she, her mother, 
was two yrs old & when she was 7 yrs old, she had the diptheria? very bad & Cousin Kate 
nursed her & pulled her through.  
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Hannah said that her father, Harry H. Markle had softening of the brain just as Cousin Kate had 
& that once he never spoke for four months. Tom Frease said his mother who recently 
celebrated her 91st birthday was at the funeral, but I forgot to look her up & speak to her. 
Millard & I walked up the center walk & on the left saw a Scholl monument with a marker for 
Harry. He sd it was that of his younger brother, Fremont Scholl who lives in Allegheny Co Pa. & 
has two sons living. We went up to his lot & he says he got his monument just before prices 
rose for $600 & it would now cost $3000. He has a big lot, he owning the west half & his son, 
Jasper T. owning the east half. Hannah sd the sexton had given her the number of the Lindsey 
Carnahan lot & she would look up the inscription & write me. Millard F. said when Lindsey got 
drunk, he always talked religion. We then drove to Andrew Brown's in Washington Tp, Fayette 
Co Pa. to see abt the chart Mrs Brown wrote me about & which she could not cipher out. I met 
him & her & their two daughters. Andrew says he has 1200 acres there & sold the Freeport 
coal, that area, to some Pgh people for $100 per acre. I wonder if it was Emil Winter's son. The 
chart Mrs Brown has was the Francis H. Power Chart of 1856 pub- 
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lished in 1877 by David P. Power & is the same that I have in the top of my old trunk in my 
room & was sent to her by the widow & daughter of Henry Power who live in Narberth Pa. & 
have another copy & allowed her to keep it. Mrs Brown had a penciled sheet with information 
Calvin B. Power gave her which said that John Power, his grandfather, who married Margaret, 
dau of Rev James Finley was a brother of Rev James Power, the early Pres. minister out here, 
who he said, had six daughters & I told her there were eight & on referring to the chart, found I 
was right & the chart gave record of who five of them married. She spoke of Miss Lucy Hemphill 
who seems to be in charge at the Washington Female Sem & wondered if she was one of our 
Hemphills. I will write her tomorrow. I should too, take the chart in my trunk & make up tables 
from it & ck them off & then go after date record etc. Andrew Brown sd his young orchard 
contained 40 A of apples, pears, peaches, cherries etc. I spoke to him about buying W. C. 
McKean's & Kate L. Markle's coal, but he made no promise to buy. We reached home 7:15 PM. 
It is now 9 PM  
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Oak Hill June 12, 1924 8:46 AM 
I have a letter dated May 22, 1924 from Geo S. Pooley, husband of Susan Cope, decd, dated 
Sherborne, Dorsetshire, Eng c/o John Polley Esq where he had gone to visit his father who was 
very ill with double pneumonia & 76 yrs old. He gives their immediate family record which I 
record below:

I have also, a letter, small envelope, dated Aug 11, 1923 from Mrs Sarah B. McCune 2nd ST 
Elizabeth Pa, which I cannot place, but I think she is the Sarah Brown Power McCune named 
below. She wrote me saying her Father had written her that I wanted some information. She 
says:

"Wm Boyd born 1750, Scotch Irish, Anna Jack, wife born 1755 Huguenot, came to 
Virginia about the year 1775, when he came over the mountains to seek cheap land, 
took up the old homestead of 360 acres perhaps more. He came on & settled on it in 
Summer 1780 and was to build a house an go after his wife and two children (both boys) 
in fall but took fever and laid for weeks. Letters were written but never reached their 
destination. After winter opened, she concluded to go and see what was wrong, taking 
all her belongings - two boys and two pack horses. After travelling for seven days, on the 
top of mountains, she met her Beloved, who was as much alarmed from not hearing 
from her.  
They came on to their home, a rough log cabin consisting of two rooms, and 
commenced work. The two boys were Thomas and William, afterwards had Robert, 
Jerry, James and John two daughters Pollie and Ann.  
Thomas married Nancy Rice only child of a German family who took up land about the 
same time adjoining the Boyd homestead. Their children were Eliza who never married 
born in eighteen eight, Wm Boyd in eighteen ten married twice, first to Mary Long to 
which three children were born, then married Lydia______ 
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which thence came four boys & two girls (she means in all) (see page 198) James, 
Robert, Kate 2d (ie by 2d wife) Hiram, Frank & Elizabeth.  
Next came John Boyd, Judge's father married Nancy Clark. No children born, wife living 
only a short time & then later married Rebecca Rodgers to which six children were born:

"A Transcript from a book of my Uncle Robert Boyd of Fayette Co Pa. of the genealogy 
of the Boyd family copied at Vesuvius Furnace, Lawrence Co O (the most southern Co in 
the State) July 22, 1858 By Mary Boyd of Montgomery Co Pa.  
 
Recopied January 1902 at "Springbrook" Bucks Co Pa. by Mary B. Pugh (who is the 
identical Mary Boyd above) 
 
My great grandfather, Thomas Boyd lived in the County Antram, [sic] Ireland. his wife's 
name was Jane Hilles. He had three sons, Robert, William & John & two sisters (does she 
mean daughters?) 
My grandfather William emigrated to America when he was 20 years 
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old & settled near Winchester VA. He married Ann Jack, granddaughter of Jeremiah 
Jack, who lived near Mill Creek, Berkeley Co Virginia.  
My grandfather moved to Fayette Co Pa. had nine children, Thomas, John, Robert, 
Sarah, Mary (who died young) Nancy, William, James & Jeremiah, my father.

I made a visit to brother Wash's at Vesuvius Furnace, Lawrence Co Ohio Apr 22, 1858 
returned home Sept & brother's wife & two children came with me. (This was the time, 
see page 784, that she copied this record "from a book of my Uncle Robert Boyd" so 
that his nephew then had it & it is evidently in the South now with his sons). Brother 
Wash made us a visit Oct 1858. I made a visit to Fayette Co Pa. 1858.  
Sister Lizzie went to Illinois on a visit Apr 3, 1860, returned home Dec 15, 1860. We 
moved from Lower Merion Sept 23, 1861. Went to brother James's in Norristown. We 
stayed there till Lizzie was married 
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Nov 4, 1861 to Wm H. Ewing of LaSalle Co Illinois, she was married by the Rev Job 
Halsey, Pres. min. We all started for the West. Mother & I stopped at Fayette Co Pa. on 
a visit. Stayed till Dec 15th. The Civil War between the north & the south broke out Apr 
1861, my father owned property in the south & he went there to protect it.  
Mother & I went to Illinois & boarded with Lizzie Ewing until June 1862, then we moved 
in our own house & lived there until mother's death June 14, 1871. I then went & made 
my home with Lizzie.  
I made a visit to Cousins in Iowa December 1871 & came back Mch 1872. I started on a 
visit to brother James at Norristown Pa. Oct 2, 1872. Spent the winter, met Charles 
Pugh. We became engaged to be married in March 1873. I started for home Apr 10, 
1873, Stopped in Fayette Co Pa, stayed till June, on my way west. Stopped at Tyrone, Pa. 
to visit a cousin Mrs George Wilkins. Stayed a week, Stopped at Johnstown Pa. to see 
Cousin Martha Wakefield. Went from there to Aunt Fannie Boyd's. Went from there to 
Uniontown Pa, visited Cousin A. D. Boyd Esqr from there I went to Brownsville Pa. to 
visit Cousin Sammy Boyd, made a visit to Annie Ewing from there, then went to 
Pittsburgh Pa. & visited Cousin Henry Blackstone. I went from there  
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to Wooster O. Stayed overnight on the 25th June Thomas Boyd graduated with honor 
from there went home got there June 26, 1873.  
Brother Wash's wife & son Harry made a visit Sept 3, 1873 
Cousin Robert Boyd was married to Mary Aral (Arrel?) June 16, 1873 see page 
Charles Pugh came to Illinois Sept 27, & we were married Wednesday evening 7 o'clock 
Oct 1, 1873 in the Farm Ridge Pres. Ch. by the Rev Thomas Gune. At the same time, 
Cousin Joseph Vance & Annie Jones were married.  
After the ceremony had a reception at Sister Lizzie Ewing's. The next day, we went to 
sister Isabella's & brother Hamilton's, stayed till Monday the 6th. Came back to Lizzie's 
& stayed till the 20th of Oct, then started for Penna. Stopped in Chicago at Cousin Will & 
Robert Boyd's. Stayed there until Monday eve, arrived at Charlie's mother's Oct 24th. 
She was living at Bridgeport, Pa. We stayed there until Nov 25, then we went to Phila. 
Charlie was in the coal business with John Lidom? on 9th St near Columbus Ave, we 
boarded at W.H. Hart's on 11th St No 1952 near Norris St. In Apr 1874 Charlie went out 
of the coal business. Then we went to Bridgeport Pa, went to housekeeping. C. Edward  
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was born Dec 19, 1874. On Mch 3, 1875, we moved to the Eagle Store in Delaware Co 
Pa, commenced store keeping.  
In 1876, Centennial year, we had a number of visitors: Sister Isabella Boyd, Lizzie Ewing 
& her daughter Helen came the last of April & stayed till June.  



On July 28, 1876, Boyd was born, on Friday. In Sept, Katie Read from Ill came & boarded 
with us seven weeks.  
Sept 10, Annie & Maggie Ewing, Annie made us a long visit. Stayed till Feby 1877. The 
other Centennial visitors were W.H. Ewing, Dr. J.B. Ewing & wife, Mr & Mrs Hayes, Mr & 
Mrs Miller, Mary Beck, Moses Vance, Nellie & John Essick. Mr & Mrs Baldan? Mr & Mrs 
Jackson, Cousin Harry Boyd & wife & her sister. The Centennial was opened in May & 
closed in Nov.  
I united with the Presbyterian Church at Wayne by cft in Sept 1877 
Edward & Boyd were baptized Sept 1877 by Rev G.T. Purves.  
Brother James' wife died very suddenly with heart disease Oct 1, 1876 in 54th yr of her 
age.  
Cousin Belle C. Earnest died Aug 1879 very suddenly.  
In Sept (16th) 1878, I took a trip to Ills, took both of the boys. My friend, Martha Conner 
went with me. Came back in Oct. Boyd was bow legged & we had to put braces on him. 
He wore them 8 mos. He was 2 yrs old when they were put on.  
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Aunt Fannie Boyd died in Spring of 1879 at the age of 80 (see page 68). In the fall of 
1880, Cousin Rev Thomas Boyd came to see us & to attend the Pres. Alliance Council 
that met in Phila. The Church at Wayne made him out a call, but his congregation at 
Wooster Ohio would not let him off. Edward commenced going to school in Apr 1881 
(she means 1880) to the Radnor School, Delaware Co Pa. Miss Mary Durr, teacher, he 
was 5 yrs & 5 mos old.  
Boyd commenced to go to the same school in May 1881. He was 4 yrs & 10 mos old.  
Charles was elected school director Apr 1881 for 3 yrs.  
Cousin Bell Ruckman died Apr 1880 
Brother James' son Wallace J. Boyd died Dec 22, 1880 aged 30 
My friend Mattie Conner's daughter Anna was married to Thomas Weaks Dec 1880 
Dec 16, 1881, my sister Lizzie Ewing died from heart trouble. She was only sick a week in 
her 45th year. She was buried by mother in the Episcopalian g.y. at Farm Ridge, LaSalle 
Co, Illinois. Left one daughter. Her husband W.H. Ewing & daughter Helen came to make 
their home with us Feby 1882.  
Brother's son, Howard was married to Mary Slingluff [sic] of Norristown Pa. Sept 1882. 
Had one son born Aug 1883 James S. Boyd.  
Nellie Knox (a cousin) came to board with us Oct 1883, taught the Radnor School 
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Charles' brother All's [sic] wife lost her mind & had to be sent to Asylum. She recovered 
for a time, then she became so bad, that she had to be kept there altogether.  
W.H. Ewing went in partnership with Charlie in the store Feby 1883.  
Sister Isabel's daughter Belle married 1882 to Mr Barrett of Indiana.  
Her second daughter, Rose, died 1881

Harry Boyd, Isabel's son died 1885.  
We bought the store property from Mr Biddle June 1885, paid $7000 for it.

Cousin Samuel Pugh married his second wife a Miss Davis on July 1888.

Edward left the Trust & came with us.  
Boyd commenced going to school to Newtown in Sept. He was 15 yrs old.  
Brother Albert Boyd died at Topeka Ills in Mch 1891 - 62 years of his age.  
The new barn was built in May 1891.  
I united with the Newtown Pres. Church by letter Sept, joined the Missionary Society in 
June, had been a member at Wayne 9 years, was treasurer of the Society that long.

Charles' mother died Oct 7, was buried the 11th at Radnor Friends Meeting house, was 
86 yrs old. We attended the wedding of Helen Chambers a neighbor. She married Mr 
Roberts Dec 27, 1892. Charles went to Washington D.C. Sept to the reunion of the GAR  
Cousin Edd Pugh died Jany 11, 1893 63 yrs old 
Edward bough a pony (Maud P.) 
Had a great deal of snow & the weather was the coldest for 30 years.

I was taken sick with the Grippe the last of January, rheumatism set in & I was not out of 
the house until April.

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Boyd left Thackara Co to accept a position as traveling salesman with the Gibson Gas 
Fixture works 1426 Callowhill St Phila 
Boyd had quite a bad spell of Rheumatism the last of Dec.  
Our neighbors Mrs Slack left their farm.  

1901 
Brother Wash's wife died Jany 11th at Waynesboro Tenn., 67 years old.  
Boyd started out on his first trip as salesman Monday Jany 7. Went South as far as 
Norfolk Va. In July, took a trip as far west as Omaha Neb, took another trip South in Oct, 
went as far south as Mississippi. Papa had rheumatism (muscular) had it for five months.  
Cousin Dr. Rob Boyd from Chicago Ills paid us a visit in May on his way to Europe. I took 
20 shares of oil stock of the Sand Fork Petroleum Co in Jany 10 
Brother Hamilton died of softening of the brain in July in Ill in the 78th year of his age.

They took Christmas dinner with us at 
Springbrook farm, Bucks Co Pa 
I took out 5 shares of the Newtown Building & Loan June 1903.  

1903 
Apr 5, Palm Sunday. Charles Edward Pugh Jr was born in Phila Pa. Boyd & his wife went 
to Chicago Ills Apr 27. Traveled in Wisconsin 
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Iowa & Illinois. He paid Helen a visit in Sept at Grand Ridge. He returned to Chicago Ills & 
remained there until he came east. Edward's family paid a visit, came in July & stayed till 
Sept 3d. Had visiting us in the summer, Mrs Martha Conner from Radnor Pa, Mr & Mrs 
Charles Mason of Germantown, Julia & Grace Pugh, Mrs I. Shaw, Miss Fredia & Jessie 
Webb, Nena & Jane Pugh. Dr. Webb & nephew Webb Wright from Akron O. Brother 
James's son Howard Boyd died Aug 21st Friday, was in poor health from epileptic fits, in 
a moment of temporary insanity, he shot himself, buried on Wednesday 26th in 
Montgomery Cemetery.  
Boyd's daughter, Mary Boyd Chuda was born Nov 11, 1903 in Chicago Ills.  

1904 
Boyd & his wife & baby made us a visit.  
He accepted a position Apr 1st with Enos Co 317 Fifth Ave, NY. They lost their little baby 
in July 30th with cholera infantum, was buried July 31, in Kensico cemetery NY.  
Edward's family came the latter part of July & stayed until Sept.  
Boyd & his wife spent a few weeks in August.  
Nena & Jane Pugh, Ida & John Pugh & wife made us a visit. Brother James Boyd was 
taken sick at Atlantic City the later part of August, was brought home, was never able to 
leave his room. He died Oct 16 & was buried the 19th in Montgomery Cem, Norristown 
Pa. in the 83d year of his age. His death was caused from old age.  
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Brother G.W. Boyd of Waynesboro Tenn. made us a visit in Sept. He has five boys.

Snowed 36 hours, the snow was drifted 6 inches (she no doubt means 
feet) in some places. Papa (& I) went to Phila Pa. spent six weeks with Edward, he lived 
242 N. Rittenhouse St, Germantown in April. Edward & wife spent several weeks in May. 
Edward took charge of a Gas & Electric plant (was with the Union Railway Supply Co 
Phila Pa. No 1633-1634 Real Estate Bldg) at Lewisburg Pa.  
His wife made a visit to Chicago Ills in June. Went to Lewisburg to live in the fall. Boyd & 
his wife made us a visit in July, also Ida Pugh & her father & mother. In Oct 24, we 
attended the wedding of Ada Ramsey of Wayne Pa. Made a visit there, had a very 
pleasant [time] 
Millard Pugh took sick the last of Nov 
(July 3, 1924 11 AM going in town to office) 
(July 3, 1924 6:22 PM resuming) 
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1906 

The winter of 1906 was the mildest ever known. Brother Wash died suddenly at his 
home in Waynesboro, Tenn. in his 79th year. Boyd accepted a position with a gas fixture 
Co in Cleveland O (the Morrean Gas Fixture Co) he & his wife spent Christmas with 
Edward, then made us a visit.  
My brother-in-law, W.H. Ewing died Mch 19th buried at the Chester Valley Pa. Pres. Ch. 
g.y., left one child "Helen".  
My grand nephew, James S. Boyd married Apr 19th to Margrete L. Burnes of ST Joe, MO.  
Edward went to Boyertown Pa. in July is engineering the putting in of a gas plant.  
In August, Boyd & Margaret came home to spend their vacation.  
Ida Pugh made us a visit. Fanny Boyd from Munster Ills came to see us & Nellie Cameron 
from Norristown. The Rich girls were here the month of July.  
Edward made us several visits. DeWitt Pugh & Annie Ramsey were here in Sept. John 
Pugh & Jane were here in Oct. Emily, John's wife died Oct 18 very suddenly, had a 
stroke.  
Boyd accepted a position with Tiffany Co NY on Sept 22.  
In November, we bought a house in Newtown Pa. NO 111 North Chancellor St. Had a 
telephone put in Apr 30.  
Helen Dunbar moved to Toledo O in Sept. 1907 
Boyd started on a tour of the largest cities, fifteen, for Tiffany Stayton Co NY. Was very 
successful in selling goods.  
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While on his trip, his knee became very sore & by the time he got to Phil Pa. in Mch, he 
had to give up & come home. Commenced doctoring, was forced to get a brace. Stayed 
home until the first of June. Then he & Margaret went to NY. The later part of July, his 
knee began to trouble him again. He began to doctor again & it got so bad, the doctors 
decided to operate. On Nov 12, he went to the General Memorial Hospital NY. He got 
out of the hospital, he came home. He improves slow, for his nervous system went 
through such a long strain.  
The 1st of May, I had a fall on the stone walk & injured my left leg so bad I could not 
walk. In July I commenced to use crutches, began to improve slowly. In March 1908, I 
got to walking with one crutch. Martha Connor made a short visit in May. Ida Pugh came 
to see us in Sept. In October, Sallie Ramsey died. Nov, Edward was home about six 
weeks.  

April 1908 
Boyd & Margaret are still home.  
Boyd's knee improves slowly. I am still using one crutch. Am well & very thankful that I 
have gotten along so well. We are expecting to move to our home No 111 North 
Chancellor St, Newtown Pa 
Moved to Newtown May.  
Edward made us a visit. All like our new home.  
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Boyd's knee no better. Went to University Hospital, Phila Pa, was there a week, came 
home & began to use the Baird treatment, using a rubber bandage, was benefited by 
that treatment for awhile, the trouble returned. In Dec, began doctoring with Dr. Allen 
of Trenton NY.  
Edward engineered the construction of a water works at Mountville Pa. near Lancaster 
Pa, was very successful & a credit to him. Started the Construction of a gas plant at 
Elizabeth Pa. in Sept.  
Edward had an attack of tonsilitis.  
John Pugh was to see us in Sept. His son DeWitt Pugh was married to Anna Ramsey Oct 
7. Helen Dunbar's oldest daughter graduated (Helen Jr) from the High School of Toledo 
O. Popa (Papa) joined the Friends Meeting. Boyd does not seem to get much better. Ida 
Pugh & her mother made us a visit in Aug.  

1909 
Uncle Millard paid us a visit in Feby. On Mch 4, Taft was inaugurated President. He was 
from Cincinnati, O.  
Nell Cameron & her husband made us a visit in April. Boyd commenced to Doctor with 
Dr. Brinckman.  
In June, Papa went to Gettysburg Pa. as Rep to the G.A.R. Encampment, was a delegate 
from his Posts, Newtown, Pa.  



Stopped to see Mary Rue (or Rice) at Harrisburg Pa. Stopped to see Edward at 
Elizabethtown (Lancaster Co) Pa 
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Papa was elected Chief Burgess of Newtown, Bucks Co Pa. in Feby to serve three years. 
Ida Pugh was to see us in July. Boyd grew worse & walks with great trouble, so he went 
to bed the last of July. Uncle John was to see us. Was very proud of his grandson, John 
R. Pugh.  
My friend Martha Connor was to see us. I made a visit to Cousin Belle Long at Hartsville 
Pa, Boyd & Margaret's friend, Mr Coles, Mrs Snead of New York, Mrs Mamie Turner of 
Chicago Ills, Mr Fisher of Florida.  
I still use my crutch & always will.  

1910 
Had a very cold winter. So much snow. Feby 8, the Young Dr. Leo Brinckman of Phila 
came to see Boyd & advised going to the hospital for treatment. He had been in bed 
seven months. He went to St Agnes Hospital [unreadable street name] & Mifflin Sts, 
Phila on Tuesday Feby 15, had to be taken on a cot.  
Helen's daughter Natalie underwent an operation for appendicitis at Toledo O.  
Boyd came home Apr 12, not much better, used his crutches, did not walk much, rode 
out in carriage some.  
Uncle John Pugh & DeWitt made us a visit.  
Boyd's friends, Mr Cole, Mr Tustel? Mr Rich, Mr Fisher. The last of Apr, Dr. Hamilton 
commenced treating Boyd.  
Apr 16, Grace Pugh was married to Charles Mann of Bridgeport.  
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Helen Dunbar & family moved to Chicago Ills from Toledo O 
In Sept, Annie Patterson, my niece died in Streator Ills.  
Ida Pugh made us a visit in July.  
About Oct 1st, Boyd & Margaret went to Wernersville Sanitarium in Montgomery Co Pa, 
was not benefited any. Stopped on his way home to see Dr. Roe in Phila.  
Boyd got along very comfortably, did not suffer so much, only by times.  
In July a son was born to my grand nephew James S. Boyd.  

1911 
Helen Dunbar's daughter Helen fell & broke her arm.  
Boyd commenced using the beaker [baker? caker? leaker? have no idea what this could 
be] for his trouble with the hopes it might benefit him, had used it two months.  
The last of Feby, Edward got his divorce. Was married Mch 23, to Henrietta B. Smyser of 
Newport, Lancaster Co Pa. in Baltimore by Rev L.M. Zimmermann. Edward was manager 
of a gas plant in Elizabethtown, Lan. Co Pa. Called a minister to our church Presbyterian, 
Apr Rev W.M. Bone of WVA. James S. Boyd sold the farm (Boyd farm 2 miles from 
Newtown, Bucks Co Pa) to Mrs Barbara Amison of Phila. In July Boyd had a spell of fever, 



was sick six weeks. Had Dr. Hamilton. On Sept 7, the doctor died very suddenly. Boyd 
was better for a time. In about 3 mos, he seemed to go down & did not walk even with 
crutches.  
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Edward was down to see him in Dec. Has been so mild, no cold weather.  
Papa & I made a visit to Edward's at Elizabethtown Pa. Went Nov 11, came home Dec 
16. Edward is Supt of a Gas Plant. In Oct, he & his wife were confirmed in the Episcopal 
Church (the St Elizabeth Mission) by Bishop Darlington of Harrisburg. Edward was made 
Treasurer & Asst Vestryman. There is a very extensive Masonic Home started at 
Elizabethtown. We made a visit to Cousin Charley's at Moores, Del Co Pa. My grand 
nephew James S. Boyd started on a trip around the world Dec 30. Still unable to walk. 
Cousin Ballie Long died in Oct.  

1912 
Boyd went up & downstairs, had a pleasant Christmas. In January, Boyd quit coming 
down, in bed most of the time, seemed to be worse & Dr. Shepard of Trenton, all he did 
for him done no good. Margaret doctored with him. Toward, Spring, Boyd took Asthma, 
nothing seemed to do any good, he was so distressed when the weather grew hot, he 
failed & we had to give him up. On Monday afternoon, July 15, he left us for a better 
world. Oh how hard it was. We buried him at Newtown Cem, Newtown Pa. July 17 
(Thursday) afternoon. Edward & Nellie went home the 24. They decided 
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to move to Newtown. Edward had accepted a position with a gas firm in Phila. They 
moved July 21 & shipped their goods. Made a visit to Newport, Pa, Nellie's home, made 
us a visit on our 35 wedding anniversary (it wd be their 39th). Edward took his first trip 
for his firm with Mr Kemmerle Oct 29th went to Boston, took a trip to Henderson NC, 
also to Charleston SC on Nov 26.  
I unfortunately slipped & fell on Aug 30, & broke my wrist, had it bandaged six weeks, it 
got along very well, a long time getting strong. The first Sunday in Aug, our old Pastor 
W.T. Krush from Elwin Del Co Pa. spent Sunday with us & preached. How we did enjoy 
his visit. He is a Godly man. Edward & Netta went to Newport, spent New Years, spent 
their Christmas with us, had a pleasant time.  

 
January 1913 

 
Edward went again to Henderson NC Jany 1st. In Feby, Nettie went to see Edward, was 
there until May, came home for a short time. Then she & Edward came home together, I 
think in July. Feby, Margaret went to the Hospital, was there 3 weeks, had an operation 
was successful. Went from there to Reading Pa. Got entirely well, made us a visit. Her 
friend, Mrs Howard Boose was with her. Jane Pugh came 
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& stayed with me a month or more. I had a severe spell of indigestion. Jane took care of 
me. I did appreciate it. In June, I had a nervous breakdown, was confined to my room a 
week, had a nurse.  
Mrs Ida Cary, Maggie Burns was with us. I was quite awhile before I was myself. The 
year of 1912 & 13 was very mild. Gas was put in Newtown, the fall of 1912. Had a visit 
from Aunt Martha & Aunt Emm [sic] the last of August, Helen Dunbar was to see us on 
her way to Bellville NJ to take a position of teacher of Art in a school at that place. She 
spent Thanksgiving & Christmas with us. Edward & Nettie made a visit to Newport, Pa, 
Nettie's home. Edward & Nettie's friend, Mrs Copland of NC brought her son Francis 
Leroy & entered him in George School Pa. E & N went to Newport Pa. Oct 11. Edward 
went to Georgia Oct 23. Papa went to the reunion of Tremont Seminary Norristown Pa. 
Oct 23. He went there in 1857.  
Edward came home with a very sore throat Oct 29. Went south as far as Atlanta Ga. Nov 
3. Went to Waterville, Maine, came home Nov 28.  
Edward & Nettie went to Newport Pa. Dec 27th 
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1914 January 

Edward went South to Wilson NC, came back Feby 7.  
Papa had quite a sick spell. Got over it in a short time. In March, I was taken with a 
sudden attack, the Dr. termed a stroke. Was quite a long time I could not use my pen, so 
I have left out a good deal what has happened. Margaret & her friend, Mrs Bort maid 
[sic] us a visit in Apr.  
Edward was successful in getting gas franchise at Wilson NC, was one of the largest in 
the summer of this year. There was a change in the Co & he took charge of the 
Newtown Pa. gas plant, was manager & control of it. Made considerable improvements 
to the house, new heater, new piping for a better flow of water, had the house newly 
painted in Nov (17). An outbuilding turned in a garage & back yard much. [sic] 

1915 January 
A mild winter. Had an Evangelist, Mr Asher, meetings held. There was a good 
attendance. There has joined the Presbyterian Church 90, the Methodist about the 
same. It has done our town a good deal of good. Mr Boen was our preacher [previously 
spelled Bone] In Sept, Charley & (I) went to Norristown, stayed four weeks, had a very 
nice time. Edward was elected to Council of Newtown Pa. He is Secretary of the O&N 
Club. He takes a  
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great interest (in) it. Margaret made us a visit.  



Helen Dunbar's second daughter is engaged to a Mr Gregory of Oklahoma. His parents 
live in New York. Natalie is the second daughter. The farm has been sold to Wm Rose of 
Trenton.  

1916 January

He has been here 35 yrs coming first to Oliver Pa. where he was with the Fayette Supply Co. He 
was born in Shala Tp, Allegheny Co Pa. Mch 1, 1866 son of Nathan & L. Josephine Hagan. He 
married Laura Carothers, daughter of the late Fred R & Geneva Carothers & is survived by her & 
their two daughters, Gertrude & Bertha Mae. He has been a member of the First Pres. Ch. here 
ever since coming to Uniontown & is to be buried from the church at 2:30 this afternoon. Rev 
Dr. Wm R. Van Buskirk officiating. Interment at Oak Grove Cemetery.  
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Oak Hill, July 6, 1924 6:15 AM 
I got up an hour ago at 5:15 AM. Last night, about nine o'clock, Western Union Tel Co phoned 
out to me a message from Lyons, Kansas from Mr J.C. Caruthers, stating that her husband, my 
double cousin, Jasper Markle Caruthers, had died there yesterday July 5, 1924.  
I was there to see them Nov 29, 1922 See Book 9 Page 3.  



I am expecting to drive over in the morning to Cokeburg Pa. to see if I can find Miss Pearl W. 
Messmore who I want to see on business & will take with me the Fulton blue print Family tree 
roll of the Fulton family with over 1000 names on it, descendants of Abraham Fulton, the elder 
which Cousin Rebecca E. Linn loaned me on June 15, 1922 see Book 7 pages 24 et seq & will go 
on to Monongahela City Pa. & return it to her. It is in the original tube, old with age, in which it 
was sent to her by William Jewett Fulton of Keokuk, Iowa, whose widow & sister I saw Sept 21, 
1921 at 712 High St Keokuk, Iowa, see Book 5 Page 375 & from records gotten there then at the 
Library from Mrs Nannie P. Fulton, I made a table on pages 372 & 373 of some of the 
descendants of Elisha Peairs & his wife Elizabeth Jack. In my table page 372, their 
granddaughter, Nancy Peairs born Oct 1, 1791 died Feby 22, 1882, daughter of Joseph, became 
the wife of Wm Fulton No 59 on blue print chart.  
He, Wm, was son of Robert Fulton, No 9, 1751-1820 & his wife Nancy Sloan, who lived 8 miles 
west of Mt Pleasant Pa. & is buried at Sewickly Church g.y. He was bro then of 
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Abraham Fulton 17-- - 1835, who lived S. W. of Ligonier & is buried at Salem Ch. g.y. & who 
married Jane Coe (they are 7 & 8 on chart) & were the parents of Uncle Henry Fulton (35?) 
1785-1867. They, Abraham & Robert seem to have been the two youngest children of a senior 
Abraham Fulton No 1 & his wife Margaret Guthrie No 2. who came from Attalane [best guess, 
very faded] Co Londonderry, Ireland to Westmoreland Co Pa.

As I recall Cousin Eleanor Jack Niccolls told me 30 yrs ago in Iowa that either her father, Henry 
Fulton, or her grandfather, Abraham Fulton, were first cousin of Robert Fulton 1765-1815, the 
inventor, whatever my former deductions, her father could not have been his first cousin as the 
inventor's father was Robert who died in 1768 & Uncle Henry's Uncle Robert died in 1820 & we 
have his line on the chart.  
Likewise the inventor's Uncle James, but two yrs older than himself 1763-18-- who married 
Agnes Thompson 1762-184- is an entirely different man from Uncle Henry Fulton's Uncle James 
1749-1834, No 5 who married, as the chart shows, Sarah Cochrane no 6, settled in Derry Tp, 
Westnd Co Pa. & had 8 children as follows:

From which then it seems clear (however investigate & prove) that Robert Fulton, the father of 
the inventor & James, who married Agnes Thompson, first cousin of grandfather Andrew Finley 
Thompson were brothers of the original Abraham Fulton no 1 who came from Articlare, Ireland 
June 26, 1772, see page 116 line 6 to 9 & this would make Abraham Fulton his son (the 
grandfather of Eleanor Jack Niccolls) a first cousin of Robert Fulton, the inventor, which may be 
what Mrs Niccolls told me & then she was in a measure a little uncertain as to what degree of 
consinship it was.  

 
When I went into church this morning, I wired Cousin Mrs J.M. Caruthers my great regrets that 
business engagements prevented my going to funeral & going to P. O., I got a letter from 
Jasper, written July 4, saying his breath was a little short & he had to work slow, which is 
probably the last letter he ever wrote as he died the next day July 5, 1924 see page 115 top. I 



have just phoned & a notice of his death to the Morning Herald, Forke [best guess] Kennedy at 
the phone.

It is now 2:22 PM & I will get from the flap compartment of the top (lid) of my old college trunk 
under the desk in my room, the Power-Jack-Finley printed family tree sheet, recd forty yrs or so 
ago from Wm Jack Power of McKeesport Pa. & which has reposed there in its original C.O.D. $3 
wrapper ever since. This chart was founded in the year 1856 by Rev Francis Herron Power 1829-
1863, son of Dr. James Power & his 2d wife Nancy Jack, see pages 4 & 5 of my book 10. It was 
transcribed into a different form & was printed by David P. Power in 1877. I wish I had the 
original form as this form is not one easy to understand & without full knowledge of all the 
families, it is difficult to properly place some of the names given.  
Mrs Andrew Brown of Washington Tp wrote me abt 3 mos ago that she had just recd one & 
could not understand, so on June 9th last, returning from Cousin Kate Smith's funeral, I stopped 
to see her & in view of my knowledge of many of the families, I am making a genealogical table 
in my favored form so as to locate & place as many of them as I can. Rev F.H. Power is 
descended from all of the three families viz: Power, Jack, & Finley, his grandfather Col John 
Power having married Margaret Finley, dau of Rev James Finley. There are only two dates given 
& you have to supply Rev James Finley's name to make meaning out of one of them. It is 
printed on white paper which is not tough or durable & it is torn on right hand side for two 
inches & does not admit of much handling. It is 35 1/4 inches wide & 22 inches deep, contains 
20 vertical columns, some long & some short & lists 1207 names  
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by counting the unknown & blanks as names & twins unnamed as two. There are some errors, 
but I will put them down as they are but where I know the names are spelled wrong, I will use 
the correct spelling for instance: 
Nicholls should be Niccolls, Thom shld be Thompson, Blane - Blaine, McColister - McCallister, 
Peoples - Peebles, Riche - Richey, Stopher - Stouffer, Niel, - Neel, Keer - Kerr, More - Moore, 
Lutes - Lutz, McCrackin - McCracken, Housman - Houseman, Hostler - Hosler, Bezell - Beazell, 
Dolber - Dolbear, Bennet - Bennett, Summeral - Simeral, Ekart - Eckart, McElbaine - McIlwaine, 
Robison - Robertson or 22 in all. Nolan - Newlon.  
It will be necesary to make a tree for each of the three families & I will just make it in skeleton 
now, as printed by David P. Power, son of Wm J. Power above & not undertake to compare or 
make corrections from my records. I will leave the next three pages for remarks & notations if 
need be abt placing of the different limbs of the trees & will commence on the left hand side of 
the chart with the Jack family & move to the right, taking the Power & Finley family in order as 
listed. Will commence on page 126 with great great grandfather, John Jack but will necessary 
have to pick out & arrange them as best I can as his children are listed under his name in 4th 
Col. To the right of John Jack, he lists Mr Kilgore & Margaret Jack, James Jack & Jane Carnahan, 
saying brother & sister. It should be James Kilgore see book 1 p 186 & Elizabeth Jack see book 1 
p 207 & John Jack, James Jack & said Elizabeth Jack are brothers & sister. I am changing & 



supplying names & also adding John Jack's wife's name which they didn't know. The paper is 
like blotting paper & will not admit of writing with ink.  
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Sunday 6:44 PM July 6th 1924 
I have just returned from Andrew's where I went at 5 o'c for dinner. Lida says her sister, Pearl 
Moorhead who was with her a few days ago, having returned from Florida says that brother 
James Anderson is in a pitiable condition there & has lost his money & told her that his favorite 
son, James Richard Anderson living in S. E. Kansas had died & that he did not like Victor's wife. 
Strange that I had recd no notice of his death. Lida showed me a small floral album of my dear 
Mary's mother, Sarah Frances Anderson with much interesting writing which when I have time, 
I must read, several verses from her brother, A.J. Redburn, one, the finest legible writing I 
believe that ever saw, several from her sister Desdemona Poundstone & two pages at the end 
of the book in immaculate plain writing by her sister, Mary Redburn dated Aug 4? 1849, 
Ashland (O) see Book 1 p 289. The lines on pages 126-129 are not near complete only giving 
parts of many families & then it was probably only brought up to 1856 or 1863 when Rev F.H.

Yesterday, Monday morning, I started at 7:44 AM in our car for Cokeburg, Washington Co Pa. to 
see Pearl W. Messmore & I took with me the Fulton family tree blueprint descendants of 
Abraham Fulton the elder & the immigrant of June 22, 1772 to return to Mrs Rebecca E. Linn in 
the original tube, in which she loaned it to me June 15, 1922.  
I wanted to see my former ward, Sara J. Thornton about her Greene Co coal stock & stopped at 
her home in Redstone Tp & was there about 20 minutes & she was very glad by the opportunity 
to sell at $275 per acre & said she had her cft up at the Monon NBK, Brownsville Pa. on a $6000 
loan. As I was leaving, she called her Aunt, Miss "Tude" Barnett, her mother's sister & I asked 
her if her Barnetts were not from Connellsville Pa. & she said they were & her father was 
Hamilton Barnett who went to Pgh in early life & married there. I said "Wasn't he a son of 
Joseph Barnett & Mary Boyd, daughter of Wm Boyd & his wife Ann Jack" & she said "yes". She 
then said to see J. Leslie Francis of down about Star Junction or Perryopolis & his son Victor 
who takes more interest in family matters of that kind than his father & that he probably had 
the records of his maiden aunt, Mary Francis who died but two years ago & who was greatly 
interested in preserving  
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family papers & who she thought wd have her parents bible record. Ask if she had the Wm 
Boyd bible record. Go see them. Victor probably got her records. She says the mother of Mary 
& J. Leslie Francis was a sister of her father. Go see them. I then drove to the Monongahela Natl 
Bank, Brownsville Pa. & stopped & saw Capt W. A. Edmiston about it at 9 AM. Driving on, we 
reached Beallsville Pa. & at 9:45 AM, stopped at the bank to see Jess P. Miller. He knew David 
Carlisle Jenkins, grandfather of Florence & referred me to W.H. Cleaver or his sister Mrs Jones, 
both living at Centerville Pa. He said Mrs Flick was living in the old home. I then drove to 
Scenery Hill & turning to the right at the old stone tavern, now the Century Inn, arrived at 
Cokeburg at 10:10 AM. Enquiring at the P. O., was told that Pearl Messmore was attending 
summer school at California Pa. retracing to Beallsville Pa. turned to the left in Center of the 
town at the edge of which we were soon at the fine big brick house home of:  

 
Mrs W.B. Flick, Beallsville Pa. July 7, 1924 10:44 Am & 
Found Mrs Flick & her daughter, Mrs Smith in the yard, They got out 
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the old well preserved Flick Bible which was printed in Phila Pa. in 1851 by Lippincott, Grambo 
& Co from which I copied the record, which follows to which was added from their memory, 
some additions. They said the old Daniel Flick home in Greene Co was now the Pratt farm 
between Waynesburg & Jefferson on the south branch of Ten Mile Creek.  

 
Susannah Brown born Sept 9, 1803 (she was daughter of William Brown who was son of James 
Brown & his wife Elizabeth Thompson see book 9 page 541) She married on Aug 22, 1822 
Daniel Flick being his first wife 
Daniel Flick born Apr 28, 1802 (in Fayette Co Pa. Mrs Flick thinks), the son of Daniel & Susannah 
Flick both natives of Germany, where this elder Daniel stole his wife & came to America settling 
first in the Ligonier Valley Pa. & coming thence to Fayette Co Pa. where this son Daniel learned 
to be a weaver. (See commemorative biographical records of Wash Co Pa. J. H. Beers & Co 
Chicago 1893 14863 pages on page 243 on article on William B. Flick)

We then drove on through Bentleyville to Monongahela Pa. & I went to Dr. C.F. Linn's office cor 
Chess & 3d sts at 1 o'clock & left at 1:30 PM. He said his mother was out at the country home & 
was well. I gave him the tube with Fulton Family blueprint which he had never seen & didn't 
know she had & which he said he would give to her that evening. His recollection was that his 
mother's grandfather, Abraham Fulton the younger, was first cousin of Robert Fulton, the 
inventor.  
We then drove back through Beallsville to Centerville & W.H. Cleaver was not at home, but I 
found his sister, Mrs Jones, widow out by the barn nailing 
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up her paling fence. She could give no information about Samuel Jenkins Dr. Linn called up 
Alderman Jenkins at Monongahela, who said his father came from Ireland, but his grandfather 
remained there but had 8 or 9 brothers who came to America. Then went to California Pa. & 
learned that the pupils had not returned from their 4th of July vacation & that Pearl W. 
Messmore was not in her room No 64 in the North wing. The matron said the trains were just 
coming in so I sat down on the front porch a half hour & she not coming, I left word for her to 
telephone me & left at 4:10 PM & arrived at Brownsville Pa. at 5:05 PM & saw Chas L. Snowdon 
at his 3d floor office about the Sara J.T. West stock. He was cleaning up his office & said he was 
going to burn up all of his old checks prior to two yrs ago & old stubs & other papers. I stopped 
again to see Sallie J.T. West 5:20 to 5:30 PM & told her about my conferences with her bankers. 
She said there was a Dempsey Boyd, cousin to the Uniontown Boyds who has a store in 
Merrittstown Pa, Redstone Tp side on left hand side as you go west near the bridge abt 
opposite Ira Hess's. Reached the Holler 6:11 PM & got my dinner, cmae out & worked on the 
Power & Finley charts 130 & 131 till 2 AM. Covered 98 miles in our drive. 
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Tuesday morning, I got up at 5:50 AM & worked up the McCoy & Finley 132 & 133. Going into 
my office at 9 AM, I phoned H.M. Johnson who said he had been in NY Friday 4th & had been 
instructed to not buy any more Wayne Tp Coal. Left at 1:40 PM for California Pa. saw Pearl W. 
Messmore for 50 minutes at her room no 64. She says she left Uniontown Pa. in 1912 & knew 
nothing about the coal sale until 6 mos or so after when a friend asked her what Sarah & she 
were going to do with their money since they had sold their coal. She said she had kept Sarah & 
the family for 11 yrs before she left & said Sarah & her brothers were an ungrateful bunch & 
that Sarah had no sense, which is pretty well proven by her handing back the $6000, second 
Div. ck which was payable to her & Frank to H.S. Dumbauld & they have never been able to get 
a cent on it from him. Said McKean charged 10% $1200 on the 1st div ck he got, & on the 2d 
one which Sarah gave Dumbauld & gave her 1/5 of the balance of $4800 say $960. Keeping 
Frank's 1/5 for settlement of his estate which Sarah administered on. Pearl sd she had told no 
one abt me paying her the $3000 which she still has invested along with abt $4000 to $5000 
additional. Says her mother told her after the last time I saw here that I would settle up her 
affairs & for them all to do whatever I told them to do. It is now 11 PM [unreadable] I must get 
up at 5. 
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At residence of John Leslie Francis Jefferson Tp, Fayette Co Pa. July 12, 1924 9:50 AM 
I arrived here ten minutes ago & the housekeeper sd Mr Francis had just walked up the lane & 
going up by the truck patch, I found his son, Victor hoeing corn. He said he had the records of 
his Aunt Mary Francis & had written down much of the family history just as she had told him. 
He came to the house with me got out the large bible of his grandfather James W. Francis 
which was published at Hartford by Reed & Barber, but it was without date, the front cover & 



leaves to 19th page are gone, but the back board cover almost loose save three slender threads 
has a three column Barnett written record pasted on the inside of said cover which Victor 
assures me is authentic. He says it ha been there to his certain knowledge for 30 yrs & which 
was written by one of the Barnetts, but not his father or Grandfather. He thinks it was written 
by his great grandfather, Joseph Barnett who graduated from Princeton College early in the 
19th century. I will copy same later. In the family record pages between the old & new 
testament, three of them are written on ie 6 columns & I copy part of it is  
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written by James W. Francis & part by John Leslie Francis

In letter of July 26, 1924, small envelope from Chas E. Pugh, Newtown Pa, he sends an obituary 
of his Uncle Col George Washington Boyd, bro. of his mother from a Clifton, Tenn. newspaper 
dated Friday Jany 26, 1906, stating that "The Mirror" was pained to announce Col Boyd's death 
last Friday say Jany 19, 1906 at his home in Waynesboro, Tenn. & shows a vignette likeness 
showing large stern strong face, with moustache. He died shortly after noon Friday very 
suddenly & was buried Saturday afternoon in the family cemetery near his residence.  
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Says he was born Feby 22, 1827 in Smithfield Pa. & lived successively with his parents at 
Baltimore Md., Phila Pa, Morristown Pa. (I think it should be Norristown) & at 13 was taken 
from school & put in a store at $35 a year & board himself. In 1850, he moved to the Hanging 
Rock Dist, near Ironton O & was bookkeeper for an iron Co. He made a close study of iron ores 
& in 1853, was made Supt of the Furnace at Ironton O. In 1868, he moved to Wayne Co, Tenn. 
& run the old Wayne Furnace for the Gaylords until the panic of 1873 shut it down. Was 
wonderfully well posted & able iron man. His wife had died several years before, survived by 
five sons, Hon Frank Boyd, ex atty Gen. of the dist, Dr. H. C. Boyd & G.W. Boyd of Waynesboro 
& two sons living in the west. By Mr Pugh's direction, I am putting the clipping with his mother's 
record book which he loaned me Feby 16, last & I am now ready to take back. 
In tonight's Pittsburg Chronicle Telegraph on the front page is an admirable likeness of former 
U.S. Supreme Court Justice George Shiras Jr, my fourth cousin who died at 9;20 this morning in 
the Homeopathic Hospital Pgh Pa. of hypostatic Pneumonia.

I got up at 5:25 this morning, got my breakfast at the Geo Washington Hotel Coffee shop, 
walked down Main St & took the 6:55 PRR train to Carnegie where I arrived 7:54 AM RR time & 
walked out to East Main, two squares & found Dr. & Mrs McGrew & her brother, Mr Snyder 
formerly of Vanderbilt Pa. Dr. McGrew said he did not have the McGrew records, but that Miss 
Elizabeth McGrew, known as Lizzie Case McGrew 3334 Ward ST, Oakland, Pgh Pa. aged near 80 
yrs had them & could tell about the whole tribe from the beginning. She is not his sister, but his 
first cousin, her father Archibald & his father Nathan looking so much alike, that many people 
could not tell them apart. She keeps house there for her nephew Elmer McGrew, who is Asst 
P.M. or holds some position in the P. O. at Oakland. He said he sent the records which are 
written manuscripts to her. I am arranging to go out tomorrow morning to see her. They said 
she would not even write a letter on Sunday & said it would not be best to go today.  
Left 9:30 AM 
Took a street car at 9:45 AM & got to Wm Penn Hotel at 10:27 AM Pgh time. 
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At residence of Miss Elizabeth Case McGrew No 3334 Ward St Oakland Pittsburgh Pa. Aug 11, 
1924 9:22 AM 
I arrived here ten minutes ago, & was recd by Miss McGrew who had just gotten up in her 
wrapper. She is a slender, rather tall, gray haired intelligent woman & when I said I was seeking 
to find the name of the McGrew who had married Mary Thompson, she said "That was John" & 
went & brought in the parlor the manuscript history of the McGrew family which is enclosed in 
pasteboard covers each side being an inch longer than this book & the leaves same size as this 
are each pierced with three holes like loose leaf binding & can be easily removed. On the 5th 
leaf is the record of John McGrew & wife Mary Thompson's children from which I copy as 
follows: It being the first family record given following the first four leaves, eight pages of index. 

 
John McGrew of William, grandson of Robert, born Nov 9, 1766 ob July 23, 1848 
married Mary Thompson 1788 at Greensburg Pa, moved the same year to near 
Georgetown, Ky.

She has also given me to look over several letters from Charles Thompson McGrew written 
mainly by his wife, whose address seems to be 2502 East 4th, Long Beach Calif.

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McGrew, Springfield Ill 
She says she has three sons & a daughter & two McGrew grandsons. Their names:

Miss McGrew shows me two letters from James McGrew, Kankakee Ills 
one dated Aug 19, 1894 both written to her brother, B. C. McGrew & this being a letter of 
condolence on the death of B. C.'s wife & says he is suffering greatly from sciatica, speaks of 
her, his wife following three little daughters to the grave one in 1849 & two in 1851. The other 
letter dated Kankakee Ills Dec 17, 1896 says that since his former letter, he has passed through 
sore adversity, viz: the panic & unprecedented droughts of 1894 & 1895 & the black way in 
which his son ran the milling business & the loss of his dear wife broke him down. Says for one 
"nearing four score years as he is & to see the largest part of the accumulations of a lifetime 
swept away in two short years & no way to prevent it is a "sore trial", but he is thankful to have 
$16000 to $18000 left for his seven children, all of whom are grown & battling for themselves.

I walked up to the street above Ward St & waiting 5 minutes got the car at 2:45 PM, came to 
my room walked down to the Fulton Building & on 7th floor in Board of Education office, was 
told that Robt M. Sherrard was in New England. I then walked around to the Sailor Bldg No 432 
Wood St at Room 605, Geo Allen & Sons Boiler Fittings & was told by the young lady that 



Howard J. Wilson, their mgr. was out, would not return until 5 PM. I then walked around to the 
Vandergrift Bldg see next page & from there to the Westinghouse Bldg where I was told J.R. 
Paull was out of town, his room being 410 where I was at 4:25 PM & going up to 10th floor 
found the door No 1005 of Dr. J. Clyde Markel & others locked up. Then walked back to see Mr 
Wilson & he had phoned that he could not get back until after five.  
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At J. Howard Steen's office rooms 98 & 99, Vandergrift Bldg No 323 Fourth Ave, Pittsburgh Pa. 
Aug 11, 1924 4 PM 
Marion M. Steen was out, but his brother, J. Howard Steen was in. He is a fine looking middle 
aged smooth faced man & said his mother, the daughter of Marion H. Markle is still living at No 
126 N. Dithridge St E. E. where she has lived for over 30 yrs. When I asked him if she had her 
father's bible record, he said she was able to give all dates without the help of a bible. I told him 
I would go out to see her as soon as I could after going in the morning to the N. E. Pa. counties. 
To get there, he said to take at Cor Wood St. & 5th Ave, car 71 or 73 which goes up 4th Ave & 
get off at Craig & 5th Ave & come back one block on 5th to Dithridge St which is parallel to Craig 
& their house is 3d one from the corner.

He would talk but little about his 
family & consequently gave them but little information. Her grandmother, Maria Cowan Markle 
Morgan was equally reticent in her talk of the family records & didn't tell them much, saying 
they "might think she wasn't decent if she did" (How it does come out) Her husband Uncle

His step-father Morgan had died long before this & Maria 
had come to Pgh to live with her daughter Leonora. Mrs Steen says that Andrew Carnegie was 
the second messenger boy & then Robt Pitcairn, J. D. Laing & David McCargo. Mrs Steen says 
the Stiles in her name came from "Aunty Stiles" a sister of Mr Morgan, the second husband of 
Maria. Aunty Stiles adored Marion & was very kind to him. He, Marion was the first telegraph 
messenger boy in Pgh.

He is a tall well 
built man & says his brother Charles S. Boyd at Dawson Pa. has the old receipt for £50 sterling 
that his ancestor Wm Boyd paid the squatter for the land where he later made his home. He 
does not recall the name of the squatter.  
Mr Boyd says the oldest tombstone in the old Boyd g.y. bears date of 1799 & is that of a female 
child & is over along the north side of the g.y. toward the old Boyd home & was leaning against 
a tree.

Mr Boyd says he is starting in on his 33d yr with the H. C. Frick Coke Co. Says he used to weigh 
240 lbs. He says his father didn't know how the old German bible came in their family. He says 
the old Tyrone meeting house is but 1 1/2 miles out of Dawson & the g.y. is well kept. 
Benton says that his Aunt Eliza & his Uncle Thomas never used glasses & he had often seen his 
Uncle Thos when 80 yrs old reading the newspaper without glasses. 

He says one of the sons of his Uncle Randolph was within the past ten yrs in the employ 
of the Government at Washington D.C.

He has this to say about him: 
He was buried Saturday Sept 13, 1924 from home of his daughter, Mrs A. B. Walters, 
Masontown Pa. interment in St Jacob's Lutheran Cem, German Tp. 
His grandparents, Jacob & Mary Murran [best guess] Fretts came to Fayette Co Pa. in 
1806 & buried on the Hoover farm near McClellandtown, he dying in 1853 & she in 1869 
aged 89. Their son, John Fretts was born in 1814 & died in 1876. I knew him. He married 
Mary Magdalena Johnson. I knew her. Their son, Samuel Fretts was born Oct 20, 1843 & 
died Sept 11, 1924 
He married 1st Elizabeth (or Eliza?) Jane Hostetler who died in 1878 & to them were 
born: 
1. John J. Fretts, died aged 4 yrs 
2. A. Lindsey Fretts, now of Uniontown Pa 
3. Jasper Fretts now of McClellandtown Pa 
4. Mrs A. B. Walters now of Masontown Pa 
He married 2d in 1879, Susannah Newcomer who survives him & to her were born: 
5. George Fretts, died in infancy 
6. Mrs Evans Harn of McClellandtown Pa, see book 5 page 430 & also look up my 
conference with Matilda Hostetler at her room in the skyscraper which I have not been 
able to find this morning. 
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Among the Death Roll notices in Pgh Chron Tel 19th inst, was that of Geo T. Lewis of Sharpsburg 
Pa. 75 yrs old, Prest & Genl mgr. of the Penn Iron & Steel Co of Creighton Pa. who died of 
pneumonia & who is reported as of the pioneer iron family of the U.S. saying he was a grandson 
of George Lewis who came from Pennydarren at Merthyr Tydvil, Glamorganshire, South Wales, 
who at Plumsock now upper Middletown Pa. in my native Tp of Menallen, Fayette Co Pa, built 



the first rolling mill in America as well as rolled the first bar of iron. His son, L.W. Lewis was 
father of Geo T. The above rolling mill was that of Jeremiah Peairs (or in which he was heavily 
interested) son of Elisha Peairs & his wife Elizabeth Jack.  
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At residence of Dempsey B. Boyd, Merrittstown Pa, Sept 22nd, 1924 11:42 AM 
Mr Boyd says he is a son of Geo W. Boyd & a grandson of James Boyd, who was a son of William 
Boyd & Ann Jack. He says Mrs P. S. Loucks who died at Scottdale Pa. Aug 30th last, was his 
sister. He says his father was married twice & when he, my informant returned from the west 
where he was homesteading 30 yrs ago, he found the framed family record of his father's eight 
children among a lot of rubbish in the attic & saved it. He says his wife who teaches school, 
knows where it is, but he is not able to find it. He thinks he has the old bible of his grandfather, 
James Boyd & has gone upstairs to hunt for it. He shows me an old flap pocket book of his 
grandfather, James Boyd, with his name in gold letters under the flap. He also shows me a 
likeness of his father in a case silver outline of his form on a black back ground. He has brought 
down three old bibles, one printed in NY in 1818 by American Bible Society, evidently his 
grandfather's but there is no record in it. It is small abt 10 x 5 inches. The other two were his 
step-mother's, the larger one printed in Phila by Kimber & Sharpless but without date & it has 
the Scott record, she having been Mary 
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Elizabeth Scott, born June 17, 1838 in Mt Pleasant Tp, Westmoreland Co Pa. the daughter of 
Thomas Scott born Feby 15, 1808 in Westnd Co Pa. & died July 11, 1842 & his wife Sarah Scott 
born Aug 22, 1807 in Uity Tp Westd Co Pa. & died Aug 8, 1859. Her maiden name was Sarah 
Lose & she remarried after Thomas Scott's death & died as Sarah McMasters. Mr Boyd will 
undertake to get date of her marriage to his father, date of her death. She had three children to 
him, two stillborn & one, a boy, lived but a day. He has produced a 271 page History of the 
Galley Family published in 1908 by the Phil Printing & Pub Co which is No 173 out of an issue of 
350, not to be had any more, he buying this from estate of T.E. Oglevee. Mr Boyd's mother, 
Martha Smith's mother was a Galley. He says Albert M. Boyd who lives in Uniontown Pa. & has 
a Bell phone. Thinks he lives on Pegg St near the car barn, where he is a traveling salesman for a 
Pgh Hardware Co in which he is interested. His mother is a sister of Harry T. Detwiler & lives at 
Wichita Kans. Her husband, James Boyd having died abt a year ago. Mr Boyd is loaning me the 
Galley book which I am to return. He is also giving me information about his Uncles & Aunts & 
his grandfather's family which I am recording below.  
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He says his grandfather, James Boyd died in the forties and is buried in upper Tyrone Tp in a 
private burying ground on the John Tinstman farm, then known as the Holmes farm, & he 
thinks she, his wife, was buried there too. She died in 1879, see page 68. This farm is now 
owned by Nat King or his heirs. He thinks that the James Fretts people, two miles west of 



Scottdale Pa. on the old Fretts farm would be more likely to have the record of his grandfather's 
family than any other.  

1. Alexander mar & lived & died on the old James Boyd homestead of over 300 A of 
which he bought about 100 A. Had but one child, Belle Boyd who never married. 
Solomon Kiester bought the farm from the widow & she had $45,000 which her second 
husband, John G. White of C'ville got away with. She was Fannie Tuman. 
2. Mary Ann, d.y. unm buried same place 
3. George Washington Boyd, father of my informant was 6 ft 2 in & weighed 240 
lbs. Mr Boyd shows me a couple of framed wall liknesses of him showing a strong face. 
He bought 84 A of his father's farm & had 8 children by 1st wife see page 37 Galley book 
& 3 by second. 
4. Martha married Rev John Wakefield son of Rev Samuel Wakefield & lived at 
Latrobe, was a Methodist preacher. Had several children, some living in Pgh see Fretts. 
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5. Robert was killed on RR at Pennsville Pa, unmarried Probably buried at same 
place. 
6. Elizabeth mar Joseph Shallenberger & lived in Pueblo, Colorado. Had 6 or 8 
children, Thinks several dead, but some probably living there yet. 
7. Thomas, thinks he died young unmarried. 
8. Sarah, never married. Thinks buried same place, died probably in the '70s made 
her home with the Fretts. 
9. Fanny married Abraham Fretts. Their son James & two daughters are living near 
together abt 2 miles west of Scottdale & can best give family records & Mr Boyd will go 
over with me someday soon to see them & also the Loucks.  
10. Henry mar Rose Ann Miller. Both dead without issue. Fretts can give record. 
11. Isabella thinks d.y. never saw her 
12. Caroline mar Frank Newcomer & moved to Tennessee. Had one or two 
daughters. Ask Fretts. 

Mr Boyd has his father's old clock at the head of the stairs & old chest that was his grandfather 
James Boyd's in a back room, that is over 100 yrs old. He, Dempsey B. was mgr of stone quarry 
for Andrew when they built the second lot of ovens at Thompson No 1 says Andrew gave him 
80 men & 12 teams & told him to go to it. Mr Boyd says he will go with me to Tyrone Tp & 
Scottdale & pilot me around with his relatives. 
Leaving 1:40 PM 
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At residence of Eliza Lancaster Barnett & Ann Closey Barnett, sisters, Redstone Tp, Fayette Co 
Pa. Sept 22, 2:20 PM 
I arrived here at 2 PM & am in an upstairs room front window facing the Pike writing. Miss Eliza 
says her father at the time of the big fire in Pgh, had torn the record leaves out of the bible, 
having the names & dates on & she had kept it rolled up for years, but says in their moving, it 



got lost & probably burned up. They say that their father Alexander Hamilton Barnett died from 
being trampled on by a horse when he slipped & fell in a March, of the year following Delilah M. 
Thornton's birth in Oct. Think he was 43 yrs old. Ann C. says she was 11 yrs old at the time. 
Their mother died on Dec 15, of the year that Delilah M. Thornton, the grandmother, died 
earlier in the same year in the summer & was 53 yrs old. She died 10 or 12 yrs after her 
husband & on the S. S. Pgh & is buried in St Mary's cemetery adjg Allegheny Cem & her 
husband, who became a Catholic is buried there too. Thinks there are markers to both graves. 
They say Shff Saml W. Boyd's only daughter, Harriet Boyd Gaskell, lives at No 2014 Sarah St, S. 
S. wife of David Gaskell. She had but two brothers, James, married, but left no issue & Thomas 
who had 4 girls & 2 boys. Mrs Gaskell does not have any 
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issue. They will write her for her father's family record. Eliza now says that Jim Boyd had one 
son. Eliza L. says she was born on Fourth Ave adjg the old bank of Pgh where her parents lived 
at the time of the great fire, when they lost many of their effects. Ann C. was born on Wylie 
Ave. Eliza says she is 7 yrs younger than Julia & that Webb C. Is 4 yrs younger than she is & Ann 
C. says she is 5 yrs younger than Webb C & is the youngest of the family. They say that while 
their Uncle Joseph Barnett page 147 died in Connellsville Pa, his son John, took his remains back 
to Dayton O & he was buried in the Soldiers Home there. Get record of his death there & 
inquire for his son, John. 
They say he became blind from his service in the Civil War & drew a big pension, the biggest 
granted except for the loss of both arms & both feet. See Bk 19 Page 29. they say that he left 
each of them $300 by his will, which is recorded at Uniontown Pa. 
They say Shff S. W. Boyd's brother Robert went to Louisville Ky & they will ask Mrs Gaskill to 
send their record. 
They say that Shff Boyd had a family tree of the Boyd family & when they were in the Shffs 
office in Uniontown Pa, it disappeared & they think Sade [sic] Boyd who was visiting them, took 
it. She later married Zadok Walker, see page 225 & her daughter might have it. They say their 
grandmother Barnett took a bath at the old bath house down the road below Uncle Theodore's 
& took the pneumonia from doing so & died. Leaving 3:50 PM 
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At residence of Sara J. Thornton West, Redstone Tp, Fayette Co Pa. Sept 22, 1924 4 PM 
This is the old Thornton home & Sallie has gone to look for her father's record which is on page 
623 of the Jim Hadden 3 vol Hist of Fayette Co & from it & Webb C. Barnett's Hist on page 777 
& from Sallie's memory, I have made up the record of her family on page 146.  
Leaving 4:40 PM 

 
At residence of Delilah T. Hagan No 102 N. Gallatin Ave Uniontown Pa. Sept 23, 1924 5:22 PM 
Delilah is giving me her record which I am entering in the table on page 146. Alonzo has come 
in. He has been paralyzed since Jany 1923, a year after Mrs Thornton died. Delilah says her 
mother was born the year of the big fire in Pgh, was a young babe when it occurred, so I have 



entered 1845 as the year of her birth & extended her sister's years in accordance with what 
they said yesterday.  
Leaving 5:44 PM 
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At residence of Mrs Rebecca Shearer, Murphy's Siding, Bullskin Tp (P. O. Pennsville Pa) Sept 23, 
1924 2:22 PM 
Mrs Shearer is a fine large matronly woman with gray hair & has gotten out their large flat bible 
in which an excellent record is written by A. E. Harbaugh & I have embodied the record in a 
table on pages 296 & 397 which gives all the births. Mrs Shearer is giving me from memory as 
far as she can, the record of her children's marriages & their children. 
Mrs Shearer says her husband Albert Shearer requested the bible from his father & got it & she 
cared for it for years, but that his brother, Wm W. later got it from them. Her son-in-law, Ira C. 
Showman who is here says he thinks it is at Goldie's at Cheat Haven Pa. Mrs Shearer says it had 
all the record of the Daniel Shearer family in it & that his children were:

He died at Mill Run & she died 
later at her son, Daniel's in Pgh. Had but two children, Dan, a B&O gateman at Pgh & 
Ettie, who died aged 16 yrs of typhoid fever. 
4. Stanley married Alice King dau of George King of Springfield Tp. He is a laborer. 
He went west following his mother's death & was last heard from Oklahoma. Had eight 
children. 
5. Winfield, died aged 2 yrs 
6. Samuel, fell in a tan vat when a child & was drowned down Fayette City way. 
7. Albert, got his record Friday & today see pages 393-398 
8. Wm W. see pages 220-221 for records gotten last month & also some gotten last

Mrs S. says her mother-in-law died when Emma was 11 mos old which wd be Apr 1879 
& her husband died later. He had a tannery.

Telling her of Peter & Frederick Shearer marrying Markle sisters, she says she has heard 
mother Shearer speak of that. 
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At residence of Harmar Denny Shearer Poplar Grove (P. O. Connellsville RD2) Sept 23, 1924 4 
PM, Connellsville Tp 
Mrs Shearer & her husband who came in a few minutes after my arrival, have given me their 
family record which I have recorded on page 397. Mr S. reading the names & record of their 
children from their family bible. Mr Shearer is a Republican. Mr Shearer is a Deacon in the First 
Baptists Church & his wife & oldest son are also members of the church & Ila M. who died also 
was.  
Leaving 4:30 PM 
Mrs Shearer is a handsome woman under medium height & I should say was an excellent 
housekeeper & wife. 
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Oak Hill, Sept 24, 1924 8:40 PM 
I left home this morning on the 6:30 AM St car for Brownsville Pa. where I arrived at 7:30 & 
took J.W. White's Auto Bus for Washington Pa. Reaching the old Dr. W. Cotton home, the driver 
called out Elliotts & upon asking him, I learned it was now owned by Cousin Thomas Elliott, who 
lives there & whose record I must stop & get. Reaching Hillsboro, or Scenery Hill, a large, aged 
man, walking with two canes got in & sat in the seat behind me. Getting into conversation with 
him, I learned that he was Jacob Gayman, the old surveyor, born in West Bethlehem Tp Jany 2, 
1843 near Mariana Pa. to whom I was referred by David Wilson Myers of Washington Pa. for 
information of the Jenkins & I have a slip made to see him. He said he has lived in Scenery Hill 
49 yrs & knew three Jenkins, sisters & their two brothers, none of whom were married except 
James. Their names were Rebecca, Sarah & Lavina, Harvey & James  

1. Harvey died there 48 yrs ago & thinks is buried there 
2. "Becky" born in 1814 died there 1899 & is buried there 
3. Sarah died there before "Becky" & he thinks was well up in years 
4. Lavina died well up in years before Either of her sisters, "Becky" being the last to 
die. Lavina had a natural son Harrison Jenkins by a man named Howden. 
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Harrison moved to Charleroi Pa. & died there 2 yrs ago well up in the seventies & was 
brought to Scenery Hill for burial where the others are all buried in the graveyard there 
which is on the south side of the pike on the highest point, back of the Lutheran Church. 
Harrison left a son Frank a drummer who he thinks lives in Charleroi Pa. and also a

(Minnie B. McGrew) 
Mrs McGrew is a heavy set woman of under average height, but was very kindly & 
accommodating. I returned to her the book of John McGrew's family & descendants, together 
with a carbon copy of its contents, which was loaned me Aug 11, 1924 at Oakland Pgh Pa. by 
Miss L.C. McGrew see page 260. She confirmed the line of descent of John, who married Mary 
Thompson as son of William of John of Robert & Isabella as given me by letter from Saml 
McGrew of Delroy, Florida see page 387. When I told her that he had sd William's wife was 
Mary Bracken, she said her husband B. C. had penciled in their records that Wm's wife was 
Esther, but she says he was not certain whether that was her name & didn't feel sure enough to 
write it in the record in ink. Minnie B. said her sister-in-law, Miss L.C. McGrew of Oakland Pgh 
was not well enough to attend the recent McGrew reunion a month ago & evidently then Chas 
T. McGrew & wife from Calif see pages 255 to 258 did not get my spec. del. letter of Aug 11, 
inviting them to come & see them. Mrs McGrew said they had not recd a letter she had written 
them & evidently they had left 
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before receiving my letter. 
They went from the reunion to WVA or VA to put their daughter in school. Mrs McGrew said 
she had much data of the later descendants of John & Mary T. & wd write me giving data. She 
said the forepart of the History of John McGrew & Mary Thompson giving the early McGrew 
records & descent was written to & for James McGrew of Kankakee Ills by her husband's 
grandfather, Samuel McGrew. She gave her husband's descent as follows: generations back:

See my record Book 8 p 303 & the Oliver-McDowell book or small pamphlet of 
Frank Cowan 1895 page 11 where is noted her marriage on Feby 8, 1872 to Thomas Hanna, 
who was born May 29, 1846 in South Huntingdon Tp, Westd Co Pa. & died Aug 13, 1914 in 
Greensburg Pa, but is buried in the West Newton Cem. He was son of Henry Trout Hanna & his 
wife Mary Steel (Mary was daughter of John Steele & Henry T. was son of Thomas Hanna) 
[variations in Steel/Steele spelling noted]. They had five children, the oldest born in South 
Huntingdon Tp, the next three in Pleasant Unity & the fifth & youngest in Greensburg Pa. viz:

Pgh time, went to W.H. Clingerman's office & found he was not in the city today, then went & 
saw J.C. Boyer, Park Bldg, Saml McClay & W. A. Seifert, Union Trust Bldg & also met Wm Gates 
there & then to A. Leo Weil's office, Frick Bldg & saw the White marble bust of Henry Clay Frick 
in the rotunda & got the 4:45 B&O train home.

& nearer or at the end next the church. From Mrs Long's recollections, we have arrived at dates 
of birth & death of her sister, Mary, who says she died when she, Mrs L., was 11 yrs old & was 
born in Jany & was over 15 when she died & was buried on Thanksgiving day. She says her sister 
Jennie was 26 when she died. 
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Mrs Long says her mother's father Michael Myers had sixteen children, of which her mother 
Ann Eliza Myers was about the third. His wife, Nancy Fretts was sister of John Fretts, she thinks 
& says her mother's brother Abraham Myers living a little below here could tell. He is next to 
youngest & only him & the youngest, Emma, wife of Joe Hixson at West Overton, near the 
Distillery & his brother Mahlon are living. Mahlon lives at Greensburg Pa. Don't know who 
would have gotten the Michael Myers Bible. I am taking the letter they have commenced & Mrs 
Long & her son Samuel N. are giving me the record of the two oldest living children who are 
married viz:

Somerset Co Pa. later, moving to Westd Co Pa. where he passed his life as a farmer, near

Upper Tyrone Tp, Sept 26, 1924 
Driving through Bullskin & Upper Tyrone Tps. this forenoon Dempsey B. Boyd pointed out an 
old frame house across a field to the right of the road where Godfrey Kiefer used to live & who 
married Amy Ann Whipkey & she had long whiskers fully a foot long coming down on her chest 
& bore several children also. He said people would come from long distances to see her. Just 
there, we turned to the right & just ahead of us & to our left, after turning was the old Sallie 
Rist (later she was Sarah Murray) farm, which John G. White who married Alex Boyd's widow, 



bought & it broke him up. He pointed out to the right the old farm of his father, Geo W. Boyd, 
where were born the eight children by his first wife & the three by his second wife. This was a 
part of the 300 A farm of Geo W's father James whose widow apportioned it nearly equally 
between Geo W. Alexander & another son with whom she lived. We then drove into Owensdale 
Pa. where we stopped & D.B.B. went in a store & came out with a medium sized middle aged 
man Nelson King, son of the late Nathaniel H. King who ie N. H. had bought the old John 
Tinstman farm, the father of A. O. Tinstman.

This graveyard is in upper Tyrone Tp, No 2, on farm of about 108 A owned by the heirs of Nathl

is a brick house, built I believe they said by an Overholt & formerly the John Tinstman farm & 
still earlier known as the Holmes farm. Just east of here was farm of Harry Boyd, brother of Geo 
W. & being part of the farm of their father, James Boyd, which was divided into three farms & 
the widow who divided it got this 1/3 & which went to her son Harry. The part Alex got was 
adjg on the east & what Geo W. got was just  
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east of May's or rather South of Henry's. Dempsey said this was formerly the Holmes farm. I 
wonder if he could be mistaken & if it might have been the Hurst farm. 

13. H. L. Hurst aged 3 mos no dates. 
 
Nelson King said they found on this farm, the bones of 40 bodies which his father told him were 
the bones of slaves which had been the burying ground for slaves when the farmers here 
abouts kept slaves. Nelson showed us on the hillside to the north across a stream the old home 
farm & house of Ebenezer Moore, father of James H., John Wm, Rev Robt B & Presley H. with 
the orchard running up the hillside back of the barn, where he said in the upper left corner of 
the orchard were two black graves (it proved to be Blackiston) & on beyond the orchard was 
the summit of the hill, a fine vantage point of observation & defense & down the hillside to the 
left, in farming or digging, they came a few years ago, on the graves or skeletons of 14 bodies 
buried face down, an Indian custom & covered all over with large heavy limestone. They were 
only 22 to 24 inches below the surface. Nelson King said his grandfather was David King & his 
wife was  
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Eliza Graft (J. Vance Graft is of same family) & she died 13 yrs ago aged 97 yrs 11 mos & 13 days 
from the effects of a fall breaking her hip & shoulder except for which there was every reason 
to believe she would have lived to be over a hundred as at 95 she danced a jig with great agility. 
She was but abt 4 ft 6 in tall & was small. She smoked but once a day & that was all the time.

Her only child 
Naomi, mar Dr. James McCartney & live at Minneapolis, Minn. & has two children.

15 miles out of Washington Pa. He is a farmer is married again & has one boy.

Today, I walked down from church with Judge J.C. Work, & upon inquiring of him, he said Mrs 
Elizabeth D. Whitehill of Marengo, Iowa, who I knew 45 yrs ago, was the only sister of his 
mother. He said she had four sons, living still a few miles out of Marengo, one of them being 
Clarence? Whitehill, the noted singer. See this book page 67. He said her husband was William 



Whitehill who he thought lived out about Smithfield Pa. but he did not know his father's name 
nor whether his mother was a Boyd. Looks like this might be the party I am hunting as a 
Jeremiah Boyd was practicing in & postmaster of Smithfield Pa. in 1827 or 1828. Look up at 
Court House for will of or deeds to Stuart H. Whitehill or any other Whitehill.  
I have a letter, small env, dated Sept 28, 1924 from Jacob Gayman, aged 81 yrs of Scenery Hill 
Pa, correcting part of the statements he made to me Sept 24, 1924, see pages 411 & 412 on 
information recd from an elderly lady there, a Mrs Craft, who was born & raised there & has 
always resided there who says the Jenkins sisters did not have a brother James, he being of 
another family, & not related, but had the 
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brother Harvey, mentioned on page 411 & also a brother William neither of whom ever 
married. William entered the army in 1862 enlisting in a company recruited at Zollarsville Pa. by 
Capt A.J. Barr which Co afterwards formed part of the "Ringgold Battalion", a cavalry 
organization. He was taken prisoner near Moorefield VA Sept 3, 1863. Mr Gayman thinks he 
died in the service & that his remains were never brought home.  

Harvey Jenkins did not enlist in the army. He died in 1876 or 1877. The only markers Mr 
Gayman could find in the cemetery were those of Harrison Jenkins & his wife, the 
inscriptions being brief:

Tp, Westd Co Pa. or to her own daughter Ida May Fulton living here on S. 5th St 
No 316 where she says she saw an old bible in the attic. Mrs R. is giving me her mother & 
father's record which I am filling in on page 470 & in a new table on page 476.

Mr Leasure's mother was Elizabeth Oliver, only child of her 
mother Salome Markle (sometimes nicknamed Sarah, instead of Salome) daughter of great 
grandfather Casper Markle & his 2d wife Mary Rothermel. He has his parents bible printed in 
1871 in New York by A.J. Johnson with record which I am copying below. He says his mother 
was always delicate & he was her only child. She suffered from Brights disease & it at last went 
to her lungs. He says she often spoke of father as "Gasper Thompson", who she esteemed as 
her favorite cousin. He knows nothing about who got the bible record if there was one, of his 
grandfather Samuel Oliver, who married Salome Markle for his 3d wife & whose first wife 
Henderson, left two daughters & whose second wife Pinkerton left two daughters & whose 
third wife Markle left but one daughter, his mother, & he had no sons, nor does he know of any 
older bible records of the Olivers nor of any Oliver marrying Elizabeth Thompson. The bible 
record of his parents follows on next page.

A paper written by Mr Leasure's mother, gives the above dates of her marriage & her son's 
birth & also that he "was baptized in the Reformed Presbyterian Church Nov 4, 1850" & by Rev 
Miller 
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The bible also states that my informant's daughters were baptized as follows:

Mary H. Leasure baptized Oct 9, 1880 by Rev Josie Stevenson 
Elizabeth J. Leasure Baptized May 1884 by Rev J.G. Garvin 
 

Mr Leasure says he is a member of the First U.P. Church here & in which he has been an elder 
for abt 20 yrs. His wife & daughters are also members. 
Mr Lawrence says his grandfather, Samuel Oliver died in 1855, when he himself was but 6 yrs 
old & that he had been blind for a few yrs before his death & he drew him to himself & held 
him in his arms, being then blind. His 3d wife Salome, had died in 1852. My informant had seen 
her in his childhood, but does not remember her. They both died on the farm in Hempfield Tp & 
are buried at Dick Church. 
Mr Leasure says that when his mother was a young girl & prior to the Pgh fire of 1845, her 
Uncle Joseph Oliver, an older brother of her father, Samuel, visited his brother Samuel (Joseph 
being then a resident of Pgh ) & proposed taking her, his niece, Elizabeth Oliver, home with him 



to Pgh & give her an education, but her older half sister, Jane Oliver, above named, strenuously 
objected because she herself had not gotten an education. Joseph Oliver was burned out in the 
great Pgh fire of 1845, his residence being burned 
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& he losing all of his household goods. Mr L. does not recall anything of his wife (whether it was 
Elizabeth Thompson) nor of any of his family except an unmarried daughter Emily Oliver who 
lived to be 96 yrs old & who was much older than Jane, her cousin above named. She died 
many years before Jane did, dying in Pgh as did her father. Search record there for wills or 
deeds of either & also here for deeds to or from him & will of their father Andrew Oliver.  
My informant's father, John G. Leasure, was son of Abram Leasure & his wife Barbara Lobingier. 
He does not know the names of her parents, but she had a brother Christopher whom his 
father called "Uncle Stophel Lobingier". He says also that Col Israel Painter's mother was a sister 
of his grandmother, who he used to call "Aunt Barbara". He has also heard his father speaking 
of David Waltz being related to him. His Uncle Stophel may have been named for Stophel 
Hepler. He says his great grandfather, Daniel Leasure, was a Rev soldier, the family coming to 
America in 1624 & were French Huguenots, the name having been "DeLeasure". William 
Leasure a brother of Abram lived up by Pleasant Unity & was 85 yrs old when he died & his 
daughter Sarah Jane married David Markle & is now living here with her widowed daughter 
Tillie Bortz & is about 90 yrs old.  
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Mr L's wife, Mary Elizabeth Andrews is a fine good countenanced, gray haired large woman of 
medium height & is the daughter of William Andrews (whose brother, John, married Hannah 
Carnahan, daughter of Aunt Betsey) & his wife Hannah Hunter. She being daughter of John 
Hunter & his wife Ann Graham, who were of Mt Pleasant Tp & Mrs L. thinks they were of a 
different family from the Daniel Hunter family of South Huntingdon Tp.  
Mr L's daughter Mary H. is unmarried & is Asst. Trust officer of the Union Trust Co corner Main 
& Otterman St here where she has been employed since it started & had formerly been with 
the Westmoreland Trust Co & then with the Barclay? Westmoreland Trust Co. She is a Notary 
Public. 
His second daughter, Elizabeth Jane, was married in Greensburgh Pa. by Rev Dr. Wm J. 
McMichael, their present pastor, on June 1912 to Clyde Bennett Moore born in Hempfield Tp 
on the old Saml Oliver farm in Nov 1, 1880, grandson of James Moore & his wife Susannah 
Shuey. See page 498. He is Asst. cashier of the Merchants & Farmers Natl Bank here with which 
he has been connected since the spring of 1904. He lives on Arch street here in the 
Klingensmith Apartments. They have had but two children both born in Gbg, one dead & one 
living viz:

Mrs Leasure says widow Irwin, living here, aged upwards of 60 is a granddaughter of James B.

& their son was David the father of Arch B. who married S. Florence Bell who they tell me was 
buried yesterday at the Sewickly Pres. Stone church. Mr L. now tells me that James Moore was 
Clyde's grandfather & that Clyde's father was John A. Moore whose wife was Popsey D. Keefer, 
whose mother was a Bell, sister of S. Florence Hunter's father. He knows nothing about Sarah & 
Elizabeth Oliver, sisters of his grandfather Samuel. He says his grandfather's children were:

Mrs Corbett is a daughter of Samuel Bell who was son of Walter & Polly Bell. She says her 
cousin, Mrs M.F. Null, has the history Rev Emmons wrote of her grandmother, Polly Bell. Rev 
Emmons gave it to Polly's son Wm T. N. Bell & he gave it to his daughter Mrs Col. Null. 
I am questioning her to fill in the blanks in the family table in book 10 pages 58 & 59. Mrs C.

3 or 4 mos after she was married, is buried at Sewickly g.y. & has a tombstone. He 
married again here & went west died there. Don't know his father's name. Look up Book 
10 page 302 & see if he was one of Joseph Hough's children. 
5. John R. Bell & his wife lived at Bells Mills near or at Sewickly Church & both are 
buried there & have markers. They had a baby that died in infancy & two children that 
lived, Clara & William. They both died unmarried. She, when a young lady & he when 21 
yrs old. She is buried in Sewickly g.y. & has a tombstone & he died in Pgh & is buried in 
West Newton Cem & is in his Uncle David Bell's lot where the names are on the 
monument.  
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6. Samuel Bell. This is my informant's father. She has gone to look up date of his 
death. Says she used to remember all the dates, but can't any more. She doesn't know 
whether Mrs Painter or her brother's widow at Scottdale Pa. got her father's bible. Both 
buried at Sewickly g.y. & have markers. She can't recall dates of their death, says to ask 
Mrs Painter. Says her sister, Maggie Clara Bell is buried at Sewickly g.y. & dates are on 
her tombstone. She says she spells her name with one L viz: Delnora.  
7. Mary Ann Bell married John Keefer & she had six children. Both buried at the 
new St Clair Cem here & have markers. Clyde B. Moore, their grandson can get records.

I then walked around to 318 Walnut St & made arrangements with Miss Jane H. Hodge to call 
after dinner about 8 o'clock. I then walked down to Court House & took Bunker Hill car & got 
off at Hospital stop & was soon:

Mrs Null has loaned me the sermon preached by Rev A.W. Emmons at the funeral of her 
grandmother, Polly Bell which I am to copy & return the original to her with a carbon copy & 
am to send a copy to Mrs Corbett.  
She thinks her mother died in 1881 & is sure it was on the 19th Nov which is her birthday. She 
says S. Florence Hunter buried yesterday (she died Oct 7, 1924 Tuesday) was the oldest of her 
parents' children, Mary was next & she is 3d two sisters, one living with her, never married, two 
children died in infancy & the other seven of the eleven children married & raised families. I am 
starting a table on page 492. Mrs Null & her husband, oldest son & two youngest daughters 
have given me the record on pages 492 & 493 & the daughters are going to gather the records 
to complete the data covering the descendants of Wm T. N. Bell Col Null is a brother of Minerva

I took down record of 20 different McComb, but am not transcribing because Mrs Hart, see 
later, says that none of them are descended from Gen James McComb, nor even related so far 
as they could learn. 
I was about to leave at 4:30 PM when a large heavy set man viz Mr S.V. Reeves came to me 
when taking the Wherry inscriptions & called in a young man 
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of slender build & good countenance & introduced as Mr William Henry Wilson who said he 
was born in the old Rev Dr. Alexr. Donaldson house above here on Apr 18, 1902 son of Prof. 
William Steele Armstrong Wilson and & wife Anna Margaret Townsend, both living, daughter of 
John L. Townsend, by his first wife Jemima D. Wherry (see no 72 preceding page) (& she 
daughter of John Wherry & his wife Jemima Dunlap) being her only child, her mother dying 
when she was 8 months old. Mr Wilson tells me his mother has four children & he will send me 
the full record of their family. He also tells me that Jane C. Shadle, his mother's aunt, is living at 



Kittanning, Pa. with their unmarried  daughter, Miss Laura Shadle who is somewhat in politics. 
He says Mrs Shadle is 88 yrs old. I must go to see her next week. 
Leaving 4:44 PM 
We then drove to Mrs Hine's a grand woman & Mr Hine is a fine man & after dinner & telling 
them somewhat about my affairs, we went back by Elders Ridge in the darkness to: 
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Residence of Mrs John Hart, Young Tp, Ind Co Pa. (P. O. Edri [sic] RD Pa) Oct 22, 1924 8:33 PM 
Mrs Hart received us & also her Aunt, Miss Hannah Jane McComb, tall & well preserved & not 
feeble who said she was born Nov 11, 1828 on this farm. Mrs Hart's father, John McComb was 
her brother & her sister married Andrew Ewing see item 70 page 532 who lived to be 105 yrs 
old. 
Hannah Jane is daughter of Chas McComb, buried in the cem just above their home & who died 
July 29, 1868 aged 81 yrs 9 mos 22 days. 
William McComb & David McComb buried here & Allen McComb buried in Westnd Co were all 
brothers of Charles. Their father was Allen McComb being Hannah Jane's grandfather. He 
fought in the Revolutionary War & Mrs Hart said he was from Cumberland Co, Pa. She says too 
that his Allen's father, was married twice in the old country & had issue by both wifes [sic]. They 
thought they came from Scotland. Mrs Hart said all of the McComb name buried at the Elders 
Ridge Cem are her relatives & not related to Gen James McComb, so I didn't want the  
inscriptions as they have never even been able to fix any relationship between the two families. 
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Hannah Jane's grandfather Allen McComb is buried at Lewisville, this Co above Clarksburg. He 
was 80 when he died. This farm contains 170 A. (I believe he is buried at Ebenezer) 
In the Hist of the Presbytery of Kittanning by Rev D. H. Sloan published in 1888 at Pgh, Pa. on 
pages 176 & 177 at the organization of the Presbyterian Church at Elders Ridge at their meeting 
at Congruity on June 5, 1830 to the Pres. of Redstone was presented a memorial from certain 
inhabitants of Conemaugh Tp, now Young Tp praying to be formed into a congregation to be 
called Elder's Ridge at which Joseph Harbison Esq & David McComb were elected elders but as 
the father of the latter ie. Allen McComb lay in his coffin that day ordination was deferred, & 
effected in Dec following by the same minister. The only minister formally named is Rev 
Thomas Davis who was appointed to fill this charge & reported Aug 30, 1830. Hannah Jane said 
he was 80 when he died. R.H. Carothers, John Carothers, Rev James E. Caruthers, R.B. Jack, S.M. 
Jack & others are mentioned in the book. 
Leaving 9:05 PM 
It is now 12:33 Am 23d & I will go to bed though not sleepy notwithstanding I did not go to bed 
last night until 3:30 AM & got up at 5 AM & must be called at 4:45 AM in order to get my 
breakfast & leave on 5:55 AM train. 
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At residence of Chas L. Burnett again, Derry Tp Westd Co, Pa. Oct 23, 1924 see page 524 7:33 
AM 
I arrived here just half an hour ago & met Mrs Burnett & her second daughter who was just 
starting to school. Mrs Burnett has just got out the big bible of her father Christopher Hill which 
she says was through the Johnstown flood which swelled the Conemaugh River when they lived 
just below here filling the first floor to the ceiling when they were away for a day on a visit. 
There is no date to the bible & it shows that Christopher Hill was first married on Feby 6, 1838 
to Margaret Wilkins & had no issue & after her death he married second, after being a widower 
for some years, on Oct 28, 1862 Mrs Jemima Graham, he being her second husband & she his 
second wife. I am entering in table pages 461 & 462 this record & the dates of their own & 
children's births. The mother of Mr Burnett's father was a sister of Jacky Crago the father of 
Wm H. Crago the blind man. I have entered on page 461 in table the dates of birth of Mrs 
Burnett's children & deaths, copied from her small bible where she had written it down. She 
says her two daughters died only five minutes apart 
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of cerebro [sic] spinal meningitis. Her son was drowned in the Conemaugh River he having gone 
in for a swim with a little playfellow, Chas Rhoads. It was Olive C. I met as I came in. 
Mrs Ongley says there is a Peter? Jack who is principal now of the public schools at Ligonier Pa. 
She spoke of getting a book  
Leaving 9:22 AM 

 
PRR Sta. Blairsville Intersection Westd Co, Pa. Oct 23, 1924 10 AM 
As I was leaving Mrs Burnett's, she said she had always been told that her great grandfather, 
Thomas Dunlap (possibly his father, but she don't think so) "came from County Derry, Ireland". 
See what her Aunt Martha told me in Sept 1921. She said they were out to her Aunt Martha's a 
few days ago helping her when they had the threshers. She reports her as being very well. On 
my way up to Sta., I stopped at Danl. W. Graham & rang bells both down & up & got no 
response, they evidently having gone to the bride's home as the Agt here tells me Clyde & his 
bride got back on the train this morning & were now at her father's home. When at Elders 
Ridge yesterday evening Grant drove me up past the Elders Ridge big substantial fine building 
which is located on a commanding elevation. 
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At Residence of Andrew Fife Peairs, Elizabeth Tp, Allegheny Co, Pa. Oct 23, 1924 9:09 PM 
I arrived here at 6 PM have had a fine supper & have been talking & have taken up the "History 
of the Peairs Family" which they loaned me last week & which was prepared by Miss Mary J. 
Peairs of Pgh, Pa. None of them know anything of the whereabouts of any of the descendants 
of the eleven brothers & sisters of their great grandfather Joseph Peairs except James Allen 
born 1818 grandson of Mary Peairs who married James Allen who has often visited here. 



Of the succeeding generation ie the children of Joseph Peairs 1760-1807, their great 
grandfather, the oldest No 27 Elisha Peairs 1785-1844 was their grandfather. They say the next 
one No 28 David 1786 who married Elizabeth McAllen of Ohio went to Muskingum Co O near 
Duncan Falls & had 3 children Jane, Joseph & George. 
Jane married a Crooks who after being widowed lived with her brother Joseph. Had no issue. 
Joseph married in Ohio & had some sons & a daughter Hattie who married a Mercer but had no 
children. 
George married in Ohio & had a son who was married. 
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 No 29 James died unmarried & is buried at Round Hill.

A. F. thinks his grandfather was born here, having come here he thinks prior to 1778, the date 
of the organization of Round Hill Church In bucks Theological Dictionary, a medium sized book 
25 x 17 lines printed in Phila by Wm W. Woodward 1825 615 pages is written the record of the 
births of Joseph Peairs children which A. F. thinks is in the handwriting of Andrew McKinley. I 
am starting a table on page 544 & incorporating the names & dates of birth there given. 



A. F. says that Dan Allen a 
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son of Bradford Allen lives now in Monongahela, Pa. & might be able to give line. 
The bible of Elisha Peairs, grandfather of my informants was sent to the binders to be bound & 
when returned, the family record had been lost out & they were never able to find it. 
We conclude it is about time to go to bed as it is 12:55 AM 24th 
Joseph Peairs 1760-1807 gave the ground to the congregation for the church & cemetery. He 
was one of the organizers of the Round Hill Church & was one of the original elders. Talked until 
1:30 AM & retired at 1:44 & got up at 7 AM. Margaret M. thought John Westbay had 36 
children by his first two wives, but Andrew F. says it was only 26 & that he had no children by 
his 3d wife. He said that Steward Westbay listed on page 131, was by second wife & not by 
Mary Power as were also those named after him viz: Harry, Hattie, Laurie & John & others not 
named. 
After a good breakfast with Mary Belle, Andrew F. & Margaret M. we talked & Andrew F. was 
delightfully kind & glad I came & asked me to come back & I asked them all to come up & see 
me. Andrew F. said the niece there, 
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Sarah, was a Beazell & had been legally adopted as a niece by his younger sister Margaret M. 
We left in their new Hudson car viz Mary Belle, Margaret M. & myself with Sarah driving, at 10 
AM & going through Elizabeth Pa. stopped at see top page 548. 
Andrew F. Peairs said that Rev James Finley was a red headed fiery little man. 
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[descendant chart] 
Joseph Peairs was born Apr 10, 1760. Miss Mary Belle says they had settled in New Jersey & 
from there went to Manck [sic] Chunk Pa. & after a moderate sojourn there came to Fayette 
Co, Pa, so Wm Wycoff, son of Isaac Wycoff, great Uncle said. He said the Wycoffs & Peairs came 
over from Holland in the same ship & both families settled in New Jersey. They think it would 
be Jonathan's father ie Jonathan Wycoff's. Married Susannah Allen born June 30, 1764. They 
don't know where she was born nor her parentage see book 5 pages 372-373.

In Lincoln Tp. In car while waiting for street car 56 at West end of bridge over the Youghiogheny 
from McKeesport I spoke to the Misses Peairs saying that my father & mother were married in 



McKeesport, Pa. on Feby 26, 1846 by Rev Audley Calhoun & they then said that their parents, 
Joseph Peairs & Margaret Fife were also married by him on May 1, 1845. Mary Belle 
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said he never had a charge & was not ordained, but had served as a supply at Round Hill & died 
young, unmarried shortly thereafter. They said their father used to tease their mother saying 
she could easily get rid of him as the preacher who married them had never been ordained. 
The three sons of Thomas E. Finley all came in viz: Robert, Joseph & Thomas, fine boys & 
Thomas particularly has a fine face. Their mother, deceased, was a niece of my hostesses Mary 
Belle & Margaret M. Peairs. 
I then took the street car at 12 o'c noon & arrived in Pgh at 3d Ave & Smithfield St at 1 Pm went 
to the Wm Penn Hotel & transcribed in the lobby pages 548-550. Then went to H.M. Johnson's 
& got H. A. Phillips ck for coms on James L. Rush, Ida M. Clark & Joe R. Nutt Coal. Going in 
Mellon Natl Bank to deposit same found Geo S. Baton & Bert W. Lewis talking at 2:50 PM at one 
of the center desks & G. S. was about to introduce me to Bert, who spoke up & said I sent him 
down there 32 yrs ago, saying that in Mch 1892 when I was buying a ticket from him at 
Uniontown to go to Pgh on the B&O, I asked him how he would like to go to Pgh to work in a 
Bank & he said he wd like it & in May 1892 he came down & took position as a clerk rising years 
ago to the cashiership. I then went up & saw W. W. McAdams & then walked around & was at: 
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Office of Thos E. Finley Atty No 901 Burger Bldg Pittsburgh, Pa. Oct 24, 1924 3:11 PM 
Telling him I had just come from his home at Otto Pa. where his sister had told me about a 
Finley descendant from the West calling in to see him, he said he just heard from him yesterday 
& produced a letter from Finley A. McNutt Ft Wayne, Ind senior partner of a 4 name law firm of 
McNutt etc. I did not bring the letter, but Mr Finley loaned me to copy & return with a carbon 
copy, an eleven page Finley record, the first four pages being of the family generally & the last 
seven being a record of descendants of Rev John E. Finley, oldest son of Rev James & from 
whom Mr McNutt descends. 
Those E. then said that Judge James R. MacFarlane of their courts had recently accosted him & 
said he guessed they were related. 
The Judge resides on Woodland Road Hazle 1233 & has his rooms in 7th floor of City county 
bldg. Mr Finley proposed going over to see him & introduce me so we 
Left at 3:33 PM 
& went to Judge Macfarlane's rooms on 7th floor as above & the man in charge of his rooms 
told us he was at Chambers Court in the court house so we went over & were soon: 
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At Chambers Court in the Court House Pittsburgh, Pa. Oct 24, 1924 3:46 PM 
Thos E. Finley introduced me & the judge said yes he knew me & knew I had done more toward 
the progress & advancement of Fayette Co, Pa. than any other one man. When he was told I 



was a Finley descendant he asked us to sit down & taking off his gown or robe, we had three 
quarters of an hour of interesting talk until I had to say goodbye & rush to the B&O 4:45 PM 
train for home. He was very cordial & said he was a descendant of Clement Finley (a brother of 
Rev James) (in this I think he is mistaken as I feel Clement was a son of Rev James's oldest 
brother John) of South Huntingdon Tp Westd Co, Pa. He said Clement came to Westnd Co, Pa. 
before Rev James did, coming five years before the county of Westnd was organized, which wd 
be 1768. I told him he was born 1735 & died 1775. He said he came out to Westnd Co (it was 
then Cumb) from Big Spring Pres. Church vicinity & left part of his children & perhaps wife, back 
there. His daughter, Elizabeth Finley married in Cumb Co, Pa. James Macfarlane who was the 
great grandfather of Judge James R, my informant. They had a son John Finley MacFarlane, who 
had a son James who was the father of Judge James R. 
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my informant. He said he had a letter from a Swan to his great grandmother Elizabeth 
Macfarlane [sic] apprising her of the death of her brother John Finley & some children, which 
he will send me & which I promised to return after getting a photostatic copy of it. Thus I have 
today run on unexpectedly the chance to get Rev John E. Finley & Clement Finley's lines. I told 
the Judge that Rev Wm Swan the probable author of the letter & John Finley had both married 
daughters of Rev James Power. He said some of the early Macfarlanes, I believe perhaps his 
great grandfather James or his grandfather John F. had gone to Pickaway O which he thought 
was a town, but it is a county & Circleville O is the county seat. 
The judge is a tall man abt 5 ft 10 in. neither spare nor fleshy. He spoke of a reference to a 
Finley genealogy in two books at the Carnegie library at Pgh which he sd he wd give me a 
reference to when he wrote me, but he thought they were Harrison Co O books & I told him 
they were perhaps the ones C.A. Hanna wrote. 
Left 4:40 PM 
I recall that the Judge asked me if I had ever seen the portrait of Rev Samuel Finley at Princeton 
College & he said none of us got our good looks from him as he was very homely. 
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He said Rev Dr. John H. Finley had talked to him about the advisability of having a Finley 
reunion in W. Pa. He also spoke of Judge John Stewart of Chambersburgh being given him a 
packet of old Macfarlane letters surveys etc which had been given to him by an old Macfarlane 
bachelor which leads me to inquire whether Judge Stewart is a Macfarlane & perhaps a Finley 
descendant.

I arrived here ten minutes ago & met Mrs Shadle who is a remarkably well preserved & active 
woman for her years. Speaking of her grandmother's oldest brother Patrick Jack being born in 
1745 she  told of the story told to her by her mother of how the name Patrick came in the 
family & said that one of her Jack ancestors was in the siege of Derry & when they had to flee 
from their farm which they owned & a hired man who worked on the farm for them named 
Patrick (& she has a faint recollection that his name was Doyle. He has it O. Doyle on a paper, 
but is not sure) took charge of it & when the owner Jack, came back after the siege was over, he 
found the farm intact & in charge of Patrick & when he proposed recompensing him, he would 
take nothing, but made the request that "if their first child was a  boy it should be called 
Patrick, if a girl Bridget". It was a boy & hence the name Patrick in the Jack family. She says her 
mother told her that her grandfather James Jack was born in Ireland, but she 
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does not recall ever hearing how old he was when he came to America. 
She thought his daughter Jemima Jack (Mrs Shadle's grandmother) was born in 1760, but I think 
it would be 1766. See page 129, but says she was born in Cumberland Co, Pa. Mrs Shadle does 
not recall anything about where the Coopers went. She has heard her mother speak of the 
Kilgores being related but did not know how. She speaks of relatives over by Jacksonville, Pa. 
named Hemphills, Anderson & McCurdys all cousins of her mother coming once a carriage load 
of them, to visit her mother. She thinks the bible record of her grandparents, Thomas & Jemima 
Dunlap went to their oldest son, Archibald who was not sick but complained of being sick from 
the time she was married until she died. Thinks they are buried at Salem Church which they 
always attended. They had but two children, Thomas & James. Thomas when about 20 started 
off to work for himself, stepped off a moving train, missed his footing, fell under the train & was 
killed dying at his father's residence & thinks buried at Salem Ch. James married a teacher & she 
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Says her name was Miss Elwood (Sarah she thinks). Thinks he lost the property he inherited 
from his father, died & probably buried at Salem Church. After his death she went to 
Leechburgh, Pa. where 30 yrs ago she was running a hotel. Thinks they had three children. 
Don't know whether the widow is living or not but says she has a right to be as she wouldn't be 



any older than she is & says she was born in 1840. She says her parents bible was in the family 
of her brother Thomas T. wherry & while he died before his mother, she lived with his widow 
after John Wherry died but Mrs Shadle has heard that at that time there was no bible in the 
house. Says Thomas T's widow used the old furniture that John & Jemima Wherry went to 
housekeeping with for kindling wood & gave their dishes to the children to play with. This 
widow whose maiden name was Ida Armstrong, daughter of James Armstrong of About 
Parnassus & his wife ______ Cowan of Parnassus neighborhood. She is about 17 yrs younger 
than my informant & is now aged 67 yrs & lives about a mile from South Bend Indiana Co Pa. in 
a shack living alone having too 
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much temper to live with anyone. Her daughter, who is more communicative, lives in 
Vandergrift Pa. & her name is Margaret Gross, wife of Frederick William Gross, working for 
Vandergrift Mill where he is a wood carver & a foreman. 
Mrs Shadle says she can give the record of her mother's family from memory & I am starting a 
table on page 566 reinforcing her memory by dates gathered from the tombstones at Elders 
Ridge noted on page 533. 
She says her grandfather Thomas Dunlap came from the North of Ireland To America just after 
the Revolutionary War closed. He kept a little store this side of Pack Saddle, she thinks perhaps 
near Altoona & thinks he married Jemima Jack at or about Brush Valley which she thinks is near 
where Bolivar Westnd Co, Pa. now is. She don't know from whose home. Believes it was about 
1795 as she thinks their oldest child Jane who married Moses Culbertson was born in 1796 & 
was married when she was 18. She has in this her dining room, large pictures of Jane with a 
white cap & her husband hanging on the wall. Does not know the name of Thomas Dunlap's 
parents but says his mother's name was Jennie Anderson who 
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once visited here with her son John & saw corn on the ear for the first time & said to her son: 
"Jan would it be carrots". Says her grandparents are buried at Salem Church. 
Says her Uncle & Aunt Moses & Jane Culbertson are buried in the Cem at Steubenville, O where 
they lived their latter years. He died there first & she died not longer after & before the death 
of her mother & more than 70 yrs ago as Mrs Shadle thinks she was abt 8 yrs old. No issue. 
They had lived in their younger days at Chillicothe O. He was in good Circumstances. Look for 
his will. Says Moses Culbertson was from near Salem & attended the same church & had a 
brother Alexander but don't know the name of his parents.  
Her father, John Wherry was born May 10, 1804 in County Derry, Ireland & came when six yrs 
old to America with his parents settling in Brush Valley Ind Co Pa. near Centerville, Pa. son of 
James Wherry & his wife Mary McCleary widow of Thomas McCleary & whose maiden name 
was Mary Dick. 
I have been writing South Bend Tp as Indiana Co, Pa. but Mrs Shadle now tells me it is 
Armstrong Co & that Olivet where her niece Mrs 
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Wilson was born & still lives is in South Bend Tp. She inherited this farm from her father, John L. 
Armstrong being his only child. Mrs Shadle has written off for her grandson the record given 
her by S. S. Jack & one incident he wrote about Mrs McComb I copy viz: (This incident is not fr S. 
S. but was told Mrs S. by her mother "6" Nancy married Gen James McComb of near Kent P. O. 
[sic] Their descendants are still in that neighborhood or were at last reports. Nancy was said to 
be a very beautiful girl when she was at home & a splendid horseback rider. This 
accomplishment saved her life at one time. Her husband & she were not very devoted & it is 
thought he conspired to have her killed so he could marry another woman he became 
enamored with while away at war. He sent Col Dunbar of his regiment with a horse for her to 
visit the camp. This horse, unknown to Mrs McComb was unmanageable for most people. After 
she was started on her journey, someone in her escort whistled & the horse took the bit in his 
teeth & started on the road & off it, through brush & marsh, doing everything to unseat her, 
but she kept her seat till the horse ran into a farm yard & a farmer caught him & took her off. It 
is needless to say, her husband was in for a bad time. On her terms, he was allowed to keep his 
commission as General & I think they continued together the balance of their lives. It is known 
the horse wd take the bit upon the whistle signal which shows conspiracy. To page 568.

At Residence of Turney Wilson Markle No 416 Highland Ave Kittanning Pa Oct 30, 1924 9:09 PM 
Mr Markle says his father was Elias Markle & his grandfather Moses Markle & he does not know 
the name of Moses' father, but he says Moses came from East of the Mountains & his wife says 
that she has often heard his, Turney W's mother say they came from Lancaster Co, Pa. He 
thinks Moses Markle's wife was a Shaffer & that they were married before they came out here. 
Also thinks his father who was next to the youngest of the 6 or 7 children (shows later there 
were nine) ie 2 or 3 (were four) girls & 4 (were five) boys. Thinks all the children were born here 
in this Co probably or surely on the farm of over 100 A which he bought in Red Bank Tp this Co. 
Moses & his wife moved to Missouri shortly after his son Elias was married & took his 
daughters with him who Mrs M. thinks were not married at that time. Does not think any of the 
sons went with him & two of them, named, he thought, Moses & George (their names were 
David Samuel & Lewis) went in the Civil War from about here & were both killed on the same 
night, a raid being made on their camp, so they have been told by Elias.

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says her mother-in-law has told her that Jacob Markle, younger than his brother Elias, was also 
in the Civil War & when he went in was married & had one child, who came & lived with Elias & 
his family while Jacob was in the war. He got back from the war & lived at Oak Ridge, Pa. in this 
county, where he died & his wife died later two yrs ago. He had a large family. Mrs Markle 
thinks the two who were killed in the Civil War were unmarried.

According by the second auditor in a letter dated Apr 8, 
1867 stated that the applications in the cases of David Samuel & Lewis Markle are suspended 
until affidavits of two disinterested witnesses can be obtained blanks for which were enclosed 
to Elias Markle for him to obtain, so that my informant was wrong as giving the names as 
Moses & George as they are David Samuel & Lewis, & these are unquestionably the Markle 
boys that Jesse Bowman Markle told me in Littleton Colorado, he had seen an account in the 
paper of being killed as my informant to page 576

T.W. says they were killed in camp in a raid. 
T.W. says his father was appointed Admr. to settle his father's estate & went out there to do it 
& they drove him away, giving a few days to leave if he wanted to get away alive. He inclines to 
think it was in Kansas where this occurred. Thinks this was before he was born, which was in 
1868. Is not sure whether his grandfather Moses Markle died in Mo. or Kansas but thinks he 
died before his wife Mrs M. says Elias always talked of going to Mo. to settle his father's estate. 
They produce a letter dated Clarence Iowa Mch 15, 1870 to Elias Markle from his sister Rosan 
Shoefstall & her husband Edward Shoefstall who Mr Markle thinks was from this section, but he 
don't know his parents names. They ask in the letter Elias what he had done about their father's 
land in Missouri & also ask for the address of their sisters Sarah & Mary Ann in Kansas as they 
had lost their address. T.W. says they both married & went to Kansas, but he don't know the 
names of their husbands or where in Kansas they went. He has never heard from any of them 
since 1870 except that about 5 yrs ago, one of his cousins Milo 
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Markle of Oak Ridge went out there & found Sarah & her children Rosan Shoefstall in this letter 
says they expect to move that summer to "Groose, the Rock Mountain" where they don't have 
to feed cattle 12 mos in the year. Mr T.W. thinks neither of the boys who were killed in the war 
were married. Says his father Elias went to Pgh two or three times to try to get in the army but 
he was always refused because 2d or long finger on his right hand was off at second joint & the 
3d one was off at 1st joint being chopped off when a boy by one of his brothers when they 
were splitting wood & Elias who was holding the stick reached in for another stick when the ax 



was raised & it came down severing these fingers. He does not know the order of the births of 
his grandfather's children except that his father & Jacob were the two youngest. Never heard of 
his grandfather's bible & thinks he would have taken it with him & that Sarah or Mary Ann 
would have gotten it. Milo Markle's address is Oak Ridge. He is abt 40 yrs old & is a son of "Rich 
Jake" who he thinks is a son of his Uncle John. 
He thinks John also went to Civil War. Of the children of Elias Markle there were eight sons & 
five daughters of whom the second & fourth died young & all the other eleven married 
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& raised families & the first one of them died a few months ago & the other ten are living. The 
dates of birth of all the 13 children of Elias Markle, the death of the two girls & the marriage of 
the three oldest living children are all taken from the family record on three pages of 3 loose 
leaves from Elias Markles bible which was printed in NY by the American bible society in 1869 
all written by Elias Markle & T.W. my informant says he had it written on a piece of paper 
before, from which he copied it, in the bible. 
About the time T.W. was 9 yrs old in 1877 his father moved to Clay Co, Co seat Claytown WVA 
on a farm & lived there for over 20 yrs. T.W. came back in 1894 & his father about 1902 to 
Armstrong Co, Pa. 
Charles says when in Chambersburg, Pa. 5 or 6 yrs ago he found a lot of Markles there one of 
them in one of the banks there. 
T.W. says there is a George Markle living near to Oakland, Pa. this Co, P. O. Charles says Disston 
Pa. (Rand McNally says New Bethlehem Pa) who is married & has a family & is a farmer aged 60 
odd & whose father was Abraham Markle who moved from up there to Clay Co Wv where he 
died abt 15 yrs ago aged abt 80. Does not know the name of Abraham's father or of his 
brothers, but he has sons Daniel, 
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John & Jacob living down in Clay Co WVA. T.W. says his father knew Abraham but they couldn't 
figure but just how they were related but knew they were related. Says Abraham came here 
from East of the mountains. 
Leaving 2:30 PM 
Charles proposed driving me down to the hotel in his car which was very kind, the distance was 
much greater than I anticipated, having gone out in the dark on the street car. T.W. says he is in 
the coal business operating a 4 1/2 foot vein here. He also became interested in a tract of 
timber 17 miles east of Uniontown on the National Road, some of the people buying it inducing 
him to go in because they wanted the use of his trucks. Charles was over at Uniontown, Pa. 
yesterday. 
Just as I reached their house, looking for their number in the darkness, I ran into an iron stake 
on the inner edge of the side walk 1 1/2 ft high & 1 1/2 inches thick, which skinned my left leg & 
shinbone just below my knee & brought blood which still 2 PM Sunday 2d shows. It three me 
flat on the ground & my book, this one went flying from my hands. 
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Alexander Hotel Room 22 Oct 31, 1924 3 AM transcribing: 
Jack & Millers Book & Stationery Store Kittanning Pa. Oct 30, 1924 about 4 PM 
I walked from Mrs Shadle's back to the hotel & after making inquiry about the leaving of trains 
in the morning, I walked down to this store which is across the street abt half a block from the 
post office & found Mr Milton Jack of 126 Allegheny St, Senior partner in the back end of the 
store sitting down working with some toys. He has a fine head & face & shows strength & 
virility.. He said his father had been left an orphan when young, or he was & they had not much 
information about their family. He says Mrs W.C. King living across the river 2 miles out P. O. 
Kittanning Pa. RFD 4 could give information. Her mother was a sister of Mr Jack's father. Milton 
says his Uncle Wm A. Jack died 2 yrs ago & his two maiden daughters live at the old homestead 
at Slate Lick, Pa. are bright, well informed school teachers & can give good information & their 
married sister lives with them. 
Their home right in Slate Lick Pa. is 9 miles from here 
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& their names are: 
Laura Jack & Ada Jack & Mrs Van Dyke. Milton's father was James Stoten Jack born in 1844 or 
1845 & died in 1904 from the effects of a kick by a horse, enlisted in the Civil War & served 2 
yrs. Slate Lick is 6 miles this side of Freeport, Pa. & the above sisters could give more 
information than Mrs King & would have the old bible he thinks of their father & perhaps 
further back. They are staunch Presbyterian & good bright women. However very silly & touch I 
found. [this added later]. Milton says a few yrs ago about 1890 a man wrote history of many 
families about Slate Lick & Wm A. Jack got one of the books which cost $20 each & caused 
much dissatisfaction. It was this I think made the daughters fearful of [unreadable word]. 
Milton says his sister, Mrs Charles Stepp lives in Slate Lick & his mother lives with her & has one 
of these books. She, his mother is here visiting. Also see B. S. Robinson son-in-law of old Shff 
Geo Sloan who raised his father. 
Says his father & mother died when he was young & the father married again. Says there is a 
large bunch of distant relatives over int Gilpin Tp Armstrong Co near & in Leechburg. John Jack

Residence of Geo W. Jack & his brother James H. Jack No 374 N. Jefferson St, Kittanning Pa. Oct 
30, 1924 4:44 PM 
Where I found a slender delicate man sitting on the porch & asking if he was Mr Jack, he smiled 
pleasantly & said he was & when I said my name was Thompson, he asked if I was from 



Uniontown & saying that I was, asked him how he knew that & he said I had written them 
several years ago & they had answered me giving their record. He took me in the house & 
saying he was very hard of hearing went back & brought in his brother George Wilson Jack who 
had been working in the garden with some lima bean poles he was putting away. He is larger & 
more vigorous, the picture of health & said he was 9 yrs older 
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than his brother James Houseman Jack, but really looks that much younger. He explained that 
his brother had had two operations recently by reason of the stoppage of his urine & five 
doctors said he couldn't survive them but he did & is cheerful, though using a catheter 
continually to draw his water. 
Geo W. says his grandfather was Andrew Jack who came from Scotland there being four or five 
brothers who came together viz: Matthew, Samuel, Andrew & he thought possibly James, but 
could name no more & took up land on the hill a mile & a half above White Rock Sta now 
known as Johnetta Pa. through which I passed when coming up this morning & the land is now 
owned by Johnetta Brick Co. Mr Jack's father Wm H. Jack died here in Aug 25, 1907 aged 85 yrs 
& 1 day having been born Aug 24, 1822 (which is just 6 days before father's birth).  
Wm H's youngest brother Simon Wilson Jack who married Linnie Herald died in Washington Pa. 
July 4, two or 3 yrs ago last 4th of July aged 84 yrs being the last survivor of the family. Simon 
W's son John M. Jack was burgess of Wash Pa. 2 or 3 terms & lives there yet, living in West 
Washington Pa. My informant says he is called "Wilse" his name 
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being Geo Wilson Jack but he does not know why or how Wilson came in the family as a name. 
Says his father had a wonderful fund of information about the family & he did not write down 
what he could have told him as he should. He says his own oldest brother is Thomas Benton 
Jack, living at Wellsville, O & then his brother William Andrew lives at Grand Rapids, Mich., 
James Houseman & himself here & his youngest brother Harry Edgar has lived in San Diego Calif 
since 1913. 
Thomas Benton aged say 75 is a shoe merchant at Wellsville, O & works actively in the store. 
William Andrew is genl mgr of a paper box mill at Grand Rapids Mich. the plant covering 32 A & 
their output of paper boxes etc being 130 tons a day & they are now mfg mens & womens wool 
& silk union suits. He is worth one & a half million dollars & in 1916 built a home on 4 acres to 
which he later bought 5 a more, which is said to be the handsomest home in Mich. & is known 
far & wide as the "House that Jack built". (there is a stone one near Mammoth Pa. built by 
James Jack with like designation see my record in book 1 Sept 7, 1897) People flock there to see 
& there are often two dozen autos parked 
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there at a time, all sightseers. He spoke of a couple from San Francisco, Calif saying they had 
nothing equal to it in Calif. Wm A. has a wife but no child. He went to Paris and secured an 



organist for one of the churches who he has been paying $12,000 a year for the past ten yrs. 
Also gave $50,000 for an organ for a church or another denomination & built the Jack Hospital 
for the Poor of Grand Rapids which cost $350,000 dedicated to said poor. He showed me fine 
large cabinet size photos of Wm A. & harry Edgar who is a banker in San Diego Calif, connected 
with the First Natl Bank there which show fine strong faces. Harry E. has but one child, Sarah 
Dennison Jack who married Earl Irwin McClintock, nephew of Oliver McClintock, the carpet man 
of Pgh Pa. & they live not in NY & he showed me a photo of her & her two children & she is a 
beautiful girl. He did live in San Diego which induced his father-in-law to move there. Through 
A. Mitchell Palmer he was favored when the German Aspirin establishment was sold & he 
became interested in taking it over at Washington DC. McClintock is a Democrat & all the Jacks 
Republicans & he got six of them to vote for Woodrow Wilson, the first time he ran for 
President. Palmer sent for him to come to NY & he is now Gen mgr 
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of the plant on a salary of $15,000 a year. 
Thomas B. had but one child, a son, Wm H. Jack who died aged 37 of pneumonia taking sick on 
a Saturday & dying on the next Tuesday. He married Sue, daughter of Mayor Wilson of East 
Liverpool, O. He died in 1920. Geo W's sister Jennie Elizabeth Jack got injured in an auto 
accident when this nephew was driving & she was the third of those injured to die, dying Apr 
27, 1919 aged 62 yrs. He sd now you will know how old I am she being my twin sister ( he had 
smilingly told me earlier when I asked his age that like the women he didn't tell).  
This nephew Wm H. left two boys. Wm H. 4 yrs old when his father died & Thomas 14 mos old 
when his father died. Wm H. then said to his mother "you must not call me Willie any more, I 
am head of the house now & you must call me Bill". When his brother was was born he went to 
the phone & called up his grandfather & said "I have a new brother now". His grandfather said 
what is his name & he promptly answered "Tom", not Thomas & Tom it was. Geo W. said his 
sister Mary Bell Jack died Nov 3, 1865 aged 1 yr born Nov 1, or 2d 1864 & was the first or 
second one buried in the cemetery here. 
 
His oldest sister, the oldest of the 
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family Violet Elder Jack died Oct 7, 1900 being older than Thomas B. Geo W. Jack said he was 
born Nov 23, 1857 & James H. Jack was born Dec 6, 1866. Giving his father's brothers & sisters 
he said: 
Geo W. Jack was killed at Battle of Gettysburg unmarried & was then his mother's only support.  
Nancy Jane Jack, his youngest sister married John Girt & lived at Madison Ind & left one 
daughter Nellie Girt. 
Another sister lived in Kansas City Mo. 
Evelyn Jack, an older sister married Levi Klingensmith & lived at Lake City Mich. & died a year 
ago at house in Grand Rapids. They had twelve children all married 



James Morrison Jack married Susan Klingensmith, sister of Levi & lived near Leechburg. He had 
3 sons, no girls via: James Morrison Jr, Hiram & Henry all living in Kansas City Mo. 
Susan Jack another sister married John McIntyre & lived with her father & mother Andrew Jack 
& wife & took care of them until they died which he says was 30 yrs ago (their deaths were not 
far apart) & both are buried he thinks at Forks Church about 6 or 7 miles from their home. Both 
deaths were in winter very cold & when they got to the grave with his grandfather's casket the 
hole was not big enough for the casket & they had to go in the church & build a fire while it was 
being enlarged 
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He says his grandfather died first & there was a marker put up at his grave at the time. He was 
84 yrs old, a large man, crippled during this later years with rheumatism & walked with one 
crutch & a cane. He has never been back to the g.y. since his grandmother died to see if she has 
a marker. He says there are now living in Leechburg, Pa four brothers viz: Daniel, Harry, Jim & A. 
X. Jack who he says are sons of Matthew Jack, one of the brothers of Andrew, his grandfather. 
He says Dan is older than he is & that he is the one for me to see. 
He says John Jack butcher & his son John Jack also butcher at Leechburg are of a different 
family from Dan, but related. 
He says that James S. Jack, father of Milton & Wm A & his, James S's brother Wm A. father of 
the 3 sisters at Slate Lick were first cousins of my informant's father Wm H. Jack & James S. 
often visited his father but he can't give the name of their father. I think Andrew's bible would 
be with Mrs McIntrye who I think he said moved into Leechburg, Apollo, Vandergrift or one of 
those near towns. Geo W. says his father's bible was burned up in a fire they had here 2 yrs ago. 
This bible had records of his father's father 
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& his Wm H's grandfather with dates as his father Wm H. always put everything down at the 
time. He says in the two letters he wrote me he sent all of this data to me & says it was not as 
much as ten yrs ago. They answered my first letter & also my second letter that I wrote but got 
no response from me ackg the 2d letter which leads me to wonder if it is still snowed under as I 
always aim to ack even if often delayed. Says his brother hard of hearing reads all the time & is 
a wonderful encyclopedia as he himself used to be. His brother is their cook & G.W. is 
dishwasher. He says his brother, Wm A. has invited him to go with him within the coming year 
to Scotland to look up the Jack family records there & I asked them to come to Oak Hill a few 
days on their way & I could give them some data. 
Left at 6:30 PM 
I then walked in to the George Cafe on the Market St & got my dinner at 7 to 7:30 not having 
eaten a bite since 5:30 this morning. Then walked out the the post office & Mr Walters there 
told me Wm H. Fretts lived next door to him on Maple Street 5 squares away but that he had 
the "Kiddie Shop" on N. Jefferson St just off Market. He gave me the tel NO 266-J in name of 
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his sister-in-law Miss Bertha Bowaer & when I called him he said he would come right down. I 
then called T.W. Markle on the phone & told him I wd be up on the street car as soon as I 
finished my conference with Mr Fretts. While waiting for Mr Fretts to come 70 to 100 men filed 
out of the hotel being the Kiwanis Club which meets there every Thursday night. Mr Fretts soon 
came in, a young alert & very handsome young man & I was in conference with him. 
 
At Alexander Hotel Kittanning Pa. Oct 30, 1922 7:55 PM 
He, Wm H. Fretts lives at 213 E. Crawford Ave Connellsville Pa. He thinks he was married in 
1884 to Alice Anderson, daughter of Jack Anderson (or wasn't it Jake) schoolteacher at Dunbar 
Pa. who was a cripple & a tall man & his wife. He himself was married on May 30, 1922 at 
Wellsburgh WVA see page 430 of Sept 26/24 & insert to Jeanne Bowser born July 29, 1902 in 
Kittanning Pa. daughter of Chame [sic] S. Bowser & his wife Minnie Bowser. Mr Fretts himself 
was born on

June 12, 1888 & their daughter Betty *Louise was born in Kittanning Pa Mch 20, 1923. Chas A. 
Fretts, his brother was killed in the Argonne battle Sept 26, 1918. Mr Fretts says that he himself 
went abroad in the World War with his brother Chas A. leaving Augusta Ga. by train Apr 26, 
1918 & sailed from NY May e, 1918 was in the same battles in which his brother Chas A. was 
including the one in which he, Chas A. was killed having been exactly 365 days in the service in 
France landing back in Phila, Pa. May 3, 1919. 
*It is now 7:22 AM 31st & I have written all night & must go get my breakfast & get read for 8 
AM bus to Slate Lick. 1:30 PM 31st Central Hotel Lobby Freeport, Pa. continuing He, W.H. 
covered the Mense-Argonne Oise & Ainse Great battles of the Marne & the Treacourtle Sector 
& escaped without a scratch, served with 28th division. Eugene was in several battles. He is at 
home in Connellsville Pa. & can give his own record. He was in 138 machine Gun battalion from 
Ohio originally the Ohio National Guards. He says the First Natl mortgage Co at 210 4th Ave 
Pittsburgh Pa. sold him some stock in their Co saying I was interested in the Co & had stock in it 
& that influenced him to buy, he saying to them if it was good enough for me to buy it was good 
enough for him. He says he has a circular that they gave him which used my name 
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so I went with him down to the Kiddie Shop of which he is mgr at No 150 N. Jefferson St & he 
hunted up the circular book 21x10 lines in size with twelve inside pages which names Wm W. 
Pershall as a director but does not use my name, but he says they used it in their talk. He let me 
bring the circular book with me to read & to ask Will Parshall about James J. Canlley & Wm J. 
Stewart of Brownsville Pa. were named as directors. He showed me cft for 20 shares of Pfd 
stock for which he paid $200 & cft for 2 shares of common stock thrown in as a bonus all dated 
Jany 27, 1921 



I then went & got the street car to Highland Ave & reached the residence of T.W. Markle see 
pages 569 to 579 inclusive where I did not get away until about 2:50 AM but found out about 
the Markle boys who were killed during the war out at Lawrence Kansas that Jesse Bowman 
Markle told me about, about Jany 10, 1923 see book 9 that date. Mr Markle is a heavy set good 
natured man & was very kind as was his wife who is of medium average build & I should say a 
model housewife. 
I arrived at the Alexander Hotel & transcribed continually from 3 AM to 7:22 AM see pages 580 
to 591 when I had to go pay my bill get a cup of tea & 2 cheese sandwiches, which I took with 
me got the 7:45 bus for Slate Lick & ate the sandwiches on the way arriving at Slate Lick at 8:25 
AM, I 
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walked up on the hill to the residence of the Jack sisters see pages594 & 595 & found Laura & 
Sadie unreasonably foolish & insulting. Then walked down to Mrs Maud R. Stepps & found her 
much of a lady & very kind see pages 595 to 597. I then walked up to the garage & Shrader's 
store & Mr Shrader introduced me to James Beale who kindly drove me to this hotel Central, 
Freeport, Pa. where I asked about trains to Pgh & then went up to the fine residence of brick of 
Mrs Melissa Magill & Ida Gibson & the nurse said Mrs Magill was seriously ill in bed & was not 
allowed to see anyone & Ida would not be home until 6 PM she teaching school at Natrona. I 
then walked down to the residence of their sister Mrs Mary Jane Miller corner 4th & Buffalo 
Sts. & found her & her youngest daughter Doris, who came in just as I was leaving, very kind & 
helpful. I made up the genealogical table on page 598 from information she gave me & also 
made record of the information about her father which she gave me from his obituary notice 
on page 528. I arrived there at 12:02 PM & left at 1:17 PM walked down to this hotel Central & 
have written up from 591 to 593 am up to date & it is 2:55 PM & I am waiting for dining room 
to open at 6 PM to get my supper & then go back to see Miss Gibson & then take the 8:34 PM 
train on the west Penna RW lines for Pgh. JVT 
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At residence of the Misses Laura & Ada Jack Slate Lick (P. O. Kittanning Pa. RD No 5) South 
Buffalo Tp Armstrong Co Pa. Oct 31, 1924 8:54 AM 
Miss Ada Jack recd me & called in her sister Miss Laura from the adjoining room who says their 
sister has moved in with them & they are busy cleaning house. They say that the only bible 
record they have is that of their father Wm A. Jack (his name was just Wm & he put the initial 
"A" in to distinguish from other) They say the name of their grandfather's name so far as they 
know was just James Jack & his bible is in the home of Mrs Chas Stepp near here, she being a 
sister of Milton Jack & a daughter of James S. Jack whose widow now living with her daughter, 
Mrs Stepp but who yesterday was visiting her children in Kittanning was Elizabeth Bruner, 
daughter of Samuel B. Bruner & his wife Nancy Jack. They don't know of their father claiming 
relationship with any other Jacks. Have however heard him speak of Matthew & Andrew. They 
say their father's bible is stored in the  attic & they won't get it. Their father Wm A. Jack was 
born June 6, 1835 & died Aug 26, 1919 & is buried here in Slate Lick Cem. He was married Dec 



15, 1859 a short distance below here to Isabel Ralston born here near Slate Lick Pa. Feby 1, 
1832 & died here Mch 2, 1918 
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& is buried here by her husband. They had four children all born here in Slate Lick Pa

Lizzie married J.K. Wilson on Oct 18, 1892 & had 5 children all living & he too is living in 
Kittanning Pa.

The above dates were given by Ada when Laura called 
from the other room that she was not to give any further dates.

At residence of Mrs Maude R. Stepp on State road Slate Lick Pa. Oct 31, 1924 10:07 AM 
I walked down here from Ada Jack's & Mrs Stepp's mother is in Kittanning still & will be for two 
weeks. Mrs S. has looked for her grandfather's bible & thinks her mother at the time of the 
death of  her Uncle Wm A. Jack gave it to his & her husband's sister, Mrs Sarah  Ann Gould who 
has since died & it would have gone to Mrs Minnie King, wife of Wm King near Kittanning Pa. or 
to Ford Gould 2 miles from Kittanning. 
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She has gotten out the history her brother spoke of yesterday which is "Cyclopedia of Indiana & 
Armstrong Co by Jno M. Gresham & Co managed by Samuel T. Wiley & published in Phila in 
1891, 632 pages & on page 599 is an article on Mrs Steppe's father James S. Jack a stockdealer 
& farmer of North Buffalo Tp son of James & Sarah Douze Jack who was born in North Buffalo 
Tp Apr 25, 1846. It says the family is of Irish origin & that his grandfather James Jack Sr. came to 
Armstrong Co about 1800 who took up land in Sugar Creek Tp married & had 3 children, 
Samuel, James Jr & Washington all dead. James Jack, father was born 1811 in North Buffalo Tp 
married Sarah Douze of French descent & had 7 children 4 sons & 3 daughters, George, Wm A.

She was living in 1794 when she contributed to building a stone wall around old 
Brandywine CH g.y. On Aug 15, 1783 he made his will ch [sic] of West Coln Chester Co Pa. being 
aged & infirm gives residue of estate equally "John Jack & James Jack sons of My nephew James 
Jack". He made a codicil on Oct 30, 1784 giving his house to his wife. He signed his name to will 
but made his mark to the codicil. Date of probate not given. Evidently no issue. 
Probates Dec 10, 1784. Anjou in the Jack History XXI pages 1994-5 places him as the brother of 
my ggggf James which cannot be as there [sic] wills prove, but I am satisfied these two are his 
sons. He, the father was born July 14, 1710 & emigrated to Chester Co, Pa. Look for settlement 
of his estate in Chester Co, Pa

Sadie flew into a tantrum & sd that was going too far, that they were not Jacks & without 
reason & sillily [sic] construed it as ungentlemanly for me to ask & acted accordingly. I think 
they feared I would next ask their ages & got insulting to avoid refusing. Sadie sd she wouldn't 
give her name or allow it in the book, but I see on page 587, it is Van Dyke. They were afraid & 
foolish enough to say that giving their record would commit them to buying a book which I told 
them I was not asking them to take. Their Statement of their grandfather being James Jack, 
coupled with Geo W.'s statement & the History in the Gresham book places him as brother of 
Matthew, Samuel & Andrew & all four sons of James Jack Sr.  
See page 595 where it is most probably that the old bible was given to Mrs Gould on abt Aug 30 
or 31st as Laura & Ada said Mrs Nancy Jack who had it on May 30, 1919 wanted to give it to 
them or their father, but they didn't want it & didn't take it. 
Page 596, Greshams Hist gives 3 children of James Jack Sr. viz Samuel, James Jr (father of James 
G.) & Washington, which with Matthew & Andrew makes the five brothers Geo W. thought 
there were.
